Our" Reltlons with Great Brltain.

We make the following extract from the'Wash-
ington Correspondent of the New York Tribune of
the 22d inst.

WASHINGTON, Wednesday, fay 21, 856.-No •Cor-
respondence of any sort has occurred between Mr.
Clayton and Mr. Crampton as to the issue between
them. Their mutual friends interfered, in the hope
of attaining satisfactory explanations, but their efforts
have not been attended with success. Mr. Crampton
now says that the conversation referred to in his dis-
patch, occurred in the Winter of 1853-4, but he
admits that Mr. Clayton always maintained that Rua-
tan was not included in the dependencies of Belize,
upon which Lord Clarendon rests the British title.
This admission would seem to contradict the offensive
statement of Mr. Crampton, that MIr. Clayton* con-
ceded Ruatan to be a British island, unles Mri. Cramp-
ton differs from his Government on the ground of
alleged right.

The Cabinet deliberations concerning Mr. Cramp-
ton's dismissal were concluded yesterday. Nothing
will occur to change tie former aspect of the case
nnles the President recedes from his present purpose,
which is rather unlilkely. The act will probably be
placed on such a footing as to apply personally to Mr.
Crampton, while disclaiming ofence tothe British
Government. Thus preserving our diplomatic inter-
course from suspension, unless Eagland desiresan in.
terraptinn, which is not inferable from Lord Claren-
don's reply. It is believed now that this mode of ae-
commodation will be satisfactory, without complro
mising the honor of either party. The statement that
the administratioun was delayed in its decision, owring
to the absence of British documents, Is erroneous.
The answer covers the whole case necessary to be
considered. Lord Clarendon would not send an im-
perfect communication on such an important matter,
or withhold testimony against his own cause. Two
copies of the Ble Book, contains all the documents,
wnich were received at the British and French Legs-
tions by the steamer Asia, thoughnone were furnished
to Mlr. Dallas._

PRosPECT or CIVIL WAR.-An extra from the office
of the Texas Staato Zeitung, published at San
Antonio on the 19th inst., has just came to hand, in
which we find the following interesting information:

EAGLE PASS, May 15.-We learn here from reliable
persons, that Comfort has ordered Vidaurri to collect
all the arms be had distributed among the different
companies of his State and to deliver them up to the
General Government.

Colonel (now General) Langberg, is marching
with 4000 men against Vidanrri.

The union of Coahuila and Nueva Leon is an-
nulled.

Gen. Langberg llas been nominated Commandant
General and Dr. Santiago Rodriguoez, Governor ad-in-
terim of Coahuila. ".

The latter has already published his proclamation
and appointed his officers; among otiers Captain
Leal is Gefe politicO of our next frontier District (Rio
Grande.) He was, however, arrested yesterday,
together with the individual that acts as his Secretry,
and escorted to Monterey.

There is no doubt that Vidaurri will resist the order
for the.delivery up of the arms and the entry of Gen.
Langberg and his troops, and that he is only tempo-
rizing a little, in order to ascertain the feelings of the
people and of public opinion ; but that before long he
will declare himself against Comfort.

Hie has, no doubt, a large majority of the citizens
on his side, and we do hope here, that be will be able
to sustain himself against the despotic misrule of the
Ce~!ntral P.,oncr:•,f....

Te•t RioT AT PANAMA-Inquest upon the Body of
one of the Victims.--Coroner Connery held an in-
qoest yesterday at the New York Hospital upon the
body of George C. Fields, who received his death
wounds at the hands of the Panama riotors, as men-
tioned iniour edition of yesterday morning. Dr. Rich-
ard Warrlngton, surgeon of the steamer Pentisylva-
nia, was present, and after having testified as to the
cause of death, gave an account of theriot as follows :
The natives of Panama, in my opinion, wantonly
murdered the American citizens. The riot originated
in the sale of a water' melon by a woman to one of
the paemengers, who arrived by the railway, he hav-
ing refosed to pay the price demanded for it. A na-
tive then drew his knife and commenced whatonfor-
tunatelyended in the melee. Deceased, I undertand,
had nothing to do with the riot, bhut being among the
crowd, fell a victim to the ferocity of the natives,
while taking shelter with othems in the railway sta-
tion. The Jury rendered the following verdict:

Death from congestive fever, superinduced by in-
juries received at the late riot at Panama. The Jury
further censure the nantives of Padama for their cruel
conduct towards Americans."

Fmit AT BAON Rocuno--The Baton Rouge Advo-
cate of yesterday says:
At about 11 o'clock last night an alarm was sounded

through our streets. It was discovered to be in a
large wood yard on Front street, adjoining the resi-
dence of A. btontan, but was put out before much
damage was done. The fire undoubtedly was the
work of an incendiary, as there was no meanson of
communicating it to the contents of a largo open lot
by accident. We do not know the amonnt of dam-
age, but it was not serious.

Aaron Roberts, a colored man, in Philadelphia, has-
invented a valuable aid to the fire department. It
is constructed on the principle of a telescope, occepy-
ing a very small space when closed, but'capable of
being extended to a height of some sixty feet, by
means of concealed cogs. Above this is a branch
pipe, made flexible, and worked in any direction, by
chains reaching the ground. The machine can be
run into a narrow alley, and by attaching a hose to a
fire-plug, the water will be forced to the top, and
thence directed at the pleasure 'of the operate.
Safety is thus afforded to the firemen, and instant
application may be made to any part of a burning
building.

t new admiuistration ; but Costa Rica declared a hor-
t rible war of extermination against it. Thus situated,
my government desires to maintain, by diplomatic
intercourse, the good fellowship that always united
Nicaragua to this great Republic en every ground,
and especially because the. great highway between
the two oceans, that is equally interesting to those
States and to Nicaragua, is embraced within the bor-

t ders of the latter. Born and educated in Nicaragua,
and now, for the first time, a visitor to the shores of
this great Republic, I have a right to speak abenotthe
facts which have marled our past, and to anticipate
a the habnppiness that we may expect in, the future, aswell for my own country as for these great States. -

Your Excellency may be positively certain that
Sdaring the seven months of President Rivts' adnei-
istration, there has been no attempt at revolution
ar gainst him, and that the whole people of Nicaragua
form a united family, prepared to maintain order als- home and to resist forelgn aggression. That my govu.

elect the supreme asthorities of the country, which

Reply of Lord Clarendon to MIr. Marry.

The reply of Lord Clarendon, April 30th, to Mr.
Marcy, thus concludes:

" The undersigned hasnoli had the satisfaction of
communicating to the Government of the United
States the statements and declarations of her Majes-
ty's Minister at Washington, and her Majesty's Con
suls at Cincinnati, Philadelphia and New York, as to
the conduct imputed them. the Government of the
United States had been led to tsulpose that the law
and sovereign rights of tie 'United States had not
been respected by her Majesty's Government, and
relying upon evidence they deemed to be trustworthy,
they believed that the law and those rights had been
infringed by British agents. If such had been the
case, the Government of the United States would
have been entitled to demand, and her Majesty's Gov-
ernment would not have hesitated to afford, the most
ample satisfaction, for no discredit can attach to the
frank admission and complete reparation of tn

questionable wrong. Her lajesty's Government un-
equivosally disclaim any intention either to Inftrihge
the law or to disregalrd the policy, or not to respect
the sovereign rights of the United States, and the
Government of the United States will now for the
first time learn that her Majesty's Minister at Wash-
ington, and her Majesty' Consuls at New York, Phil-
adelphia and Cinctinati, solemnly affirm that they
have not' committed any of the acts thatlhave been
imputed to them. The Government of the United
States will now also havefor the first time an oppor-
tunity of weighing the declarations of four gelitlemen
of unimpeached honor and integrity against evidence
upon which no reliance oughtto be placed, The on-
deigned cannot but expressas the earnest hope of her
Majesty's' Government, that thes explauations and
assurances may prove satisfactory to the Government
orf the UaitedStates, and effestually remove any mis.
