no doubt, to precipitate us into eternity.
The prospect was appalling, and our thoughts ran

rapidly. Quick actio e was required. I could think
of no other than to lean sternvard and strike at the
bear with my clubbed rifle, at the same time calling
upon my companion to paddle for the shore. We
preferred, under all circumstances, risking the chances
of a land encounter with our grizzly antagonist.

I had succeeded in keeping the bear out of the
canoe by seveal well-planted blows opon the snout ;
and Dick was equally sucessful in forcing the dug-
out nearer to the bank, when a sharp crack reached

y ears, followed by a terrified cry from my compan-
ion-

I glanced suddenly round, to ascertain the cause of
these demonstrations.

figured in early youth.' If his head was not over-bal.
lasted with learning, his heartwas well freighted with
that love for Cdd of which some portion, as the dis-
missed leetlrer on Eeclesiastical Historyin Ktig's
College tells es I• In almost every individual without
exceptlon atnd fornns the sheet anchor which shall
enable him to ride through the estOrs which keep
,him fom his desired haven of rest, He became the
terror of the foes of Prussia; but among his com-
rades he was known only as "good Father Ziethen."
Be was remarkable for his swiftness at once of resolve
and hxecution, and in remembrance, as well as illus-
trtion thereof, a sudden s-iprise is spoken of by an
astonished Prussian as " falling on one like Zeithen
from an ambush."
Now, old Ziethen, after the triumph achieved inthe seven years' war, was always a welcome guest at

the table of Frederick the Second. His place was

ever by the side of the royal master whose cause Ie

had mora than once saved from ruin ; and he only
oat lower at the table when there happened to be

present some foreign royal mediocrity, illustriously
obscure.

On one occasion hbe received a command to dinewith the King on Good Friday. Ziethen sent a mes-

age to his sovereign, stating that it was impossible
for him to wait on his Majesty, inasmuch as' that he
made a point of never omitting to take sacramenton that day, and of always spending the sube-
quent portion of the day in private meditation.

A week elapsed before the scrupulous old soldierans again invited to the royal dinner-table. At

length he appeared in his old place, and merry were
he guests, the King himplf setting the example of

proarious hilarity. The fun was running fast and
furions, it was at its very loudest, when Frederick,

turning to Ziethen, smacked him familiarly on thehack, and exclaimed:

" Well, grave old Ziethen, lhow id the "supper of
Good Friday agree with your sanctimonious stomachl

blood h u" of I
At this blasphemy and amid the thunders of peal-ing laughter, the saluting artillery of the delighted
guests, Ziethen leaped to is feet, and, after shaking

his gray hairs with indignation, and silencing the
revelerm with a cry as though they had been dogs,
he turned to the godless master of the realm, and
said, words if not precisely these, certainlyand exact-
ly to this effect:

"I shun no danger; your Majesty knows it. My
life has always been ready for sacrifice, when my
country and the throne required it. What I was,that I am ; and my head I would place on the block
this moment, if the striking of it off could purchase
happiness for my king.: But there is One who is
greater than I, or any one here and He is a greater
Sovereign than you, who mock Him here from thethronetin Berlin. He it is whose precious blood was

shed for the salvation a5 all mankind. On Himn, that
Holy One, my faith reposes. He is my consoler in
life, my hope in the presence of death; and I will not
snufer his name to be derided and attacked when I
am by, and have voice to protest against it. Sir, ifyour soldiers had not been firm in this faith, they
would not have gained victories for you.

mock the faith and jeer at those who cling to it, you
only lend a hand to bring yourself and the State to

After a pause he added, looking the while at the
mute King:

"What I have spoken is God's truth; receive it
graciousyly'

Frederick woa the patron of Voltaire, who had
dared to say at his own table that what it had taken
God and the twelve Apostles to build up, one man
(Voltaire) would destroy. But Frederick was now
for the moment more deeply moved by what had been
uttered by the uuphilosophical Ziethen, thananything
that had ever fallen from the brilliant but irreligious
Voltaire. He rose, flung his left arm over Ziethen's

world in the very able report of Dr. tloughton to theLegislature of Mlichigan. During the last thirteen i
years this field of enterprise has been largely culti- 3'
vated, with various success. by its pioneers. But it ci
seems that still other sources of attraction have been w
discovered. The fisheries of the great lake are call- 1l
ing on the inhabitants of the Atlantic Capes; and its bi
deligitful summer climate hold out the most promi- gi
sing inducements to invalids. In a few years Bark
Point, or the opposite islands, will be to the citizens so
of Iinnesota and Wisconsin what Nabanst is now to t]
IMassachusetts or Newport to the New Yorkers. We to
can now make the trip fromnt Washington to Bark it
Point in just about as many days as it took us yi
twenty-five years ago to travel from Washington to yi
Nalant, and with a good deal more comfort. w
Lake Superior.-We noticed the other day in the

Detroit Tribune, an allusion to a new fishing company
incorporated in Wisconsin for the purpose of taking 05
fish in Lake Supesior. This is rather a novelty under hi
the sun, but we think it worth while to suggest that
a man may find good fishing there on his own hook, ci
without taking stock in a corporation. The fisheries
of the great lake are exhastless. In his valuable re- g'
port on the lake trade, Mr. Andrews says that the 05
white fish and trout of Superior are "unequalled by ci
any fish in the world for excellence of flavor and ni-
tritious qualities".

'  
The trout weighs often as much

as forty or fifty pounds, and the species called siska-
wit is most prized by the natives on account of its k
fatness ; but the white fish are much more delicates,
and are preferred to all others by the white inhabi-
tants and travelers. Think of trout as lig as the cod
of the Newfoundland banks, and of white fish and s'
sturgeon in proportion! These fish are found, tooin
such numbers that they will supply thle whole north- h
western section of the United States and Upper Can-
aa awhen they are populated by millions.

The western immigration hitherto has been chieflyagricultural. For the future it will be partly piscat.o
rial. The fishermen of Cape Ann and Cape Cod will
throw out their lines before many months in the wa-
terns of the greatest of the inland seas.

The best fishing ground is in the neighborhood of
the Apostle Islands. Mr. Owen tells us in hlis report
that the water about these: islands not only affborded
excellent fish, but the fish do not seem to diminish
in quantity. For trout and siskawit, (lhe adds,)
whicl are caught with a line in deep water, the best
ground of the neighborhood is off' Bark Point or d
" Point Ecorse " of the French. This is a bold, pro-
jecting point, near the southwestern plit of thle lake,
about forty miles from the mouth of the St. Louis
river. The water about it is very deep. The point
was a favorite resort of the Indians, and is covered
with a beautiful growth of the most luxuriant clover.
It is probably destined to be the IMarbleheiad of the
lake, and to unite with it the fashionable attractions
(at no very remote period) of a Neswport.

A gentleman familiar witlh tie Lake Superior coon-
try, informs us that Bark Point will be a fvorite sum-
mer resort of the Northwest on soon as the country is
developed. The opening of the navigation has al-
ready drawn large numbers to Fond du Lac, and as
soon as the admirable properties of the climate of
Lake Superior are understood, the excursion will be-
comlle a very commonl one.
Mr. Owen says of this neighborhood that no portion

of the country surpasses it for its climate. In the
summer months it is the most " cool and delightful
resort that can be imagined; and for invalids, espe-
cially such as are affected in the liver or lougs, the
uniform bracing atmosphere produces the mosr l t sur-
prising and beneficial effects " Dr. Jackson, in his
olficial report oil the geology and typography of Lake
Superior, says that none of the American lakes can
compare with it "in healthfulness of climate during
the summer months, and there is no place so wellc
calculated to restore the Ihealth of all invslid who hab
suffered from the depressing miasmn of the fever-
breeding soil of the Soullthwestern States."

With such attractions, now tlhat the marvels of
Lake Superior ale rendered of such easy access by
steamboat, we shall look for no inconsiderable exodus
from the old States, temporary or ipermanent, to.
wards regions so rich in every form of material
wealtlh, and blessed with a clismate so invigorating
and propitious.

The Domestic Relations and Private Life
of a Lion.

He has first to seek his wife; but as the
males are far more abundant than the females, who
are often cut off in infancy, it is not rare to find a
young lady pestered by the addresses of three or four
gallants, wiho quarrel with the acerbit, of jealoues
lovers. If one of them does not succeed t disabling
or driving away the others, Madam, impatient and
dissatisfied leads them into the presence of an old
lion, whom she has appreciated at a distance. Tihe
lovers fly at him with the temerity of youth and ex-
asperation. The old fellow receives them with calm
assurance, breaks the neck of the first with his ter-
rible jaw, smashing the leg of the second, and tears
out the eye of the third. No sooner is the day won
and the field clear, than the lion tosses his mane in the
air as he roars, and then crouches by the side of his
lady, who, as a reward for his courage, licks his
wounds caressingly. When two adult lions are the
rivals, the encounter is more serious.

An Arab perched in a tree one night, saw a lioness
followed bya tawny lion with a full grown mane ; she
lay down at the foot of a tree, the lion stopped os hiu
path and seemed tolisten. The Arab then heard the
distant grovling of a lion, which was instantly re-
plied to by the lioness under the tree. This made her
hnsband roar furiously. The distant lion was heard
approaching, and as he came nearer the lioness, roar-
ed louder which seemed to agitate her husband, for he
marched toward her as if to force her to be silent,
and then spranaf back to his old post, roaring defianc
at his distant rival. This continued ahoet an hour,
when a black lion made his appearance on the plain.
The lioness rose to go toward hlm, but her hasband
guessing her intention,bounded toward his rival. The
two crouched and sprang at each other, rolling on the
grass in the embrace of death. Their bones cracked,
their flesh was torn, their cries of rage and agony
rent the air, and all this time the lioness couched and
wagged her tail slowly in sign of satisfaction. When
the combat ended, and both warrios were stretched
on the plain, she rose and smelt them, satisfied her-
self that they were dead, and trotted off quite re-
gardless of the uncomplimentary epithet whiclh the
indignant Arab shouted after her. This Gerard tells
ous, is an example of the conjugal fidelity of my lady ;

whereas, the lion never quits his wife, unless forced,and is quite a pattern of conjugal attentions.
Our lion then is married, let ns say. He is the

slave of his wife. It is she who always takes proce-
dure; when she stoops he stoops. On arriving at the
douar (the collection of tents-what we cll a " vil-
lage,") for their supper, she lies down while be leaps
into the inclosure, and brings to her the booty. He
watches her while she eats, taking care that no one
disturbs her; and not until her appetite is satisfied
does he begin his meal. Toward the end of Decem-
ber, they seek an isolated ravine, and there she pre-
sents her lord with one, two, and sometimes three
poppies, generally sne male and one female. If the
reader lens ever seen or handled a puppy lion, he will
understand the idolatry of mother and g father. She
never quits thema for an instant, and he only quita
them to bring home supper. When they are three
months old their weaning commences. The mother
accustoms them geadually to it, by absenting for lon-
get and longer periods,and bringin. pieces of mutton
carefully skinned. The father, scrose habitual de-
meanor is grave, becomes fatigeed with the frivolus
sports of children, and for the sake of tramluility re-
moves bilodgingto a distance, within reach, however,
to render assistance if required. At the age of four
or live months, the childrsn follow their mother to the
border of the forest, where their father brings them
their supper.

At six months old they accompany their fathler
and mother in all nocturnal expeditions. From eight
to twelve months they learn to attach sheep, goats,
and even bulls ; but they are so awkward they
usually wound ten for one they kill; it is not till
they are two yeas old that they can kill a horse or
boll at one bite. While their education is thus in prco-
gross, they are ten times more ruinous to the Arabs,
since the family does not content itself with killing
the cattle required for its own consumption, but kill
that the children may learnt how to kill. At three
years old the children quit home and set up for them-
selves, becoming fathers and mothers in their turn.
Their places are occupied by another brood. At eight
years the old lion reaches maturity, and lives to thirty
or forty. When adult he is a mnagnficient creature,
very different in size, aspect, color and diseposition
from the lion to be sree in the meneageries and zoolo-
gical gardens-u-anialo takern from themothler's breast,
bred like rabbits, deprived of the fresh mountaiu air
and ample nourishment. As an indication of the size
attained by lions in a state of nature we may cite the
fact mentioned by Gerard, that the strolngest mace in
the cavalry regiment to which he belonged, was un-
able to carry the skin and head of the lion Gerard
had killed.
