Boston, Monday, May 26, 1856.-The Senate to-
day passed the following resolves by a unanimous
vote:

Resolved, by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the Commonwealth of Masaachusetts. That
we have received with deep coincein information of
the recent violent assault, committed in the Senate
Chimber at Washington upon the person of the Hon.
Charles Sumner, one of our representatives in Con-
gress, by Preston S. Brooks, a member of the House
of Representatives, from South Carolina-an assault
which no provocation could justify-a gross breach
of parliamentary privilege-a ruthless attack upon
the liberty of speech-an outrage of the decencies of
civilized life, and an indignity to the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts.

Resolved, That the Legislature of Madachusetts,in
the name of the free and enlightenedpeople, demands
for her representatives in the National Legislature,
entire freedom of speech, and will uplhold them in
the proper kefcise of the e. nfiarI' gt tf"Ain-ri-
can citizens.

Resolved, That we approve f Mr. Sumnera earn-
est and fearless declaration of free principles, and hits
manly defense of human rights and Free Territory.

Resolved, That the Legislature of Massachusetts is
imperatively called by the plainest dictates of duty,
from a decent regard of the rights of her citizens,
and respect for her character as a Sovereign State, to
demand, and the Legislature of Maooachmsetts here-
by does demand of the National Congress, a prompt
and strict investigation into the recent assault upon
Mr. Sumner, and the expulsion by the House of Mr.
Brooks of South Carolina, and any other Members
concerned with him in said assault.

Resolved, That his Excellency the Governor be re-
quested to transmit a copy of the foregoing resolves
to the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the
House of Representatives, and to each of the Sena-
tors and Members of the House of Representatives
from this Commonwealth in the Congress of the
United States.

After the adoption of the foregoing resolutions,
they were transmitted to the House for the action of
that body upon them.

In the House the resolutions excited an animated
debate, but after a slight amendment to the third,
they were adopted by 187 against 23.

AnERICF AN eMEETING.-A meeting of the American
party took place at the Court House, in this city, yes-
terday (Saturday, the 31st,) for the porposeof select-
ing delegates to the District Convention, and also the
State Convention, to be held in this city, the third
Monday of June.

Dr. T. J. Buffington was called to the chair, and
Joseph Nephler appointed Secretary. The President
having stated the object of the meeting, a resolution
appointing one hundred and thirty delegates was
adopted, and a committee appointed to make arrange-
ments for the Convention, after which the meeting
adjourned.-[Baton Rouge Comet, 1st inst.

A few days since we visited several plantations in t

this vicinity, and are happy to say the crops indicate v
prssperity. A little rain at this time would prove t
enelicial. At this point the river is slowly receding.

For several days the weather has been extremely
warm, notwithstanding our citizens generally are
blessed with uninterrupted good health.

From the Shreveport South-Western of the 27th,
we take the following :

The river is falling fast at this point, and the latest
accounts front ahove report it low and declining. On
the 13th, the I. Mt. Jones was agrounmd on White Oak
shoals. A few days ago the Hope struck a snag, a
short distance above Fulton, which caused her to
leak. Her officers entered a protest. On the 13th
the Victoria, with a cargo of cotton, strack a snag,
almost in sight of Fulton, was rin ashore and sunk.
A portion of the cotton floated down the river and
was secured. The White Cliffs went up to the wreck,
for the purpose of giving all possible aid. The Vic-
toriawas nearly new and one of the bestlight draught
boats on the river. We understand she was onlypar-
tiallv insured.

The Hope came down yesterday, with only half a
load of cotton, and confirms the report that upper
Red River is low and falling first.

In coming up Red River, a few days ago, we were
much pleased at the fine appearance of the young
cotton and corn. They both promise luxuriant cropo.

Green corn made its first appearance in our mar-
ket this season on Monday morning. It was grown on
Buzzard Island, by Mr. Waite.

The Mansfield Columbian, of the 24th, has the fol-
lowing :

We have taken particular pains to inquire of citi-
zens from every portion of our parish relative to the
condition and prospects of the growing crops, and
learned that al appearances now indicate and give
promise of a heavy compensation to the husbandman
for his indastry and labor.

The Plaquemine Sentinel of the 31st says: The
parish is suffering much for rain at the present time.

Gen. Cans's Letter.

The following is a copy of the letter written by
Gen. Cass to the New York Nicaragua meeting :

WAsnINsTos, May 21, 1856.-Sir:-Your tele-
graphic dispatch inviting me to attend the meeting in
the Park on Friday evening has just reached me. I
cannot be there in person, but my feelings and sym-
pathies are with you in this demonstration of public
satisfaction at the wise and just measure of thead-
ministration, by which the existing government of
Nicaragua is recognized, and will be encouraged to
go on with its good work. I trust it will meet the
cordial approbation of the American people. It can-
not fail to do so, if they are true to the faith of their
fiethers. Since the commencement of our national ex-
istence it has been our principle to consider every
foreign gveronment a legitimate one which is received
as such in its own country. This is the condition of
the present rulers of Nicaragua, and it is no less our
duty than it ought to he our desire to lend them the
moral support they can derive from our recognition.
I am free to confess that the heroic efforts of our
countrymen in Nicaragua, excites my admiration
while it engages all my solicitude. I am not to be
deterred from the expression of these feelings by
sneers, or reproaches, or hard words. He who dosen t
sympathise with such an enterprise has little in com-
mon with me.
The difficulties which General Walker has encount-

ered and overcome, will place his name high on the
roll of the distinguished men of his age. He has con-
ciliated the people he went to aid, the government of
which he makes paot is performing its functions with.
out opposition, and internal tranquility marks the
wisdom of its policy. That magnificent region, for
which God has done so much and man so little, need-
ed some renovating process, some transfusion by
which new life may he imparted to it. Or country-
men will plant there the seed of or institutions, and
God grant that they may grow up into an abundant
harvest of industry, enterprise and prosperity. A
new day, Ihope, is opening upon the States of Cen-
tral America. If we are true to our duty they will
soon be freed from all danger of European interference,
ond will have a sercuity in their own power againsi
tie ambitious designs of England, far better than
Clayton-BHlwer treaties, or any other diplomatic
machinery by which a spirit of aggressionis sou•lt
to be concealed till cireumstances are ready for active
operation.
