The contested elections, we can tell them, as they
will Iear' later, when the whole history is given to
the world, will cost the " Black Record" and " all
hazards party" more dearly than any previous thirst
for office, and the cost will not be counted in Lou.
islana exclusively.o No party can exist upon fraud;
and the best evidence of their downfall we can offer
is the result of last Monday's election, when at least
one thousand true spirited men who formerly voted
with the Democracy, turned against them, sickened
at their attempts to retain power " at all hazards."

Now that the official returns are made out, it will
be seen there was a comparatively small vote
polled on Monday-partictlarly on the Democratic
side.

CINciNoATI, June 4.-The Committee on Creden-
tials will make their report this afternoon, declaring
the New York Softs entitled to thirty-two seats, and
the Hards to three.

A storm is anticipated when the report goes in, as
this decision is a complete Administration triumph.

SECOND DISPATCH.
A resolution favoring a road to the Pacific was

tabled by amajority of eighteen.
The foreign policy resolutions passed by over two-

thirds. A motion to reconsider was lost by seventy-
nine to one hundred and seventy-nine.

The Committee on Credentials is not prepared to
report this afternoon, but will report in the morning.

The Convention has adjourned till 10 to-morrow.
Report of the Com enlttee on Resolutions.

CIXrINNATI, June 4.-The Convention in session at
ten o'clock.

The Committee on Resolutions reported this morn-
ing. The resolutions advocate the strict construction
of the Constitution against internal improvements,
and leaves the veto question as at present.

Know-Nothingism is denounced, and classified with
the Alien and Sedition Acts.

The resolutions reendorse the Compromise of 1850,
endorse the Nebraska act, favor the admission of
States into the Uhion, with or without slavery.

They are strong on the Monroe doctrine, and say
no foreign power shall control the connection of the
Atlantic and Pacific.

The resolutions were enthusiastically received.
Affray in Cincinnati-Editor Stabbed.

CIocnrNATI, June 4.--George P. Buell, editor of
the Democratic Review, Washington City, was stabb-
ed in the back, in an affray here to-night. He is seri-
ously injured. We have not been able to glean any
particulars concerning the affair or its cause.
