a we were alarmed by the cry of fire. It was soon as-
t certained that the Penitentiary buildings were in a
I blaze, and there was a general rash of our citizens to
the scene of disaster. The fire companies displayed
their usual vigilance and promptitude, and their en-I gines were soon playing with marked efficiency upon
the burning buildings. The convicts, a fraction above
three hundred and fifty, were at the time engaged in
their labors, and being outside of their cells, created
some alarm for fear they might attempt to escape in
the general confusion, but through the coolness and
self-possession of Mr. Hirinat, the Chief Warden, and
Capt. Hayder. of the guards, they were at once eon-
ducted totheir cells and safely locked up. Consider.ing the number of convicts at work in the factory at
the time, and the rapid progress of the flames through-
out that building, it is extmordinarithat the whole
of them escaped without injury. The fire took place
in what is termed the pickey, and in four minutes
time passed to the entire extremity of a building
three hundred feet in length. The rooms were filled
with the most combustible materials,such as raw cot-
ton, and manufactured cotton goods, and besides the
floor perfectly saturated with oil drippings from theSmachnery. The building was soonin ruins, andit
was with the greatest difficulty that the balance of
the State property was saved.

The loss is estimated at one hundred and twenty-
five thousand dollars. The building may be replaced
by the materiala and labor at the command of the
State, and the machinery emay be replaced with the
Ssum of sixty thousand dollars.

Before closing this notice, we must-remarlk that
Capt. Barry of theUnited States Army came prompt-
ly to the aid of the officers and citizens with the
whole of the United States force under hin cmmand.SThe militia were also called out by order of Maor
