MLANCHOLYno CnASALTIES. -Daring the heavy
blow on Saturday, a small boat, containing Lewis
Workman, John Meetze and William aodgson, who
had gone out for the purpose of fishing, was ceap-
sized outside of the Bar, and Meetze and Workman
were drowned. Hodgson succeeded in retaining
hold of the boat until he was rescued by a negro fish-
erman who was retarningtothe city. Meetze hsaleft
a wife and four children to mourn his untimely death.

A large and valuable canoe boat, the propertyof
Mr. George Gardiner, whileonton a fishing excursion,
with nine colored fishermen, was upset about one
o'clock. and six of them drowned. Theleader,Harry
Perry, and two others, were saved by clinging to the
boat, which drifted on Cole's Island Beach. The rest
of the crew held on as long as possible, but were fore-
ed to relinquish their hold from exhaustion and the
force of the waves. There were three slaves and six
freenegroes. Thenames of thethreesaved,areHarry
Perry, leader, Gharles and Cantey, all free. William,
Peter and John, also free, were drowned; Drose, the
property of lers. Rowand; Cyros, the property of N.
Fields ; Hope, the property of the Eastate of Otto-
lengui ; were also drowned.

A fishing smack was also capsized and lost, hut the
crew have arrived in safety.

A fatal and unfortunate occurrence took place in
the jail yard about two o'clock on Saturday morning,
between two guardmen. It appears that as Private
Madden was about to relieve the sentinel on duty,
Private Cummings, who had been stationed on the
inside of the yard, mistook Madden for a prisoner,
and fired on him. Cummings saysthat he hailed him
three successive times, and is corroborated by two
other pesroes, one of them the jailor's wife. Mad-
den's statement differs materially from Cunmmings's,
and charges him with bein asleep. The shet took
effect in the right side and right hand of Madden,
and no severely as to cause his death, which hap-
pened about half-past twelve o'clock on Saturday
night.-[Charleston Mercury, 2d inst. .

THE RI•ve TRAE.-Some one ortwo monthesince 1nany of our citizens as well as old steamboatmen,
predicted very high water during the sunmer season
af 1856, but from present appearances they were allwrong in their conjectures. The high water for this
reason has come and gone, and from present indica-
lions we shall have another low water season. The
Upper Missisippi has not been extraordinarily high
this summer, and now it is falling very fast, and will
without a doubt become very low,unless rain in large

ouantities should fall along its course, and of thatthere is but little hope at this season of the year.
The Illinois is falling, but continues in good boating
order from the mouth to Lasalle. The largest boat in
the trade could come out fully loaded, if freight could
be obtained,butit makes but little difference with the
Illinois river, whether it is high or low, as it has about
let down any hour, and there has been but little done
in it for a year or two past. Osage river, from all we
can learn, has dried entirely, as no boats appear to be
running in it, and the Des Moinesis in about the same
condition. Missonri river continues in a good naviga-
ble stage, but it is falling, and freights to go upare
beginning to advance a little. The June rise, how-
ever, is now here, and will arrive in course of the com-
ing month. Whether the rise will amount to anything,
remains to be seen the prevaiilng opinion, how-
ever, is that it will not. The Ohio river is falling, and
so are all its tributaries.

Tnao WATERS OF THE M vEDITERas-roY-The phe-
nomenon of so many waters constantly flowing mto
the Mediterranean sea, and yet never perceptibly
raising its level, is one of the most remarkable m na-
ture. We have recently seen the followingt explana-
tion of lis phenomenon, which, if not wholly satis-
factory,'is at least ingenious and plausible:--The
salt water, entering the sea from the Atlantic Ocean,
is subjected to a process of evaporation, which, al-
though by no means sfficient to carry off the sr-
pls quantity, is yet owerful enough to remove a
large part of its s,; er particles, leaving, by the
time the water arrives near the head of thfuea, a
brine, which being heavier than the water that is
constantly pouring in from.the ocea, siks,: beneath
it, and flows out in an under curent y the same
oute which it entered. Thanus, while there isa stron

surface current always setting. to the Eastward
through the Straits of Gihralter, there is, beneath
this surface current, near the botetom of the Straits,
an equally strong under current of very salt water,
peoring forthto mingle again with the waters of the
Atlantic. The existence of this under current was
discovered many years ago.
