THE ROEGISTItY OF VOTES.

Mr. Louis St. Martin, appointed by the Governor
Register of Votesaor the city of New Orleans, an-
nounces to the public, by adoertisement in another
column, that he has taken an office in the basement
of tsliCity Hall, and will enter upon the discharge
,of his official duties this morning. The office will
continue' open every day, except Sundays and holi-
days; and the office hours, as specirfed by the-oLw,
are from 8 o'clock, A. M., to 3 o'clock, P. TM.

The Register displays a commendable desire to
faellitalothe opegptions of the law, and earnestly in-
vites his fello-citilzens to come forward with as little
delay pai sshle anid avail themselves of its provi-
alons:'

We trust the invitation will be complied with,
beca•se if there is too much procrastination on the
part of the people, there may be such a rush towards
the close of thefall:months as will not only annoy
the Register considerably, if, indeed, it does notputit
out of his power to complete'theregistrations ildtime
for the Novemlherelection. Many, mayhp heundreds,
will view this matter of registration as of small
moment; think, as it can be be accomplished in a
few moments, there isno use of hurrying. Very well.
So it is. But, suppose sevenor eight thousand voters
come to the same conclusion, practice the same
neglect, and about the middle of October all com-
mence a reglar blockade of the Register's office !

The advertisement of Mr. St. Martin gives a very
clear synopsis of the Registry Law, according to our
recollection. We take pleasure in directing the atten-
tioi df tlhe pfiblic to it. And, we beg leave to sug-
gen'tiat if severanlthousand copies of the act were
,printedon slips and thrown into every house in the
city, a complete knowledge of its spirit and require-
ments might thereby be generally diffused.

The Register has an arduous and delicate task be-
fore him. We trust he will fulfil it faithfully and
firmly. The law under which he was appointed is
niot perfect. As first introduced it left the door wide
open to fraud-deliberate, systematic traud. It was,
however, improved by amendments in the House.
Great care should be taken to prevent the registra-

tion of indviduals on the naturalization papers of
deadien ! This infamous practice will be attempted
we are fully persuaded. The "dodge" isa common
one ; and that vile instruments are abundant-perjur-
ers lamentably plentiful-we have only to cite the
admission of a distinguished Democratic lawyer
pleading on behalf of a-Democratic plaintiff-we al-
lude to the case of Auld vs. Walton-that forty of the
witnesses on the Democratic side, had perjured
themselves! A simple reference to this horrible fact
should be sufficient to excite the suspicions of the
community, and cause the Register to exercise con-
tinued, unsleeping vigilance.

Then, again, none of the parties claiming the right
to vote under naturalization papers granted by the
present First District Court, should be registered.
Those papers are all worthless-all fraudulent. That
Court is prohibited by thelaw creating it, from issuing
certificates of naturalization. We are aware that
many good tmen have taken out papers in this court,
and that it would be a hardship to deprive them of
theright of suffrage. But law is law, and must be
obeyed, or else it becomes a dangerous mockery. Any
Recorder, Justice of the Peace, Alderman, or Con-
stable of New Orleans, has as much right to natural-
ize foreigners as the Judge of the First District
Court.

Furthermore, any and all of the naturalization pa-
pers granted by the other five District Courts of the
city, between the fourth of July and the first of No-
vember are illegal and valueless, as the law creating
thosecourts distinctly prescribes their power sand fanc.
tions within those months. These, too, should not be
registered.

There are, we believe, lour or five hundred natural-
ization papers in existence of which there is no record
among the archives of any of the courts. It would be
manifestly wrong to register persons bearing such
papers.

These are a few of the difficulties the Register will
have to encounter, and if he does so with an eye sin-
gle to the law and well-being of society, there will be
no trouble at the polls in future. Nobody objects to
legal voters voting. The perjured scoundrels who
would corrupt the purity of the elective franchise are
the ones who have created all the disturbance from
first to last.

5tMr. Buchanan Nroumllated.

As will be seen by our teleoraphic dispatches, Mr.
James Buchanan, of Pennsylvania, was, on the seven-
teenth ballot, unanimously nominated by the Cincin-
nati Convention as the Democratic candidate for the
next Presidency. This unanimity was brought about
by the withdrawal of the names of Iessrs. Douglas
and Pierce.

Mr. Pierce ran better than we expected, and Mr.
Douglas ran worse, up to the fifteenth ballot, when
Mr. P. "lot down" and was withdrawn from the
track. Whether he fainted, or his horse fell with him
as in Mexico, the telegraph leaves us in the dark.
Buchanan led the race throughout and finally dis-
tanced both his competitors.
Although we are without information in the prem-

ises, we venture the "guess" that the Louisiana
delegation voted for Mtr. Buchanan whenever it was
fdeemed necessary.

IMr. Buchanan is a strong man, but Millard Fillmore
is a stronger man, and will defeat him next No-
vember.

The official proceedings will, we opine, develope
t singular conjunctions and arrangements. The admis-

sion of the New York "Soft" delegates-alias aboli-
tionists-should startle and alarm the Southern
people.
P. S.-At a late hour the second day's balloting

was received, wherein it will be seen Mr. Brecken-
ridge (of Kentucky, we presume,) was nominated for

i Vice President.

The News fronl Nicaraguun.

Our columns are fall of interesting news this morn-
ing; although the intelligence from Nicaragua is
more absorbing to hundreds of our citizens than the
politicalnews from Cincinnati. It is more interesting
to us, at all events. As we have all along predicted,
the regenerator under Gen. Walkerhave triumphed-
not an enemy treads the soil of Nicaragua--the boast-
ing and cruel Costa Ricans have retired in disgrace-
and the star of "manifest destiny" is beaming effulg-
ently upon that gloriously endowed land known and
designated on the maps as Central America. Nothing
now can prevent the redemption and reunion of that
noble country.

The letter from our Granada correspondent, al-
though old, will be found unusually interesting. We
have a whole package of letters somewhere, which
will probably reach us in a day or two. We shall
lose no time in spreading their contents before the
public. A full and authentic history of the stirring
events that have recently transpired in Nicaragua is
contained in them.
The conclusion of our correspondent's letter is ex-

tremely significant. "Gen. Walker," says our corres-
pondent-and he is well posted-" refuses to receive
propositions of peace from Costa Rica." Well, why
should he ? Costa Rica deserves no mercy at his
hands ; and is, besides, sadly in need of the influences
which control the operations of renovation and im-
provement. Give Costa Rica a stable and intelligent
government, like that of Nicaragua--we mean the
Rivas-Walker government-and she will advance and
prosper amazingly within a few years.

As the avenues to Nicaragua are now unobstructed,
we expect to hear of a large emigration in that diree.
tion in a few weeks. That--not Kan•sas-is the
country for Southern men to go to. The wave will
soon begin to roll Northwardly, and fifteen years will
witness the realization of a great fhet, now considered
an extravagant figment of imagination.

After the announcement of the nomination of Mr,
Buchanan as the National Democratic Candidate for
the Presidency, the Convention adjourned (at twelve
o'clock,) to re-assemble at two.

June 6th, 2 o'clock, P. ill.--The Pacific Railroad
resolutions were again brought up, and carried by a
vote of 205 to 87.

A delegate from North Carolina nominated Mr.
Ledom, of Virginia. Mr. Ledom de:lined the honor.

Mir. Avery, of North Carolina, nominated Mr. Dob-
bins.

The Maine delegation nominated Rusk, of Texas,
who was withdrawn by Mr. Pollock, of that State.

First Ballot-There being no choice on the lirst
balleot, the names of Brown and Boyd were with-
drawn, and the States of Delaware, Tennessee and
other States, cast their vote for Breckenridge, amidst
much excitement. Mississippi withdrew the name of
Gen. Quitman, and voted for Breckenridge.

The votes being counted, it was announced that
Breckenridge was duly nominated as the candidate
for the Vice Presidency.

NICARAGUAN CORRESPONDENCE.

GRANADA, May 1st, 1856
Editors Crescent--On the 29th ult., I wrote

to you, just as we were on the start for Virgin Bay and
San Juan dol Sur, in pursuit of the Costa Ricans and
to clear the Transit Route of all obstructions, pro-
vided we met any. As we only "marched up the
hill" to have the pleasure of " marching down again,"
and as orders are given to close the mail to-day, I will
add a few lines more to the letter of the 29th. We
embarked in the evening of that day about four
hundred troops, alltold, Gen. Walker in command, and
yesterday morning early rounded up opposite to the
burnt wharf at Virgin., As we did so, a small party
of Americans was seen to come down to the flagstaff
opposite the Transit Company's house and hoist the
stars and stripes. At sight of this, our troops gave
three as hearty cheers as ever came froni the glad
throats of men; but at the same time there was a
shadow of disappointment visible on almost every
brow, for we had come down to suprise, and we were
to be disappointed of our game,as the signal proved.
The force was landed as soon as possible, and we
learned that the enemy had all left Virgin and Rivas
the day before for San Juan, en route for Costa Rica,
Mfor himself leading the way by a start of several
days in advance of his army, declaring he had been
deceived by the " Serviles" who had joined his army.
However, we were not sure but we might yet
get hold of some of them, and the command was
given to march to San Juan. We were soon
under way, and had gone about four miles down the
San Juan road, when Genll. Walker met a courier from
there with a letter from Hernandez, the Commander.
of the Costa Ricans, stating that he left behind him
at Rivas some two hundred sick and wounded,
recommending them to Walker's mercy, and promis-
ing to exchange prisoners with him when they were
all well. As we were also told that the entire army
was gone by water to Costa Rica, and there beino-po
necessity for marching the whole American force
there, we were countermarched to Virgin-two conm-
panies sent to occupy San Juan, oneto Rivas,and the'
balance were left at Virgin under command of Gen.
Holrnsby, to wait further orders. Gen. Walker and
his aids, and a few officers returned last night to this
place. It is but an act of justice to the Costa Ricatns
proper, to say that Mora disavowed the act of burn-
ing the wharf at Virgen and the killing of timhe Amer-
icans, saying that he would pay for all property
destroyed and ordered all prisoners to be treatedSaccording to the rules of war. The acts of barbarism

and cruelty were done by order of the Nicaragua
serviles, and several of the officers were immediately
disgraced by Morn when he came up with the main
body of his army and learned what had been done.
The transit route is again clear, and five hundred
American troops now occupy the road. As the mail
closes to-day the Nsicaraguense will not be published
until Saturday, so you will get none by this steamer.

The cholera has raged terribly among the Costa
Rica troops during the last ten days, carrying off

f nearly five hundred of them. Getn. Walker refuses
to receive propositions of peace from Costa Rico.
