WASlINGTON CORRESPONDZNCE,

[FROGI OUR SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT.]

WASHaraTrN, June 4th, 1856.
The city election for Mayor and other municipal

officers, took place here on Monday. The Democrats
elected their candidate for Mayor by the meagre
majority of 13, in a vote of nearly six thousand-and
even this was accomplished by a system of gross and
unblushing frauds. The Americans elected a majority
of the Board of Aldermen and the Common Council.

I confess that I am agreeably disappointed in the
result. I had no idea that the American ticket would
come within five hundred votes of an election. The
large number of government employees here, consist-
ing of clerks in the departments, laborers upon the
public buildings, and mechanics at the navy yard,
constituted a formidable opposition. The officers of
the government were levied on for contributions to
help theDemocratic candidate-clerks and laborers
were permitted to leave their business for the purpose
of voting and electioneering-the whole patronage of
the Federal governmentwas levelled against us. But
in the face of all these appliances, the Americans
rallied gallantly'and enthusiastically to their standard,
elected a majority of the Council, and ran the oppo-
sition candidate for Mfayor to within an ace of defeat.
Indeed, there is no doubt that the American candi-
date for that office is elected by a considerable ma-
jority of legal voters-for there were numerous in-
stances (some of which have been detected,) of double
voting, and fraudulent voting, on the part of the op-
position. One Sag-ficht voted in three wards, and
was detected in an attempt to vote in a fourth.

There is nothing doing in Congress. Only thirty-
five members made their appearance in the House
yesterday. Public attention is absorbed in the grand
national Democratie pow-wow now going on in Cin-
cinnati. At last accounts, Mr. Buchanan's chance for
the nomination was considered the best, and his
friends here are considerably elated in consequence.
But there's many a slip 'twixt cup and lip-and old
Buck may yet be dropped by the Democracy in obe-
dience to the new test that party has adopted, that
obscurity and insignificance are best qualifications
for high station.

Mr. Crampton, and one of the dismissed Consuls, I
sail to-day from Boston for Europe. Mr. Crampton's
place here is supplied for the present by iMr. Lumley,
his late Secretary of Legation. No serious cause of
dispute between this country and Great Britain will
arise out of the dismissal of the British Minister--
though it is not likely that his place will be supplied
until after the settlement of the Central American
difficulty. A British Minister has been once before
dismissed from this government--in 1808 I think-and I
it was eighteen months before another was substi- I
tuted.

The proposition of Marcy to refer the matters in
dispute between the two governments to individual
referees, instead of to disinterested governments, as
is usual, seems to meet with approval-but, more be-
cause it can do no harm, than because it is likely to
be productive of good. Presentappearances indicate
very clearly that while we are temporising with Great
Britain relative to Central America, the whole ques-
tion will receive an effectual solution at the hands of
the intrepid Walker.

In this connection, the late declaration of Lord
Clarendon in Parliament, that Costa Rica and others
of the Central American Republics had been appeal-
ing to Great Britain for assistance against Nicaragaa
ever since the first landing of Walker, possessespecu-
liar significance. His Lordshipstates that these over-
tures have been refused-but there is record evidence
that offers of arms were made by Great Britain, and
for aught we know, they were accepted. That the
sympathy of all the European powers is with the
Costa Ricans, there is no manner of doubt. In this
emergency it becomes a grave question for the decis-
ion of this Government, whether it will maintain, in-
violate, the MIonroe doctrine, or will permit it to be
subverted by the insidious approaches of others. It
would be an easy matter for Great Britain, througlh
the agency of Costa Rica, to practically annul the
Monroe doctrine. But, that she will be defeated in
the attempt, if made, is evident, if we only extend
to Walker that substantial encouragement which
he deserves. When it isrecollected that heis, in fact,
fighting for our Monroe doctrine, and that through
him alone we can expect to sustain it, the policy of
our Government toward him should be most liberal
and generous. The defeat of Walker would be the
defeat of the Monroe doctrine. If Mr. Marcy were
not so absorbed in the contemplation of the spoils,
this truth wouldbe apparent to him. But he has re-
cently given some signs of awaking from his lethargic
sleep-and the hope may therefore yet be indulged
that he will inaugurate a vigorous and decisive foreign
policy in respect of our Central Americar relations.

NICARAGUAN CORRESPONDENCE.

Se~ovIA, April 1t, 1856.
Editors Crescent: Leaving Chontales three days

ago, I crossed the high Mico rangi ten leagues north-
west of Libertad, and gradually descended to the plain
of the upperEscondido,as itiscalled. Ifinallybrought
up at this old town, called Matagalpa, and propose to
give you a letter from another gold and silver region,
far richer in "washings," though not more beautiful
nor grand in scenery than the one Ihave left, and from
whence I wrote you a few hasty lines some two weeks
ago. But little of the distance between Chontales
and Segovia is destitute of the presence of gold, and
in fact, I have found it almost everywhere, on the hill-
sides, in the streams among the roots of grads, in the
rotten debris of granite ledges, on the open plain, and
in the sand. The land, tob, (I mean the soil,) is
everywhere rich, capable of the highest cultivation,
andfruitful of every production. On the high plains
above, and even immediately around MIatagalpa,
wheat is grown to a considerable extent; and where-
ever it is cultivated, it flourishes in great vigor, al-
though the production per acre does not average much
above the product in Illinois and our rich Western
lands. It may seem rather an unnatural brood for
one and the same plantation, (I like that word best-
don't you ?) or hacienda to produce, hut I have seen
coffee, tobacco, cocoa, corn, wheat, sweet potatoes,
oats,beans, peas, limes, oranges, bananas, plantains
and arrow root, all flourishing vigorously on the same
farm, and as if indigenous to the soil.
Don't pshaw at that, for it is so, I did not believe

it till I saw with my own eyes, and now I know it to
be true. A Pennsylvanian, named Gordon, who has
been in this country six yeas, and has one of the
finest haciendas in the world, has tried, as he saysto
see how many of the productions of this climate
could be grown on one section of good land, and has
thus proven that all can be made to flourish in the
same field, and all with the same vigor. It only needs
a little care and attention to have every comfort which
nature can provide to enable one to dwell here in a
perfect paradise. On your uplands every kind of
vegetable and cereal production of the earth leap into
vigorous life to bless the hand that sows the seed,
whilst in the streams gold glitters in all its purity to
repay the industry of him who gathers it up. The
gold ore of the quartz, as well as that of the wash-
ings, is of the same character in this region as in
that of Choitales; but both are in greater abundance,
and capital and labor are better paid in producing it.
The surface of the country is much more broken,
rocky and abrupt here than in Chontales,and far more
of the land must remain at waste; but even upon the
steep hill-sides and along the rugged cliffs, the vine can
be profitably cultivated,and the ftesh strong winds that
fan these high regions must be extremely favorable to
their healthiness and freedom fromthose diseases that
often destroy them in Spain and France. The old
quartz mills that have been so long in operation in
this region, are just now mostly idle on account of
the late disturbances with the Indians that inhabit the
mountains east and north of this, but as they have
withdrawn and are again quiet, the proprietors and
laborers are preparig to return and recommence
operations.

An American party has recently purchased a quartz
mine near this place and are bringing out a regular
crushingmill from the States. I happen to know
that said mill has already reached Granada and is
probably awaiting transportation to this place.

The forests that cover the mountains are of the
same character of woods that grow in all Central
America-cedar, gum, dyewood-indeed, the whole
catalogue of usefil, ornamental and precious woods
flourish in this climate.

What a land of waste lies here, and how criminally
neglectful of the innumerable blessings that surround
them are these idle, thriftless, semi-civilized people ?
No winter ever blasts the productions of toil and care,
or chills the blood of man or beast; and even the heat
of summer is tempered to a most healthful degree by
the ever-refreshing breeze. Aod can it be that Al-
mighty wisdom has fashioned such a land as this,and
bestowed upon it so many advantages, only to rust
out and waste forever in idleness ? Or rather, was it
not given to man for his benefit, his home and dwell-
ing? It must be so; and the time cannot be distant,
when another and a better-yes, I say, a better-race
will people these hills and valleys, and cover them
with fruitful fields and blooming gardens, and dot
them over with nestling towns and cities. Millions of
happy, civilized people might dwell here, where only
a few thousand half-savage, ragged, idle and ignorant
beings hardly stay.

The echoes of revolutions and wars still sound among
these mountains, and it seems music to the ears of a
race that has so often mingled in and been affected by
them; and yet they have learned nothing from the
many great lessons which their civil discords and com-
motions should teach, but which a stranger can read
on every wall and tower. The " disnnionists -of tihe
States should all, every one of them, not excepting
Horace Greeley, visit Central America, if they would
learn the practical effects upon the country which
their mad schemes would entail upon a continent, if
carried out successfully.
I have not yet been able to visit the mines, as I wish

to and must leave for Granada to-morrow, as it is not
yet considered safe for an American to travel through
the mining district, and my time is limited ; but I have
seen enough here to induce me to revisit Segovia
when peace shall once more smile over the land. But
e can conscientiously invite emigrants who are desir-
ous of seeking for homes in Nicaragua, to settle here ;
and if there was one unfavorable circumstance against
the country, I would speak of it.

We have found here, as in Chontales, many pre-
t ious stones ; and when the geologist shall explore
I these regions with a scientific and a practical eye, hbe

will develope a rich multitude of productions that can
be found nowhere else on earth.

d And here let me stop to say that a courier luas just
come in from Honduras, and reports that President
t, Santos Guardiola had recalled the few troops that he

I had previously ordered down to the frontiers to co-
of operate with San Salvador against Nicaragua, and

el that he had also ordered all the servile refugees and
.e conspirators from Nicaragua away from the lines into
'e the interior towns, there to remain under strict sur-

i veillance. This, doubtless, is true ; and if true, the
great " northern league" against Walker is brokeni;

' and within a few days past, I have heard these natives
d talk significantly about a democratic revolution inn Costa Iica. Why not ? These fellows always get

a news months in advance of us white folks. Itis curi-
ous how they get their information, and as their pre-

d dictions have always come true about this war, I be-
gin to thilnk that it may, indeed, be the fiact that a
revolution it brewing in that State.

To-morrow, I am off foer Granada, from whence you
Sshall Iear from me, V•anderbilt to the contrary not.

Snwithstanding. I made my supper this evening upon
green corn, boiled in the husk atnd brought on tirhe
Sback ofa "muchaeho" five miles to market. We rod
Ssomae fine sugar-cane, also, by way of desert, wnith
oranges fr&esly plucked from a tree in front of our
host's door. You can boast of your ice, juleps, etc.
Sbutyon can't beat the variety upon our table this after-
