From Havanao.

The U. S. mail steamship Philadelphia, John IMc-
Gowan, commander, sailed from lNewYorkat 2 P. 31.
of 2d instant, and Havana at 4 P. 31., of the 9th, for
this port. She landed $3000 in silver at IHavana, and
brought a moderate cargo for New Orleans.

The U. S. steamer Merrimac, commander •Prender-
gast, sailed from Havana for Key West, on Sunday
morning, 8th instant.

At 1'P. f. of the 9th instant, the city nd harbor
of Havana were visited with a heavy hail storm, with
wind, thunder and lightning, daring which the ship
Champion, Capt. Mason, dragged her anchqrs, cap-
sized and sunk. The Captain of Port, with sailors
from the Spanish men-of-war, were busily engaged in
raising her when the Philadelphia sailed. Much
other damage was done to the'shipping in the harbor.

A dispatch dated Washinuton, June 5th, states:
The Postmaster-General has, to-day, instructed the
Postmaster atNew York, that whenever any letter is
deposited unpaid, he must send a circular notice to
the party addressed, that the said letter is detained
for want of pre-payment, and that it willbe forwarded
on the receipt, in stamps, of the amount due. This
plan prevents the accumulationof unpaid letters,and,
if successful, it will be extended toother cities.

The Hon. James Dixon has been elected United
States Ssnator from Connecticut in place of Toucey,
the present incumbent. The Hon. Chas. J. SteCardy
was elected Judge of the Supreme Court of that
State.

Fitzgeral Tasistro, an $1,800 Clerk in the State
Department,has been romoved for writing an abusive
letter to the Baltimore Republican about foreign Min-
isters and sending copies under the Department seal
to Ministeo.

We learn from a dispatch, dated Rochester, N. V.,F
June 6th, that a terrible accident occurred that morn-
ing, on the Central Railroad, near Loekport, in conse- 1
qunce of the Express trains coming in collision.
One fireman and one engineer, and a lady passenger
named Stephens, were intantly killed. -Fifteen or
twenty passengers were also badly injured.

PoLreTIcL.-The Whigs ofa Beaufort, N. C., have
endorsed the nomination of Fillmore and Donelson-
the first, because they know him tobe a true states-
man, without sectional feelings and without false
promises, and one, if elected, they believe will stand
by the Constitution and the Union-and the second
as "a conservative Democrat, whose early political
education has imbued him with a love of the Union;
and hostility to fanaticism, nnllification and secession.

Among the distinguished passengers who left Bos-
ton in the steamship Canada, was the Hon. John F,
Crampton, late British Minister at Washington, and
Fred. S. Cozzens, Esq., editor of the Wine Press, and
author of the Sparrowgrass Papers, who visits Europe
to regain his health.

A dispatch from Washington, states that Senator
Trumbull with a view of restoration of peace in Kan-
sas, has prepared a bill which he will soon lntroduce,
proposing the annexation of that Territory to Ne-
braska, the terms of all the offices, and all the laws,
and supposed laws therein, to cease.

Eleven hundred emigrants arrived at New York,
from Europe, on the 5th and 6th insts., and were for-.
warded directly from Castle Garden to their several
destinations in the West.

A fulh Sress-A Rich Scene.

We are indebted to the facile pen of a distinguished
legal friend, one who has a keen appreciation of the
ludicrous, for the following racy account of a rich
scene that occurred at the recent term of the Issa-
quena Circuit Court. It is onlynecessarytoadd that
'' Tennessee": passed through this city some days
since on his way to the Capitol of the State, where
he has ahlready entered upon the discharge of his
duties in one of the public institutions:

At the last lMay term of the Circuit Court of Issa-
quena county, the trial of the noted raftsman and
sweamper, heretofore flonrishing under the statesman-
like soubriquet of "Tennessee," for shooting, with
intent to kill, a certain Englishman, was had. Its
developments, particularly after the prisoner was
found guilty, and his Honor Judge Yerger asked
"Tennessee" what he had tosay why the sentence
of the law should not be passed on him, were rich
and racy to an unusual degree. This colloquy en-
sued
Judge Yerger--Prisonerat tile bar, standup. You

have been tried by a jury of your own selection, and
found guilty of a high crime that must send you to
the penitentiary. What trve you to say why the
sentence of the law should not Ibe passed?

Prisosner-I admit, Judge, that 1 shot the man, but
he lies when he says I was laying behind a log when
I done it. I was squatted down behind some high
grnas, and shot at the bulge of him w th my rife.
Yon see, Judge, he had no coat or :spendels on, and
his shirt stuck out 'bose his britches. I made the
worst shot I ever made in my life. I am one of the
best rifle shots in the swamp; never miss a bar, hog,
turkey, or deer. I was very much sheered whenl I
lniot and trimled a good deld, or I would have kilt
him; and I shot at the bulk of hint. I did it in self-
defence, and alwvays said so. lie called my wife had
names, shot a pet pig we had that my wife loved
very much, and threatened to kill me. I'm a natu-
ralized native-born native American, and he's an
Englishman, and I had a right to shoot him: he can't
vote; and I shot himns in self-defence. Ift you'll just
let me off this time, Judge, I'll tlkea Bible oath right
here never to shoot any body in this State. I never
did shoot any body in this State before, and never
will again. Just let me off this time, and I twill go
home and see svy dear wife.

Judge Yerbge'-You made a most fortunate shot
in not killing thIe man.

Temnessre--.Judge, I was badly skeered. I could
have killed a squirrel every shot. Inm the beet rifle
shot in the swamp, but you see I shot at the bulge
of hinm. Just let me off this time, and I'l take a Bible
oath snever to do so again.
Judge-You were fortunate in not killing your in-

tended victim. Had you done so, yon would have
been guilty of murder. Such depravity as the evi-
dence shows on your part, is rarely witnessed in a
court of jrntice, and imnpreitively demnands that you
slul trohave the heavy hand of thIe law placed on you,
as a punislhment for the high crime you have been
guilty of, and as an admonition and warning to others.
In this manner the laws are vindicated, atnd public
justice established and venerated. The sentence of
the court is, that you be imprisoned in the peniten-
tiary of this State for the full end and term of ten
yearsn from this day.

Prienoner-loerd a' mighty ! Judge! can'tyou let it
down a little. I have sutfered mightily in jail; just
let it down o little, and I'll never shoot any body
again; I:ll take a Bible oath I won't.

Judge-Sheriff, remand the prisoner to jail, to await
the demand of the keeper of the penitentiary.

Great Brltaln.
The Bank of England, on the 22d, reduced the rate

of discount for bills of more than sixty days, from
seven to six per cent-short bills remaining at six
per cent.

An interesting debate in the House of Lords had
taken place on maritime law.

Lord Colehester moved that Parltament disap-
proves of the conduct of the Plenipotentiaries of the
Congreesheld at Paris, for having abandoned, with-
out the knowledge or sanction of Parliament, the
principle inherent in all belligerent powers, of cap-
turing enemies' goalods on board neutral shipe.

Lord Clarendon made an' ables epeeh fn reply,
having reference chiefly to the position of the
Unied States. He quoted Hr. Marcy's letter on
the subject, calling it moderate and dianied. He
defended the course of the British Plenpolentiaries
in giving up a principle which it was impossible to
maintaino.

Lord Derby; in a strong speech, denounced the
abandonment of this ancient privilege as not only
humiliating and as derogatory, but dangerous to the
interests of England. It was favorable to Prnce
who proposed it, and fatal to Great Britain that as-
eented to it. After farther debate, the motion was
lost, a majority of ii being against it.

Lord Russell gave notice, that on Monday he should
tsk Lord Palmeeton a qunetion with a view of as-

certaining whether It was the idtention of the Gov-
ernment to interfere in the war between CostaRica
aond Nicaragua. The Danish Sound Dues are stll un-
settled between Great Britain and Denmark. The
Gazette contains a Board of Trade notice, stating
that the Danish Consuls in Russian ports have been
instructed to afford the necessary commercial facrli-
ties to British subjects until British Consuls can be
sant to Russia; also, announcing that Carthagena
will he deemed a free port from the first of Septem-
ber next.

The British press, especially the Times, continues
to keep alive the excitement on the Italian question.
Lord Lyndhurst has withdrawn his motion in the
House of Lords, lest it might prejudice negotiations
pending in Italian Courts. .

The London Times thinks the affairs of Central
America will compel acombination of Great Britain
and the United States for their adjustment. It also
says that Mr. Buchanan's statement "that there is
nothing to arbitrate" is untenable and'suggests the
Emperor of Russia as arbitrator for the UnitedStates. *

The trial of Palmer for poisoning ai sporting
Ifriend, Cook, continues. The defence s closed. The
case turns mainly on the medical testimony, whether
or not the symptoms of death accord with the symp-
toms of poison by strychnine. The most eminent
physicians of Great Britain. have given'evideace
which seems equally balanced for and against the
prisoner. The case :excites extraordinary interest.
The testimony is valuable, as making public that vege-I table poisons are readily detected long after death.

SFance.
Baron Hubner has presented his credentials an

Minister from Austria. No resident Minister has yet
been appointed from Russia-Count Orloff,. at present
performing the duties. The Princes Maximilian ol
Austria and Oscar of Sweden have attended a review
and the balls given in their honor by the Emperor.
The baptism of the Prince Inmperial will take place
about the middle of June; the Legislative Session
will be extended to witness the event.

A postal Conventionlas been signed between Prus-
siaand the United States. Herr Von Roschon has
been sentenced to five years' imprisonmeut in the
fortress, for his recent duel with the uniater of Po-
lice.

Den nark.
The protocol of the Danish proposition, to wldhich

Russia, Sweden, and the Duchy of Oldenburg have
given their adhesion, is published, bearing date Co-
penhagen, Mae 9th. It is a lengthy document, its
substance being that Denmark will renounce the
Sound and Belt Dues for thirty-five millions rix dol-
lars. All maritime powers must give assent, and
Denmark is to reserve the right to treat separately
with the Powers not represented in the present nego-
tiations. The compensation named covers dues both
on shipping and cargo. Denmark demands security
for the money, and apportions the same as follows,
in round numbers:. Denmark herself to pay
1,250,000 rix dollars; Great Britain, 10,000,000;
Austria, 29,000; Belgium, 300,000; Spain, 1,000,000;
France, 1,250,000; Norway, 667.000 ; Oldenburgh,
28,000; Netherlands, 1,500,000; Prussia, 4,500,000 ;
Russia, 9,750,000; Sweden, 1,500,000-total, 31,500,-
000 ; leaving a balance of 3,300,000 rix dollars, due
by Powers not above named. Further, as there ex-
ists at present difference between Denmark and Great
Britain that may delay a settlement, Russia agrees to
keelp open her otoer on condition of the ether Powers
doing the same. The documentissigned by Bluhme,
Tengoborski and Lagerheim.

Rlmssin.
Navigation was opened at St. Petersburgh, May

18th. Commercial advices, as yet, do not describe
any material variation in the course of trade. The
rate of Exchange at St. Petersburgh wassteady. The
prolhibition of exports of gold continued, but was ex-
pected soon to be removed..

The Empress Dowager of Russia had arrived, on a
visit to her brother, the King of Persia. The Czar
has gone to Warsaw. The first English steamer
bound to Cronstadt, called the Tyne, has been lost,
with all her cargo, off the Island of Osell, in the Gulf
of Firland.

The East.
The evacuation of the Crimea, by the French, pro-

ceeds rapidly. Letters to May 10th state that the
Russians had hung severml Tartars for assisting the
Allies. Some had also been sent into exile, and oth-
ers condemned to work on the roads for lif. The
scurvy had appeared in the English regihents. A
banqnet had been given to Sir Colin Camphell. Peace
has been proclaimed at Tiflis.

The capture of the Circassian village of Sanech,
and six thousand cattle, by the Russians is confirmed.

There is a flourishing crop of olives, and currants
promise well.

The Late Sir Wm. Hamllton, Bart.

Sir William Hamilton, the Scotch philesopher died
on the 6th instant, at his residence in Great King
street, Edinburgh, Scotland, after ten days' illness
By the death of this illustrious man the University of
Edinbargh has lost its most distinguished ornament,
and the world its greatest philosopher. In no -other
man have been found the several intellectuat qealities
in anying like the same balanced proportion which
constituted Sir William Hamilton at once .the most
subtle and profound of philospers, one of the ripest
of scholars, and one of the most learned men in the
world of letters. Notwithstanding the stupendous
amplitude of Sir William Hamilton s learning, it is,
after all, to his powerful and subtle genius that must
be ascribed the peculiar value of his contributions to
philosophy and general scientific thought.

It is almost impossible to overrate the importance
of these contributions ; and besides the value of his
positive contributions to philosophy, and more espe
cially to logic, it is hard, in oar judgment, to over-es-
timate the value of the new vista in the province of
speculation which he opened up by his analysis of the
notions of the absolute, the intlsito, and the uncon-
ditioned, leading s it does to a more comprehensive,
and at the same time more accamurate, apprehension of
the true limits of.the knowable. As a critie of sys-
tems, s a master of the older schools and of the eias-
sic sources of speculation, and as a tactician is phil-
osophical polemics, Sir William has no compeer. He
stands on the fields of controversy with none to match
hins in the great olympics of thought. As the inven-
tor sad framer of logic, in its true sense, he stands
next to Aristotle himself; and as the philosopher of
logic, elevating it to the digity of the science of the
laws of thoughtas thought, he must he placed far
above Aristotle and the logicians of all ages.

Sir William's contributions to logic, everi if his ac-
ademical lectures have not been prepared for publica-
tion; must, sooner or later, degrade to their proper
level auch corruptions of logic as the ponderous and
maddy treatise of J. S. Mill, and banish from the
schools such shallow treatises as Whatley, and the
still shallower treatises to be found on the catalogues
of our colleges. As. a psychologist and metaphy-
aician, both in grasp and subtlety, he Iaus no superior
in the great historical assembly of philosophers.
Aristotle, Bacon and Hamilton are now, in ourjudg-
meet, the three greatest names in the history of
philosophy.

This illustrious man was born at Glasgow, Scotland,
in the year 178l. From the university of that city
he passed to BElliol College, Oxford. In this ancient
seat of learning he distinguisheod himself far ahove
all the students of his time. The vast compass and
depth of his attainments in philosoplhy and classic
lore, his consummnate mastery especially of the Aris-
totelic treatises and commentaries, and his immense
general infornation, are amongst the traditional
boasts of Ouftrd. When he passed for his degree,
which he took with firest class honors, the examiners
declinedto easmine him as one whose attainments
and consummate mastery in the prescribed stediea
wore s superior to their own. Ia 1813 Sir Wiliam
was called to the Scotch bar; but his practice was
never extensive, as he preferred the serene heights of
speculation to the dusty basiness of the forum.

In 1820 he coepeted with Johb Wilson for the
chair of moral philoa-,phby in the University of Edin-
burgh, hut failed of election. The next year he was
appointed professor of universalhistory in the univer-
sity, and delivered at intervals a cosrse of lectures,
said to have been mrbked by all the characteristics of
his transcendent acromplisbrents. In 1l36 he was
appointed to the chair of logic and metaphysics.
which he eccupied until his death. Sir William was
a lecturer of great power. With a commanding per-
sen and a head and face of the finest mould, a voice
af compass and sweetness, every sentence faull of
thought, the style a model of clearness and encise-
eess, the stern logic occasionally relieved by gracefutl
illustrations, he soon raised the University of iEdin-
burgh a aseat of philosophy to the proudestrank in
Europe. He is dead, but his theughts wilt influence
the minds of men forever.
