Our Union falls! Who bears the blame?

Antecedents of Buchanan.

A scathing review of the political career of the
Hon. James Buchanan appears in the Pennsylvania
Advocate and Press, from which wemake the following
extracts :

Mr. Buchanan entered political life in 1813 as a rank
Federalist, and by the Federal party was elected to
the Legislature of the State.

In 1820 he was the Federal candidate for Congress,
and was elected over the Democratic candidate by
976 majority.

In 1822, 182 and 1826, he was again returned, bt
his fidelity to the Federl party being doubted, hehad
to declare that "if he had a drop of Democratic
blood in his veins he would open them and let it out."

Two years after this, he changed his coat and
became a fall blooded Democrat, and ran for Congress
as the Democratic candidate, and was elected by
virtue of Gen. Jackson's popularity. He was afraid
to ran a second term.

In 1843, in the "U. S. Senate, he made a speech ad-
vocating the principle that Ten Cents was a sufficient
compensation for a day's labor. Hence he is called
"Ten Cent Jimmy."

In 18t5, he became Secretary of State nnder Polk's
administration, and consented to rgie away about half
of the Territory of Oregon to the British Government,
after he had proven that they had not a spark of title
toit.

His tergiversation on the slavery question is thus
set forth :

In 1819, at ameeting in Lancaster, he reported reso-
utions favoring resistance to the extension of slavery,and the admission of the State of MIissoanri as a slave
State.

In 1847 he wrote to the Democracy of Berks county,
saying that the Missouri Compromise had given peace
to the country, and that instead of repealing it, he
was in favor of its extension and maintenance.

In 1852 he wrote to Mr. Lenke, of Virginia, con-
cerning Fillmore's Compromise measnres of 1850,
which had been passed by Congress, and said "that
the volcano has been extinguished, and the man who
would apply the Bfirebrand to the combastible mate-
rials still remining will rodce an ertion that will
overwhelm the Constitution and the Union."

On the 28th of December, 1855, about five months
ago, Mr. Buchanan, in a letter to John SlideU, of
Louisiana, ;says : "The Missouri Compromise is
gone, and'gone forever. It has departed. The time
for it has passed away, and the best, nay, the only.
mode now left of putting down the fanatical and
recklees spirit of the North is to adhere to the exist-
ing settlement without the slightest thooght or ap-
pearance of wavering, and without regarding any
storne which may he raised against it."

Last night we had a glorious shower and some
thunderthat wo thunder.

A NOW LIFE Bo Ar.-There was exhibited at the
Merchants' Exchange yesterday, a model of a life
boat, invented by Mr. W. La Baw, of Jersey City.
Its construction is quite peculiar, and if experiments
shall demonstrate its practicability, its value will be
readily admitted. The boat is suspended by pivots
at stem and stern, inside a casing of corrugated iron,
which includes a large number of sepurate air cham-
bers. If this casing is struck by a wave and turned
over, the boat does not go with it, but through the
action of the pivots, remains in its proper position.
From the interior of the boat to the outside of the
casing, arms are extended, to which fan-like oars are
attached, by means of which the boat may be pro-
pelled through the water-the fans closing when
moved with the boat, and spreading when operating
as oars. Appliances for steering are also provided.
The operations of the model seemed to demonstrate
that person a in a boat of this description would be
exempt from the oft-times fatal inroads of the sea
upon them, and by means of a slide in the casing
could in a good degree protect themselves from tihe
spray and the cold, or the hot sun. The model is
well worth an examination.

Indeed, so strong is the feel-
ing, that little doubt is felt of his election by an over-
whehlming majority, and an enthusiasm as vivid as
that which attended O'Connell's triumph in the im-
mortalizedcounty by which emancipation was carried
against the victor of Waterloo, and the formidable
factions he then led and ruled.

The steamer belonging to the Montreal Grand
Trunk Railway Company, exploded her boiler near
Longnel,onthe 9th inst. The mail conductor was
killed, and, it is feared, a great number of persons
were lost overboard.

The Brig Brannan was seized at New York, on
Monday, the 9th inst., on suspicion of having been
engaged in the slave trade.

It is stated that coffee can be successfully cultivated
in the south part of California, and that it will
eventually become an article of export from that
State.

FROM THE PLAINS.- St. Louis, Monday, June 9.-
The steamer Genoa, from Fort Pierre, 29th ult., ar-
rived here yesterday. General Harney completed a
treaty with the Sioux Indians on the 23d. The
Indians have suffered severely from hunger during
the winter. A company ofvoyageurs fromthe mouth
of the Yellow Stone River, April 15, report an unusual
quantity of snow on the mountains. The Genoa brings
11,000 robes and furs. She met, on the 30thult., the
United States steamer William Baird, bound for Fort
Pierre.

WHERE THE GOLD HAS GONE To.-During the last
four months the sum of $10,000,000 in gold and silver
has been shipped from England to the East.

THnE STREETS OF LoanoN.-The length of all the
different streets in London is 1,750 miles, the paving
of them cost 44,000,000, and the yearly cost of keep-
ing the pavement in repair is 1,800,000.

A MAsmoTn Roon.-The largest reading room in
the-world is now nearly completed in the British MIu-
seum. It is circular, 140 feet in diameter, and 140
feet in height. The tables will accommodate 400 rea-
ders. The wrought iron book cases will contain 102,-
000,000 volumes. The cost of the room will be about
$300,000.
