The steamship Perseverance, Capt. H. Sheppard,
arrived yesterday morning from Indianola and Gal- c
veston, whence she sailed on the 15th inst.

We extract from our Texas flies the fo!'owing e
items. t

There has been considerable excitement in Galves-
ton on the Nicaragua question, and collections had a
been made of money, and arms enough was raised to e
arm and equip eleven able bodied and resolute men
who had volunteered togo. Theyleftonthe 13thhinst.,
on the Chas. Morgan.

The Huntsville Item states that Gen. Houston has
recovered from his late attack of catarrah, and was
able to stir about and see his friends. He intended
returning to Washington at an early date.

We learn from the Nacogdoches Chronicle that
Gen. Busk was still at home. He' had been very ill t
since his return, which. conlled with the sad bereave-
ment he has experienced, will prevent his returning
to Washington soon. m

A letter dated Laredo, May 28, gives an account of 5
the pursuit and punishment of a small party of In-
dian maranders, by six citizens of Laredo, Mexicans
by birth ; they came up with the Indians, who num-
bered fifteen, near Roma on the 24th. Six Indians
were killed and three made prisonera; all the sitol
property was recovered. The pursuers had onile f
their number killed.

In relation to the military posts and troops
in Texas, the Galveston Civilian has the follow-
ing:

It appears by a late npte of the Adjutant General
that the following militarypostsin the State of Texas
are occupied at thepresenttime, to-wit : Fort Brown,
RinggeldBarracks, Fort MlcIntosh, Fort Duncan, Fort
Lancaster, Fort Davis, Camp near Fort Mason, Fort
McKavitt, Fort Chadbura, East Belknap, Camp on
Camanche Reservation, Fort Bliss.

Tihe following troops are now serving within the
limits of the State, and for the most part in the field,
2d Regiment of Cavalry, Regiment or Mounted Ritle-
men, two companies of Cavalry, four companies 4th
Artillery, Ist Regiment of Infantry, 5th Regiment of
Infantry, two companies 7th Infantry, nine compa-
nies 8th Infantry.

This force numbers about 4,200 officers and men,and comprise more than a fourth of the effective force
of the whole army.

We learn from the Goliad Express,that the grass-
hoppers or locusts, which have scourged the Northern
part of Texas during the present spring, have made
their appearance inthat vicinity. They confine their
depredations, however, to grass and leaves of fruit
trees.

The, Columbia Democrat says :
An insect about three fourths of an inch in length;

and commonly called the Spanish fly, has recently
made its appearance on some of the plantations in
this county, and is committing great depredations
open vegetation.

SIn relation to the crops, the Washington American.
says:

Notwithstanding the dry weather, the accountswe get of the cotton crop bespeak an average yield.
In this immediate section, the crop is more promising
than in other parts of the surrounding country.

The corn is in a very precarious state, and unless
we have rain at an early date, a large portion of it
will prove almost an entire failure.

Captain J. H. Williams, the well known Comman-
der of the New York and London packet ship
American Congress, died at sea, after a brief illness,
on the 24th May. His remains were brought to New
York.

FROM . -AYAL.-The Bark Azor, Captain Burke,
arrived at Boston on the 10th inst.,from Fayal, which
port she left on the 13th May. There was only one
American vessel in -port at the time she left Fayal,
and that was the ship Adrian, Hunter, from Balti-
more for Belfast, which had previously put into that
port leaky. We were in hopes of hearing from that
vicinity ere this some tidings of the long looked for
ships Ocean Queen, Captain Smith, and Driver, Capt
Holberton; the former left London, on the 12th of
February, and the latter on the 13th of the same
month from Liverpool, both for New York. There
were a large number of steerage passengers on board
of each of these vessels.

The steamship Africa sailed from New York for
Liverpool, at noon on the 11th, with 194 passengers
and $984,000 in specie.

The Kansas aid committee of Boston had collected,
up to tie 11th instant, $10,000. The Worcester com-
mittee, $5,000.

The HIon. Luther SI. Kennett has bean re-nomina-
ted by acclimation as candidate for Representative to
Congress from the First Congressional district of Sis-
souri-the St. Louis district.

It is said that the hew opera house in Philadel-
phia, commenced under the auspices of the Academy
of Mtusic, is likely to fail for want of funds, $164,000
having been already expended.

The voluntary contributions of the people of the
United States to religious and benevolent institutions
are among the most gratifying evidences of modern
enlightenment. The receipts of nineteen of the
great Christian organizations for the year ending in
April last, were $1,849,823 48, being an increase of
$207,948 87 upon the receipts of the previous year.

The furniture, wines, horses and carriages of the
Hon. IMr. Cranmpton, late British Minister to the Uni-
ted States, were sold at auction in Washington on
the 10th inst. IMr. Sartiges, theFrench Minister, has
leased Carolina Place, Mr. Crampton's late residence.

Judge MlcLean was born in Morris county, New
Jersey, in 1785. He is, therefore, seventy-one years
of age.

The steamboat City of Newark was burned in
the harbor of New York on the 10th inst. There
were a great many passengers on board, and it was
feared that two or three were drowned.

The trial of the case of the claimants of the
brig General Armstrong was commenced before
the Court of Cnaims at Washington, on the 10th inst,
Samuel C. Reid, Esq., presented the testimony with
an opening statement.

An amusing story is going the round of society in
Dcblin. A certain Dean who is desirous of standing
well with the Castle, and who has frequent interviews
with the Lord Lieutenant, gave his Excellency a letter
to read, which lie had just received from a gentleman
in the Crimea, formerly his Excellency's private Sec-
retary. his Exrcellencyv read with much satisfaction
till he came to a postscl:ipt, which it seems, had escaped
the l0ev. Dean's notice, and then his face darkened,
and he asked the Dean whether lie had read the whole
letter. " 1Yes," replied his reverence ; "very amusing,
isn't it ?" His Excellency returned the letter, and the
confounded Decal then read, " Can it le true that that
old ass, Carlisle,is going to nnmarry Rose- ?" naming
a young lady, one of the belles of Dublin." Whether
his hxcellency, in anger, or the Dean, in distress, dis-
closed tihe story, is not known. We can only say that
the tale is generally credited, and excites unbounded
merriment in the gay circles of the Irish capital.

Hence I have taken no active part mn politics
but I have by no means been an indifferent spectator
of passing events, nor have I hesitated to- expleso
my opinion on oll political subjects when naked, nor t
to gve my vote and private influencefor those men
and measures Imthought best calculated into promote
itheprosperity and glory of our common country.
Beyond this 1 deemed it improper forme to interfere.
But this unsolicited and unexpected nomination has
imposed upon me a ner duty, from which I cannot
shrink ; and, therefore, approving as I do of the gen-eral objects of the party which has honored me with
its confidence, I cheerfully accept its nomination,
without waiting to inguire of its prospects of success
or defeat. It is sufficent for me to know that by so
doing I yield to the wishes of a large portion of my
fellow-citizens in every part of the Umnel, who, like
myself, are sincerely andions to seethe administration
of our Government restored to that original simplici-
ty and purity which mroked the fi-st years of its ex-
istence, and, if powsible, to quiet that alarming eec-.
tional auittion, whrch, while it delihts tie monarch-
ists of ekrope, causes every true friend of our own
couhntr to mourn.

Having the experience of past service in the ad-
ministration of the Government, I may be permitted
to refer to that as the exponent of the'future, and to
say, should the choice of the Convention be .sanc-
tioned by the people, I shall, with the same ecrnpu:
tous regard for the rights of every section of the
Union whicl then influenced my conduot, endeavor,
to perform every duty confided by the Coastitutioi
and laws to the Executive.

As the proceedings of this Convention have marked
a new er in the history of the country, ty bringing
a new political ,organization into the anpproaching
Presidential canvass, I take the occasioni to reo-affir
my foll contid@ce i:' the patrioticd oep•men hof-thni
S-o~d thzation, Cwhich I regard ast oegifu our e ha

t public necessity, forced upon the country, to a largeSextent, by ulortunate sectional divisiion, 'and Le
tendency of these divisions towards disunion, Ite alone, in my opinion, of all the political agencies now
e existing, is possessed of the power to silence this vio-
lent and diast4rous agitation, and to restore harmony
by its own example of moderation and forbearance.
It has a claim, therefore, in my judgment, upon every
earnest friend of integrity in the Union.

So estimatingthis party, both in iti present positionieand future destiny, I freely adopt its great leading
principles as announced in the recent declaration of
the National Council at Philadelphia, a copy of which
you were so kind as to enclose me, holding them to
be just and liberal to every true interest of the coun-
try, and wisely adapted to the estallishment and sup-
port of an enlightened, safe and effective American
policy, in full accord with the ideas and the hopes of
the fathers of our Republic.

I expect slortly to sail for America, and awith the
blessings of Divine Providencer hope soon to tread
my native soil. My opportunity of comparing my
own country and the condition of its peolde with
those of Europe, has only serred to increase my ad-
mimration and love for our own blessed laod of liberty,y and I shall return to it without a desire ever to cross

0 the Atlantic again.
I beg of you, gentlemen, to accept my thanks for

The frigate Potomac, Commander Powell, on her

arrivt, wasaachored in the channel some distance
from the town, but on the 3d she dropped doan to
the usual anchorage, finding twenty-eight feet of wa-
ter, and more, the entire diatance.. She draws hbut
twenty-two feet. The bar-so-ealled-at the mouth
of the harbor, isover four miles in width, and has an
av-sage depth of thirty feet at low water; with the
exception of a few coral heads, there are no bstrae-
tions to the entrance of a line-of-battle ship. These
heads should be buoyed to make the harbor safe,
when the heaviest ships could beat up to the anchor-
age without a pilot.

The sloop-of-war Cyane, Commander Robb, got
under weigh the morning of the 1st, and sailed forthe
west coast of Cuba, to ascertain the latitude and lon-
gitude of a dangerous shoal, said to exist off that
Island, in the lirect tract of vessels doubling Cape
Antonio. The Cyane is also ordered to touch at's
pinwall and San Juan. She will return to Key West
early in July.

The U. S. steamer Dispatch, Lieut. Cossan, arrived
the 4th inst., from Pensacola. She touched for coals,
procuring which, she sailed the morning of the 6th,
tar New York. This vessel was nearly seven days
steamning from Pensacola to Key West, a distance of
4O0 miles ; at the same rate of speed, she may be ex-
pected to arrive at New York on or about the 25th of
this month.

The U. S. sloop-of-war, Saratoga, Commander
Tilton, arrived in this harbor atan early hour onthe
morning of the 5th, 10 days ftem San Juan. She
found ordors at this place to proceed as soon as pos-
sible to Pensacola, to procure provisions for the fleet.
She left on the.morning of the ath..

The U. S. steamship Fulton,Lt. Tilghman, returned
the 30th inst., from Havana.

THE CArtnEuD SLAVER.-The brig eranan,captured in our bay on Monday by the Revenue cutter
Washingon, Cnaptain Faunce, under direction of the
U. S. Marshal tllyter, and Deputy-Macshalus Nvins,
De Angelis and Heilms, is still lying opposite the
Atlantic Dock under charge of the Washington. The
Branauuu is a Baltimore-built vessel, of 187 tons, now
four years old, built with a steamboat deck, and a
fast sailer. The captain,- two mates, a supercargo
and crewof lthirteen persons, were removed yesterday,
from the brig to Queens Comunty Jail; and two. pas-
sengers, brothers, Henries De Castro and Plaeids De
Castro gave baileach in $2,200 to appear at trial E.
C. Benedict, Esq., appeared for them, and James A.
Braddock aind Joseph Varona became the sumeties.
The other parties were uenable to get bail. The cargo,
whichl has not yet been thoroughly overhauled, bas
heen proved to contain seventy cases of water, ten
tierees of rice, with a number of barres of pork and
beet.
