DoistrzcTINo AGENTs.-The best and most simple
disinfecting agent known is the chloride of zinc,
which is made by dissolving zinc in a muriatic acid,
and is applied in a diluted etate, to foul and offensive
drains, cosspools, etc. The sulphate of zinc, howev-
er,is nearly as good, is cheaper, and more easily man-
aged. It can be purchased at any druggist's, in the
form of a salt. A pound of it dissolved in two pails
of warm water and thrown intoan offensive cess-pool,
will soon deodorize it. During hot weather this dis-
infecting agent should be applied pretty freely in
thousands of places in our city. Copperas (sulphate
of iron) may be applied in the same manner and for
the same purpose. It is not such a good disinfectant
as the chloride of zinc, but it is much cheaper.

NAvAL.--The U. S. steamer Dispatch arrived at
New York from Key West, on the 12th inst., with in-
valids from the home squadron.

A letter from Kinderhook, of the 9th inst., says
that" Mr. Van Boren, although a good deal bruised
and sprained by his recent fall, has sustained no seri-
ous injury, and already goes about with the assistance
of a cane.

The dis-
covery has caused great excitement and initation in
the trade, and some steps are about to be taken to
prevent a repetition of the fraud.

Talk on 'Change.

Late advices were received to-day from Europe,
having been brought to New York by the Havre
steamer Arago, and to Philadelphia by the steamer
City l Baltimore. It is a rare thing to receive any
advices from Europe via Philadelphia, and we record
the circumstance as something that has not occurred
for many years. With the exception of a slight effect
on flour, the accounts, in general, have not had any
influence whatever on our market. The stock of cot-
ton is reduced too low, and tobacco is too much in
favor for any foreign accounts to have the least effect
on our market. Nothing but a rumpus with England
can disturb the general nature of our produce mark-
ets. Breadstuffs are expected to decline - every
prudent dealer has made up his mind for that. The
nature of the political intelligence can hardly be
arrived at. We must wait the arrival of the America,
the next steamer of the 7th inst. from Liverpool, for
full details-how the dismissal of Mr. Crempton and
the acknowledgment of Nicaragua will be received,
before anything really conclusive on the subjectawill
be reached. The America's advices will be due to-
day at Halifax.

There was considerable activity on our levee yes-
terday. The light draught boats for led river and
Attakapas were loading ; and,from appearances, and
the quantity of freight, it would be supposed there is
not to be an end to the trade this season, or so long
as a boat drawing only fifteen to twenty inches can
find water wherein to float. From our observations,
we should suppose it would require only a moderate
heavy dew to float such boats as were at the levee
yesterday, with signs out for Shreveport and Natchi-
toches--say the De De, Jefferson, Camden and Lin-
den-there was, also, there the valiant Swamp Fox,
which takes its cognomen from one of our revolu-
tionary heroes-all loading for the great Northwest
section of our State.

We also took a view of the Lafitte, which bears the
name of one of the most renowned bucaneers of the
first quarter of the present century; though it is dis-
puted whether he was a good honest blacksmith or a
coadjutor of Mitchell, the most distinguished pirate
of the present century, and who many times made
the passage from the mouth of the Mlississippi river
to the island of Cuba in an open boat, called a man-
of-war cutter. As we are digressing from talk on
'change to his history, we desire to recur to the busi-
ness doing at the upper steamboat landing, not
omitting to inquire for what trade Lafitte is intended.
The arrivals from the West, with heavy loads of most
every kind of the rich products from that fruitful and
teeming section of country, have tended, with the
late foreign advices to depress the price of corn, flour
and wheat; nevertheless, there are buyers always on
hand, and moreover they are likely to be on hand
during the entire season. Money continues easy of
access for all business purposes, and those of our
Western merchants who intend to sink or swim with
New Orleans, will find remunerative returns in all
they undertake. As regards those come to-day and
go to-morrow individuals, we have nothing to say nor
to commend in their movements, as we may expect
to hear of many of them traducing and villifying our
city, its character and population. Some are taking
their departure, perhaps not to return, and possibly
they may well be spared.

From Key West.

The steamship Florida, Cozzens, from Key West
and the Florida ports, arrived at our wharves yester-
day afternoon.

By the Florida we have a copy of the " Key of the
aulf," of the 7th inst., but all the important intelli-

gence it contains has been anticipated by the mails
via Savannah.

From the following item which we find in the above
paper, it would seem that the "good old customs"
of old England are yet in vogue atthe Key; we sup-
pose that such punishment is uncommon however,
and although the law authorizing it is still on the
statute book, yet is never put into force, except in
aggravated cases; the criminalmentioned below, must
certainly have been a reckless fellow to have gotten
himself in such a scrape :

Last Saturday afternoon our quiet city was the
scene of unusual bustle and animation, consequent
upon the decision of the Circuit Court in a case of
theft-the accused having been tried, convicted and
sentenced to the pillory. At the appointed hour the
prisoner was hrought forth, placed in the pilory, in
front of the City Iall, and for one hour exposed to
the public gaze and showerl of rotten eggs, fruit, etc.,
thrown by little boys. e was then taken out send
confined in jail, until an opportunity offemrs to send
him n 'v from the Krv.

Two hundred and four inhabitants of the counties
of Mackinaw. Chippewa, Delta, Emmett and Shebog-
gun, in the northern part of Michigan, have ad-
dressed a communication to G(overnor Bingham, re-
presenting the suftering to which they have been sub-
jected by reason of Mormon depredations, and pray-
ing some relief from the nefarious conduct of their
troublesome neighbors. They state that their pro-
perty is not safe from the encroachments of the
Mormons, who, by the convenient procese of "sancti-
fying" chattels, appropriate to their own rise whatever
falls in their way. Cattle, fishing boats and appa-
ratus, salted fish in barrels, wood, wagons, kettles,
lumber, etc., all come convenient to the robbers and
are "sanctified" to their own use by force and arms.

Ten German editors, issuing 70,000 papers weekly,
met in Cincinnati on Mfonday, the 9th inst., and re-
solved to act with the Republicans against the exten-
sion of slavery.

The famous Italian refugee, Col. Olivieri, lately un
dertook to establish a military agricultural colony at.
Bahia Blanca, in Patagonia, as a sort of armed out-
post to afford greater security against the incursions
of Southern Indians. Having landed his first colo-
nists,and "prospected his claim," the gallant Colonel,
with a very slight escort, returned to Buenos Ayres,
overland, crossihg a frightful desert, and meeting with
many advoentures. He wants 400 soldiers with which
to prosecute operations against the Indians; the
Buenos Ayres papers say he will get them. Thus
goes on the work of progress.

A census of Buenos Ayres, lately taken shows the
population to be 91.395, of whom 53,332 were born in
South America, and 38,063 are foreigners. .The ac-
count from which we obtain our information does not
say whether it refers to the city or the States, but we
presume it means the former. Colton's Atlas sets
down the population of the city at 100,000.
