[OSPECIAL CORRESPONDENOE OF THE CRESCENT.]

TemInoDAex, June 24th, 1856.
Dear Crescent: Our town has been the theater of

the most awful.conflagration that las ever befallen it
Two of the principalh bhsiness squares now smoulder
in rnins. Thefire broke out at a few minutes after

Feranti'sgrocery, between St. Louis and Green streets;
