YIr- KhNsAs INVEsTIGATING COMMITn EE.--The
Baltimore patriot of the 19th inst., says :

We leani that Gen. Whitfield, and the Investiga-
ting lommittee of thel Hose of Representatives,
consisting of Messrs. Oliver; Howard and Sherman,
came on in the Western train this morning as far as
the Relay House, and thence went on to Washington.
They are accompanied by Messrs. Joel Walker, Dr.
Armstrong, and Mr. John Barker, a deputation of
Wyandotte Indians, also from Kansas. We are happy
to learn that the affairs in the Territory are by no
means in as bad a state as has been represented, and
that such representations will he made to the Gov-
ernment at Washington as will soon put a stop to all
further dificalties.

The New York Historical Society held its regular
monthly meeting on the 17th inst. After the usual
business had been transacted, Lieut. Strain read avery
interesting paper on his faimous Central America Ex-
ploring Expedition. Mr. Bancroft moved a vote of
thanks to the gallant officer and to Messrs. Avery
and Truxton, two of his comrades, who were intro-
duced and enthusiastically apphk\uded. The foreign
Corresponding Secretary was also directed to open a
communication with M. Carl Ritter, of Berlin, to ex-
plain some erroneous impressions that have gone
abroad in Europe about Strain's expedition.

INTERESTING RELICS.-Two medals were lately
found in the grave of an Indian Chief, upon the east-
ern border of Illinois. One is American and the
other English, and are such as was presented by the
two governments to Sachems whose friendship they
desired to conciliate. The American medal is eliptic
in shape, and four by five and a half inches in dimen-
sions. Upon one side it has engraved a figure, in-
tended to represent Washington in conversation with
an Indian warrior. They are smoking the calumet,
the tomahawk is on the ground, a tent in the rear,
and a yoke of oxen in the back ground. The in-
scription is " George Washington, President, 1792."
Upon the Averse is the American eagle. The Eng.
lish medal is circular, four inches in diameter, and
was evidently struck with a die. It has the King's
head, with she inscription " George III. dei Gratia."
On the reverse is the British arms. The medals are
of pure silver, weigh each about four ounces, and
were found together wiih a number of trinkets in a
grave in one of the most extensive Indian cemetries
in the west.

in the intelligence and patriotisam of. the people, and
their devotion ti the Cdgsjitttion and the Unlon.

Banks,who was nomiiated by the seeding Know-
Nothings, at New York, willdecline in favor of Fre-
mont-and Commodore Stockton, wbo was nominated
by the, other b•anch of the seceders, will decline
onconditionally, and his friends will go for Fillmore.
This secures the State of New Jersey to the American.
candidates.

As I said above, the nomination of Fremont is
viewed withentiretihdifferenee by bothparties. The
Democracy, failing in the attempt to produce a stam-
pede among the Americans and Whigs of the South,
by tonjurihg up dreadful visions of their own crea-
tion, have altogether abandoned the idea. The feel-
ing is general.thatby the firt of September only the
two tickets of Fillmore and Buchanan will be seriou•
ly considered, and that the Black lepublicans will
not obtain even a plurality in a single State.

Fremont, as is Well known, is a son-in-law of Col.
SBentoi.Some one asked'Old Bullion, a short time
ago, what he would do: if Fremont was nominated.
" Drop Lim, sir-drop him like a hot potato, sir-
lik; a hot potato i"

Mr. Clayton, on tonday last, introduced in.the Sen-
ate a bill supplementary to that, reported from the
Committee on Territories, providing for the admis-
sion of Kansas into the Union. The principal pro-
visions of it are, that all the obnoxious laws of the
Territory shall be repealed; that slavery shall be
protectedinthe Territory unntilit becomesaState, and
then that the questio

n shall be decidedby the people,
and that in.estimating the population it should be
done by federal numbers and not according to the
'wholesale mode of Douglas' bill. It is said that the
Senate will reject it, though it seems to me that it is.
more favorable to the South than even the Commit-
tee's bill.~Mr. Clayton made a strong speech in de:
fence of his proposition, and concludedbysaying that
having no longer any political aspirations, and being
attached to no party, his only ambition was tq serve
his country and restore peace and fraternal concofd
to the different sections of the Union.

On the same day Senator Adams, of Mississippi,
made an able speech in favor of his bill extending
the period requhed for the naturalization of foreign-
ers to twenty-one years. He introduced tables show-
ing the progressive increase of foreign immigration,
and demonstrating that unless it were checked, the
foreign element in this country would, in a fewyears,
become fearfully strong. He quoted largely from the
old fathers of the Reyubliv, warning us against the
dangers of immigration, at a time when the annual
increase of foreigners did not exceed ten thousand-
and he then showed, from official statistics, that at
the present time they were coming in at the rate of
snearly half a mi/llon a year ! Mr. Adams then pro-
ceeded to show the disastrous effects of this immnlgra-
tion more particularly upon the South. In 1800 the
South had as many members in the House of Repre-
sentatives as the North. In 1850 theNorthhadfifty-
four more than the South. Supposing that the. natu-
ral increase of population in the South is equal to
that in the North-and I believe the census returns
show that it is-we thus have, bfhincontestible fig-
ures, the main reason of the present ntynerical supe:
riority of the North-for at least four-fifths of the
foreigners settle in the non-slaveholding States. Mr.
Adams then showed that if the present rate of immui-
grationcontinued, in flfteen years the North would
have just double as many members in the popular
branch of Congress as the South would. Surely,
these are considerations which ought to startle the
people of the South! Whatguarantee will they have
for the protection of their rights when they shall be
borne down by the overwhelming numerical superior-
ity of the North?

fMr. Adams' bill also proposes to take the naturali-
zation of foreigners out of the State courts altogether,
and vest it exclusively in the Federal Courts-and
another section provides for the entire exclusion of
all foreign paupers and criminals.

To all reflecting men it must be apparent that our
own safety and protection require some immediate
remedy against the fearful increasing evils of foreign
imnligration, and yet, suchis the vigor of party obli-
gations, that I doubt if the dominant party will ever
bring MIr. Adams' bill to a vote, much less pass it.
Truly has it been said that party spirit is the curse
and bane of a reubtlic.

The Democratic associations had a grand ratifica-
tion meeting here last night, in front of the Cjty Hall.
Cannon were fired, bonfires burnt, rockets sent off,
and various other demonstrations of joy made. The
speakers' stand was decorated, not with American
flags altogether, but with the flags of nearly all the
nations of the earth. Considering that the people of
this District have no vote in the election of a Presi-
dent, it seemed to me to be quite an unnecessary
waste of patriotism. But the secret of it is explained
in the fact that the leaders and getters-up of it are
intent upon a portion of the spoils of office, and they
take this method of bringing their names before the
candidate of their party.

It is said that Mr. Marcy has given official notice to
Denmark that we will continue the payment of the
Sound Dues for one year longer. Last year we gave
the same notice, and the time expired in April. But,
as I predicted, Mr. Marcy has concluded to leave this
matter as a legacy to the next administration. Mr.

He is
not disposed to annoy himself, for the remaining brief
period of his official existence, with the distracting
cares of State.
