,OThe storm, we may mention, was one of the seve-
rest that has visited the city for years, and more
heavily charged with electricity than any we can re-
member. Peal after peal of thunder shook the city,
keeping up an unbroken roar; tile sky looked like a
shy of fire shaking its million sparks downward in-
steadofupward, and many people closed their shutters
in very fear of the sight, Consideringthe number of
the. electric bolts that struck the earth, we consider

Yesterday morning Capt. Dreux and his company
returned from Pass Christian, where they had just such
a time as might have been expected from the visit of
such a handsome and gallant crowd at such a gay,
good-humored and lively place as the Pass. After
landing and marching around town, they repaired to
the hotel, where they did honor to the day in proper
military style ; at night a grand ball at the hotel was
enlivened by their presence, and on Saturday they
scattered about and enjoyed themselves promiscu ously
Altogether, they had an elegant time of it.

And so ends our record of the Fourth of July,
1856, in New Orieans. Many will recollect it for all
time to come.

Abstract of the Report of the Kansas Corm.
nittee.t

The report states that as soon as the bill to organ-
ize the Territoryof Kansas was passed, a large num-

ber of the citizens of Missouri went into the Territory
and held squatter meetings, passed resolutions de-
nouncing Abolitionists, and declaring that slavery ex-
isted therein. In the autumn of 1854, a secret polit-

ical society called the Blue Lodge was formed, the

plan of operations, oaths, etc., of which are given by
the report. This Lodge controlled all the subsequent
movements, and invasions on the pdrt of the Missoau-

rians.
At the election on November 29, 1854, for a dele-

gate to Congress, there was no fraud except in the

sparsely settled and remote districts, where citizens
of Missouri appeared and voted. Details in relation

to these facts are given in the report, which says it is

reduced to mathematical precision that seventeen
hundred illegal and non-resident votes were cast by

citizens of iMissouri, and that the remainder were
eleven hundred legal votes. Whtitfield received a plu-
rality and would have been elected without the aid of
his Missouri friends.

During the winter, very great excitement existed
on account of the invasion, public meetings were held,
and much bitter feeling was manifested. In Februn-

ary, 1855, a census was taken, and tthe nmnber of

legal voters was ascertained to be 2905. It was also
discovered that on the 30th of March, 1855, several
days before the election, active preparations went on
in Mtissouri, where a complete organization was effect-

ed. Leaders were appointed; tents, provisions, am-
munitions and arms distributed, and the forces were
divided into companies in Missouri; tnd on the day
of the election at least 5000 citizens of Missouri, it is
testitilied, took up their line of march for Kansas.

Companies went into every council and representative
district of that territoryhbut one. The great mass of

testimony consists in detailing the acts and sayings of
these companies.

The investigating committee had before them the

poll books, census rolls, etc., showing who were legal

as well as illegal voters ; and from accurate and al-

most absolute proofs it appeared that of about 6300
votes, five thousand were those of non-residents. The

majority of the members of both houses of the Legis-

lative Assembly, the committee say, would have
been free State men tlid there been no invasion of
Missourians. The Governor set aside the result of the
elections in some of the districts on account of infor-
malities. A new election tootk place therein on the

the 22d of May, but this did not affect the result.
5* o * * Free State men were

chosen in these districts, except Leavenworth, where
there was illegal voting.

The committee took a large mass of testimony re-
garding the proceedings of the Legislative Assembly,
which they say are characterized by recklessness and

injustice. They likewise speak of the crimes, such as
murders and robberies, which were frequent, saying
that in no case with the exception of McRae, (a Free
State man,) was there any arrest, indictment, or pro-
-secution for those offences.
. The report contains full and complete details of

everything connected with the Territory of Kansas,
prior to the 19th of March last, and says it is clearly
and distinctly proven that Samuel J.Jones, the Sheriff,
was the cause of recent disturbances in which he so
prominently figured. ,Mr. Oliver, of Missouri, (one
of the investigating conmmittee,) made a speech in
the Fifteenth District, but did not vote, although he
went over with one of the companies from that State
into Kanosas.

The conclusions of the committee are that each of
the elections in Kansas was carried by invasions from
Missouri, that the Legislative Assembly is an illegally
constituted body, and, therefore, has no power to pass
valid laws. For these reasons its enactments are void.
The election of J. W. Whitfield was not held under

any valid law, nor was the election of Reeder held inl
accordance with law. The committee suggest no
remedy.

The report treats of obstructions thrown in the
way of the committee, and of the general violence
which prevailn in the Territory. It is vrery voluminous
anod is signed by Messrs. Sherman and HIoward.

Tint CorTTo WORil IN MISsissrIPPI.- We learn
from the Viclsburg Sentinel, of the 3d inst., that this
very destructive worm has made its appearance in
Iinds and Mladisou counties, and has already done
extensive injury both to cotton and corn. Great ap-

prehensions are felt by planters of the almost entire
destruction of the crop. We understand that one
hundred acres of cotton on the plantation of Dr.
Holmes, and about two hundred and lifty on that of
Col. Dabney, both of 'linds, have been totally de.
stroyed. We hope, however, by our next issue, to be
able to give some favorable intelligence.

On the same subject, tihe Yazoo City Observer, of
the 3d inst., says: " A gentleman just from Holmes
county states that the caterpillar of 184(, or army
worm. has made its appearance in several places in
that county, and that some fields of cotton havrc been
entirely laid waste by them. Some planters are
ploughing up and planting corn.
