We hope
the directors of the road will push on the new track
which is in the course of being laid.

We have been searching for information regarding
the great Junction Canal, to connect the Mississippi
river with Lake Borgne, through Col. R. A. Stewart's
plantation. , We had an immense array of figures,
estimates and calculations of the advantages and
benefits this canal would be to the commerce and
prosperity of New Orleans, particularly for that sec-
tion of the city Imown as the Third District. Solici-
tations and books of subscriptions to the capital
stock of the association were opened six months ago
and that is the last we heard of the movements re-
garding it.

There are improvements going on in almost every
section of the city. On the site of the one story
brickwarehouses on the corner of Delord and Maga-
zine streets, a large and commodious two story brick
hioildieg has been erected and now almost completed,
intended for a foundry or a brewery. Considerable
ofkn contrast in the purposes for which the building
is intended. The corner of Magazine and Lafayette
looks desolate enough; the ravages of the great fire
inAungust, 1854, are still visible and likely to remain
so ; as we learn that the owners of the ground find it
more profitable to employ their means and money in
discounting paper, which has paid a better profit than
real estate for the last two years. However, as some
of the owners of the ground reside in France, others
in Philadelphia, they may use their money to better
advantage in those places than perhaps they could in
erecting good substantial buildings in New Orleans,
bat we do not believe the resident owners can employ
capital to better purposes than by rebuilding on this
burnt district. A few years ago the brick stores be-
longing to ex-President or ex-Emperor Santa Anna,
situated on Poydras street, scarcely rented for more
than sufficient to pay taxes and six per cent. interest ;
at this time it is the most lucrative property in the
city, and so will be Magazine street, so soon as it is
built up with commodious and fire proof stores. The
great width of the street, its unrivalled location for
western trade will give it a preference over any street
in the city ; aided as it will be by the new bank in-
tended to be located on Magazine street the coming
year.
Business on the landings is failing offiand the usual

stagnancy of summer is now apparent; with a high
degree of health in the city we are approaching the
dog days in the best of spirits at the successful ter-
mination of the season's business.

The case must, indeed, be a weak one if no
better authority than those quoted can be found to
sustain an opposition to the sound baqking system of
Louisiana.

RE•susct•ATION Or DROWNED PERSOenS.- -)r. l.aill,
an eminent physician of London, gives instructions
for the resuscitation of persons apparently drowned,
totally at variance with thie methods now in use. Ile
says: There is one great impediment to the restort.
tion of the functions of respiration, which is the fill-
ing ibck of the tongte across the top of the glottis, t
or entrance into the windpipe. In order to remove
this, the patient is to be placed upon his face and
breast, and the body is to be turned slowly on to the
side, and then returned slowly to its former position.

This motion, whose effect is to cause a considerable
amount of air in the lungs to be expell d and rein-
spired, is to be kept up until breathing is restored, or
all hopes of resuscitation from this source are
abandoned.
