It is a strange thing-this one of romance ; strhnge

it baud through the veil of the present it grasps and

draws in the occurrences of the futore, or penetrating
behind tihe curtain of.tte pitst, makes a history before

unwritten. Out of iothing it creates life, with all the

incidents and occurrences natural thereto--harnon-

'iing with the most actual facts and the strongest
.probabilities. It prepares, first, the scene to be used,
by a fiat partaking the imperativeness which called

this world into being; then, covers it with verdure,

divides it by oceans and waters it with many mighty
Atississippis--many brooks and rivulets; civilizes it,
peoples it. The passions, emotions, wishes, feelings
and natures of men are clothed upon and made to
move corporeally before the reader, as the Witch of
Endor made the form of the dead King of Israel re-
new its life before the eyes of the startled summoner.
It creates angels and calls up devils. It rules the sea-
sonts and issues commands to the Fates themselves.

The time when romance had its origin, not even
Dunlap, in his great history of fiction, has presumed 1
to determine; for before Eve had attained an age when
most children are weaned, she had listened to and
been beguiled by a romance, the very serious effects
of which her grandchildren are feeling to this day.
It had its way with the seed of Abraham, and its re-
cord in the only book of that time, which passed
through that greater than Deucaleon's deluge. It en-
snared the history of eras before Iterodotus and Livy,
as it has of many since, and-so iutermingled the thlse
and fabulous with the true and actual that no

Niebuhr, nor even Ledyard, working with an inge-
n•ity seemingly supernatural, and unraveling great
balls of fact from webs of fiction, were able to deci-
pher decisively the real occurrences glossed by it. It

put that strange light over the middle ages which
subsequent ages have not been able to dispel, and even
in this practical day, has found its strength commneni-
surate to the occasion and as beautifully beguiles the

beings of the present as those who sat together when
the morning stars sang their first anthem.

There is a cause for this, as there is for all things,
and that cause is the desire that all people. in all
times and under all circumstances, have had of mov-
ing out of themselves-of going from the hardness
and crudity of the real, into the paradise of the un-
real, and trying to find a compensation in the latter
for the sufferings in the former. The mind, too, is
capable of conceiving infinitely more than the slug-
gish physical sense can enjoy, and strives always to
equalize the gratification. It sympathises, however,
with its friend and companion, and endeavors to pic-
ture enjoyments that may be shared in their superla-
tive by both. So outstripping the possible, it runs to
the impossible, and conceives and executes in the
clouds what is hostile and foreign to the earth. There-
fore, this life out of life, picturcs in its true state, not
what is, nor what may be, nor not, perhaps, often,
that which should be-if we go by the old rule, the
what is-is best. It pictures, however, that which
would bea seemingimprovement-extracts the thorns,
rolls away the rocks, fills up the chasms, or so con-
verts them from what they actually are as to render
them partially blissful and roseate. The trials have
their immeniate following rewards-the crimes their
proper Nemesis at their heels IIn fact, romance is

the only possible Arcadia on earth, of whleh Sydney
dreamed--the only Utopia of which Mkoore wrote.
Just so long as men can by its instrumentality lift
themselves into a forgetfulness of the carking cares
that surround them, and raise their heads into the
clear ether lying above thIe clouds, just so long it will
be popular. In the hands of journueymen and appren-
tices, the work may be bunglingly done--bot,:hed-
ruined. The true master, however, tarus iutout round
and harmonious, well fitting in every part, a pleasure
both to the author and reader.

We are aware of the objections that fiction has met
-with from the Shylocks, Gradgrinds and 'orsons of

e the world ; but in them all, find no sullfcient reason
tfor condemning that which the reason of Scott, of
Goethe, and multitudes of other illustrious men has
approved. Those who wish to feed always upon flint
and sand stone-can they not, in the name of all the
n Gods, find a diet sullicient for their digestion? Let

at those,therefore, who would have valleys alternati
n with mountain-tops, and rivulets run by the side of
t rivers, enjoy their lesser pleasures.

Florida Itrtlls.

By yesterday's mail we received the Tampa Penin-
sular, of the 21st and 2sth ult., tiS-, wli-th wee extract
the following intelligence.

A destructive fire occurred at Fort Donand a few
days ago, says the Peninsular of the 21st, by which
the soldiers' quarters, tihe stable, forage houses, etc.,
were destroyed.

That paper of the same date has a letter from Capt.
F.Durornce, of the Mlounted Volonteers, to Gen. Car-
ter, special agent for the State of Florida, from whlich
we learn that on the 14th June, about sunrise, the In- a
dians attacked the house of a Mr. W. Tillis, which is
situated near Fort MIeade. Lieut. Carter, who hap c
pened to be at the Fort, hearing the firing, went with
six men to render assistance, and on their arriving at
the place the enemy fled to a thicket near by, which
the gallant hand charged, but were repulsed with the
loss of their commander and two men killed, and two
wonded.

Reinforcements were sent from the Fort, but the
Indians had fled. Their trail was fillowed for two
days, and at last they were come up with in the
creek swamp, and a well contested battle fought.
The volunteers fought gallantly, charging up to where
the Indians were concealed, and shooting them not
more than eight or ten feet from the mnuzzles of their
guns.

Sixteen or seventeen Indians were killeddand some
seven or eight wounded. The volunteers lost two
killed and three wounded.

The Indians tied further into the swamp after the
engagement, and the volunteers. on being reinforced,
continued on their trail in hot pursuit.

A public meeting, to take into consideration the
bad state the frontier is in at present, was held in
Tampa on the 23d and 24th ult.

They adopted a resolution to the elti-et that although
Sall confidence is felt in the disposition of the Federal
Government to adopt measures for the final removal
of the Indians, yet the movements are so tardy, that
before this object can be accomplished,tthe suliferings
on the frontier must be of an unparalleled nature."

They also adopted resolutions asking that more
men be sent to operate against the enemy, and that
the war be prosecuted in a vigorous manner.

Lieutenant Turner's detatchment of volunteers
were at Tampa on the 28th ult. They are for frontier
service.

GASD-Er RECALLED.---Gen. Sith •d K•tns•s•.--
The Washington correspondent of the New York
Tribune says, that Gen. Gadsden was allowed to re-
turn to Mexico at his own urgent request, and for the
purpose of settling his personal alhfirs. He has been
recalled, and will carry out the notice of that fact.
No successor has been or probably will be indicated,
ulnless an exigency should occur until Gadsden re-
linquishes the Mission, which he has promised to do
as promptly as his affairs will allow.

It is said that Gen. Smith's instructions concerning
Kansas are emphatically to prevent armed invasion
from any quarter, and to afford protection to peace.
able settlems at any cost. Sumner will retain his pre-
sent position, subjectto the orders of Smith, who is
intrusted with large discretion and is fully possessed
of the President'sviews. Smith was selected for this
trust with reference to his prudence, ability and firm-
ness, as well as legal knowledge, enabling him to dis-
criminate on delicate questions that may arie.

On Weduesday evening, 2d inst., one of the largest
meetings ever held in the city of Philadelphia, met in
Independence Square. Four stands were erected in
the square for the accommodation of speakers, which
were decorated with flags, transparencies, etc.

Speeches were made from each of these stands, and
to all appearance they each resembled an independent
meeting.
. At the main stand was a banner on which was in-
scribed': " Fifth Ward--We go for the whole Union
and nothing but the Union. No North, no South, no
East, no West.' Henry White, Esq., presided, as-
sisted by a nmnber of Vice Presidents and Secretaries.
Upon taking the chair, the President said speaking
was not in his line. Ite had been oat of politics since
the death of his friends, Clay and Taylor, and would
not participate ill this demonstration had he not been
so great an admirer of Millard Fillmhnore. Eight years
ago he aided in nonminating that man for the Vice
Presidency, and now as then, he said, Fillmore is a
truly national man, and as such he was prepared to
give him his hearty support.

John P. Sanderson, Esq., wasthen introduced, and,
after congratulating the mass upon the prospect of
tile Fillmore cause in Philadelphia, and the certainty
of the city being carried for the American nominees,
submitted the annexed resolutions, which were unan-
imously adopted :

Resolted, That as National Americann, we disclaim
all sympathy with any pelitical movemeet nlot em-
bracing the whole coeltry within its scope ; that the
Union i s as worthy of tlomage -nd veneration enows as
when our fathers first drew thie sw-ord to achieve it;

Resolved, That all sectional parties are revole-
tionary in their aims and tendencies ; that appeals to
local passions and prejudices against the people of
othler parts of thie countlry are incitements to violence,
anarchy and civil war; and that ro party triumph
can be an honest or patriotic one which would restrict
the Government to one portion of the American
people, and exclude all others from a participation in
itS honors and resllonsib ities.
Resolved, That the National American Party,

while it optposes every species of foreign influence,
whether it be civil or ecclesiastical, over our domestic
politics-while it holds that the diplomatic reprcesta-
tives of America should be American Iorn, and that
the G(overnment will be best conducted by the sons of
the soil, who have been reared up to its proper under-
standing and appreciation. it at the same tilme avows
its determination to plrotect the constitutional rights
of all classes of citizens and to resist the introduction
into free America of tile religious intolelance and
Iigotry which gave birth to the Spanioh Inlcisition,
and which now disgraces the Christian States of
Southern Europe.
