TaE PAY OF OUR CONSULS D VIocE CONSULS.-
Ion, the Washingon correspondent of the Baltimorue
Sun, has the following piece of information, which
we give for the benefit of those concerned:

The diplomatic and consular reform act of the late
session has undergone another important change by
construction. The act provided that no consul should
draw any compensation for any time in which he
might be absent from his post Ior a number of days
exceeding ten, whether with or without the leave of
the President. Under the old law the consul, when
absent from his post, left the busioess with the vice.
consul, who was compensated by a share of the fees,
or the whole of them as might be agreed upon. All
the fees now go into the treasury, and there remains
no mode of comopensating a person who miglht be left
in charge of the business of the consulate during the
necessary absence of the consul. It hasbeen decided
that the salary of the consul shall be paid to the act-
ing consul during his absence.

FoRnTTecATIONs Or SAN FRANCISCO.- It is intend-
ed by the government that when the fortifications of
San Fronciseo harbor are completed, the fortresses
and armsin shall beas follows : Fort Point, 154 guns
Lime Point, 80 guns; Angel Ioland, 40 guns ; Alca-
traz Islantd, 50 guns. Total, 354 guns. Ofthese guns
tie majority throw balls t s heavy as 64 pounds ;'some
of them are 120 poundein, and the lowest are 32
pounders. The fortifications at Fort Point aBd Alca-
traz Islands, the most important positions, are in an
advanced condition, and could beprepared for a heavy
fight in a short time.
