be opened to them. With a view to the furtherance
of this:object, the Council of the Second Municipality

from the privileges and advantages of the Library.
Subseqluetly the Common Council, by resolution, ap
proipriated all fines collected by the Recorder of the
Fret District to the support and advancement of the
said Librry and Lyceum.1'Dogurigt past season, owing, it is presumed, to
thbeHn aleinembarrasmenta of the city, this source
of. npportwas withdrawn, so that now the library
is entirely dependent upon the efforts and liberality
of our citizens for its' sustainment. The library
referred to, now contains nearly ten thousand vol-
oimes, embracing well selected works upon theology,
medione, law, general liteiature, etc., and the most
popular magazines and reviews are regularly received,
monthly or quarterly, as the case may be.

Boston, New York, .Philadelphia, Baltimore, Cin-
liOnati, S: Louis, and other large cities of our Union,

justly point with pride to their large and numerous
depositories of literature. Oaur own city, the metrop-
,olis;of the Southwest, can instance but one large
public library; and that up'to this time sustained
rather by municipal munificence than by individual
inssistnnce. This, too, in the face of the fact that its
benefits may be realized for a less consideration than
is required by any similar institution in our country,
as far as we are informed.

Is it not eminently proper then that those of our
o'itozes who are identified with the social advance-
ment of New Orleans, should give this matter their
thought apd earnest co-op tinso that an institu-
tion, meritorious in every point of view, may not fail
or even languish for the want of the necessary sup-
port? Stateo.pride, if nothing else, should induce
every merchant to give his aid. The annual charge
for membership is but a trifle, and every considera-
tion of patriotism calls for a liberal support to this
very valuable and useful enterprise.

The police of New York arrested on the lth, J. S.
Couasden, who for a considerable time past has been
engaged in the manufacture and disposal of counter-
feit bank bills. On searching his house, they found
about $40,000 in unsigned $5 bills upon the Union
Bank of Providence, R.I., and the Union Bank of
irvanton Falls, Vt., and on his person they found

$350 of the Providence bills signed.
Besides this coounterfeit money, the officers found a

large press, the plates from which the bills were made,
rollers; points, dies, and in short, all the parapherna-
lia required to carry on the business.

A statement of the movement of the precious me-
tals in France for the three years, 1853,'4 and '5 has
been made up, from which it appears that the empire
imported in gold $236,088,000, of which $51.300,000
left the country, and $184,720,000 entered into circu-
lation or bank use. Meanwhile, the empire lost by
export $162,220,000 in silver, and imported $66,
600,000, making the net loss $95,560,000. The actual
net accession of both metals in the three years, two
of which were years of war with Russia, was $89,-
160,000 ; notwithstanding which, the Bank of France
entered the struggle withlRussia with a resevere of
about one hundred-and twenty-three million dollars,
(we assume the highest point of 1852, '53,) and came
outin January, 1856, with less than forty millions.
The gain to her vaults since the peace has been steady
and rapid, as it is beginning to be with the Bank of
England.

Death seems to have been busy among the old citi-
zens of Mobile during the past week. In the Adver-
tiser, of Tuesday morning, we have the announcement
of the death of three gentlemen, who were among'the
oldest residents of that place. MIeasrs.Wm. Crothers,

. E. Parish and Capt. Chas. A. Miller. Of Capt.
Miller, the Adertiser says: We expect that during
his life he was "blown up" and " burnt up" oftener
than any man inhfobile, but lived through it all, and
finally died in his bed, after several weeks sickness.

The contest between the two Mobile Fire Compa-
nies, Nos. 5 and 6, terminated on Monday afternoon.
Both engines threw 198 feet 11 inches, consequently
the bet was withdrawn, there being a tie.

We learn from the New York papers that Wm. S.
Hanna, charged with attempting to swindle James
Garvie out of property to the amountof $100,000, has
been fully committed for trial in that city.

A Visit to tihe Parlsh Prison.

On Monday,being oppressed by the intolerable heat
and dullness of the city, we concluded to seek relief
by visiting the special retreat of that ancient class of
the community known as the Can't.get-Aways. We
often hear of the Can't-get-Aways, but as we never
encounter them abouttown, or at least never find any-
bIody who will admit he is a member of the Club, the
only members that we can make sure of being such
are those whose daily perambulations and sight-see-
inug are limited by the four walls of the Parish Prison.
We availed ourself of the company of Captain PMoy-
nan, who had occasion to pay a visit there.

Entering the chief yard of the prison where the
most distinguished of the prisoners ate confined,
things presented a pleasant and cheerful if not a gay
aspect. Some of the boarders were walking to and
fro in the shade; others were lounging about read-
ing, smoking and chatting; and others were sleeping
on the matresses in their cells, or killing time with
some kind of trifling work. In general they looked
clean, comfortable and well-fed. Although their diet
is plentiful and good, it is quite evident upon ming-
ling among and conversing with the prisoners, that
their good cheer and corpulency are owing to a kind
of food that does not figure in the monthly bills, or
appear on the dinner tables-in other words, hope-
"sweet, beautiful hope."

"When courage droops and comforts fail,
And sore afflictions press the mold,

Sweet Hope prolongs her pleasing uale,
Till all the world agaih looks kind."

The delicacy is indulged in by all the prisoners, but
owing to a peculiar dispensation of nature, those
whose situations are most desperate partake of it in
the largest quantities, whilst others who are suffering
only temporary confinement for petty offenses, seem
to take it in homeopathic infinitesimals. Those prison-
ers who mope and keep aloof from the crowd, one
would suppose to be the doomed; whilst those who
appear sociable, smiling and chatty, would naturally
seedm to have nothing very serious hanging over their
heads. The reverse, however, is the case, curious as it
may appear.

We found James Costello at dinner, with several
fellow-prisoners, disposing of the edibles with all the
gusto of a healthy, hungry man. In the prison, he
has become stout and handsome; has a kind, smiling
face, and a fine head of hair; is altogether the hand-
somest prisoner in the whole crowd ; and no one can
visit him and converse with him, and think of the
circumstances under which he killed Dunn-being
drunk at the time, and incited to the deed by worse
men-without granting him a hearty pardon. He
says his heart is in the right place, and that he in-
dulges in hopes of a pardon. And we are confident
that if Governor Wickliffe's heart is as benevolent as
his countenance, the young man's hopes will not de-
ceive him. To those of our readers who may not be
familiar with Costello's case, we would say, that he
has been sentenced to death for murder, and a day-
some weeks past-fixed for his execution; but that
he has been respited to January next.

Patrick Kennedy-a fise-looking young Irishman-
sentenced to death for a murder committed during a
drunken spree, but awaiting a re-trial, which his
counsellors were so fortunate as to gain-was taking
an afternoon nap, looking comfortable and pleasant.
Melvin, an old man with gray whiskers-sentenced to
the penitentiary for life for murder, but awaiting a
new trial-was knocking about the yard in the
greatest apparent good spirits. Other prisoners,
awaiting trial for murder, appeared to partake of the
general indifference to the future.

Adam Scott-accused of poisoning Levi Smelser-
appeared genteel and gay. His cell is well stocked
with books and other time-killing implements. He
took us politely to task for our report of his manner
and appearance in court, a few weeks ago. lie
thought it unkind, and calculated to prejudice him
with the public, and asseverated, distinctly, that he
was a Scotchmun an d not an Irishman. He express-
ed some vexation at not obtaining a speedy trial,
which he is confident will acquit him ; he asserts that
there is a conspiracy against him which the trial will
disclose. He has improved his looks by shaving off
his moustaches. As we did not visit the female de-
partment of the prison, we have nothing to report
concerning Mrs. Smelser.

Wm. H. TWilder was moving about, a perfect pe-
tare of gentility and gaiety. Richards, the one-
armed man, accused of stealing and selling Dick Ainr-
phy's note for $1,300, looked remarkably cute and
cool, sitting astride a stair-balustrade with a pipe in
his mouth. Chauncy P. Van Schaack, tile young man
who robbed his employer in New York and turned up
here, looked perfectly cool and contented, although,
owing tothe absence of friends here, lihe stood sadly
in need of barberiting and clean linen. He is await.
ing a requisition.

The melancholy young lawyer-we forget his name
-who kept nighty watch opposite the chamber of a
young lady in the Pontalba Buildings-who bled
divers and sundry individuals upon representations
that he was about to marry a fashionable and wealthy
lady-and who was finally sent to prison as a vagrant,
for spitting into that lady's carriage-was leaning
against a wall, in the dress of a levee laborer, but
with the fine blue eyes and hair and whiskers of a
German Duke. He spends most of his timein writing
for himself and his fellow-prisoners; at which, it is
said, he displays talents of no mean order.

The debtor's room contained only two persons-
George Shropshire, who is now accused of a forgery
in Kentucky, and a good looking youth who, we were
informed, was boarding there at the expense of his
father, whose authority lie doesn't acknowledge in
any other place. This apartment has the luxuries of
bedsteads, and so mich of a view of the tiles and
chimney tops across the street as maybe had through
an iron net, with an iron grating outside. The hospi-
tal department had three inmates who appeared to be
doing well.

We were informed tllat Mrs. Rolifretsch, who was
sentenced to the penitentiary for life for aason-set-
ting fire to the Live Oak coffee-house, on Poydras
street--mopes and cries all the time. She is very old
and homely, and that, with her perfect misery, draws
largely upon the sympathies of all who see her.

In the second yard of the prison, we found a scaly
looking crowd-all foreigners-who were serving out
short terms in detanult of paying fines for drunkenness,
etc. On an upper gallery the negroes were sitting
and rolling about, shirtless, like so many " varmints,"
but enjoying themselves highly; for where there is
no work, that is the negro's paradise.

We were altogether pleased with the cleanliness,
coolness, and good order that reigned throughout the
prison, as well as the apparent comfort and good
cheer of the prisoners. And when we came out, and
thought of the weary weeks, months, and even yearts
that those men support with such apparent cheer
withinthose cheerless walls, the city, which before
had seemed so doll and dreary, now seemed like a very
paradise. A great deal canbe seen and learned with-
in the walls of a prison.

There were only twenty-three deaths in Wheeling
during June.

Upon noquiry, last
evening, we found that we rcr considerably mistaken, and in
order to do Mr. 31, utice, we give the particulars of the matter
as related by SLrry himself, whom we found at the police-office,
but still pale and very weak. Sorry is a man of reliability, and
we have no hesitation in giving his story.

lie says that, on Monday night, as he was passing Mticler's
grocery-being on duty at t the time- etier invited him to take
a drink. He accepted the invitation, but stood outside-the reg.
ulations not permitting a policeman to drink inl a public house.
M3estier was abont to bring the liquor to him, when a female cus-
tomer entered the grocery, and he stopped to wait on her.--
Whilst so engaged, a man named Charles L. Bernird, of a very
vagabondish reputation, proposed to wait on Sorry. The offer
was accepted, and Berniard brought out a glass of brandy ond a
glass of water, both of which Sorry swallowed, and then pro-
eeded on his beat.

In about two minutes, he felt a burling sensation in his throat,
which extended downwards, and put him to the greatest pain.
tiemet anothoerpoliceman, aud told hhnm that he belitteed he

was poisoned, and narrated the particulars. The other police-
nman at once explined the matter by stating that he knew ner-

niord was in tle habit of errying a viol of Croton oil in his
pocket. By advice, Sarry at once went to the narket and drank
about a quart of milk. O be then went back to tlestier's, and
asked to see t mbottle which Belnilrd had taken the brandy
from. afestier sat a bottle on the counter, lhich lhe said le was
sure was the one that had been used. Sarry told him he be-
lievedhewas poisoned,and asked him to drink some of thile
brandy, for an experiment. lMetier did so, and it bad no viei-
ble effect upon him. Sarry being now very ill, went to the po-
lice station, and was soon taken down with what appeared to be
the Asitlc cholera in its worst shape. He was taken thence
home, and was not able to leave his room until yesterday.

This, of course, acquits Mestioer of the poisoning, and will nc-
quit him before the Recorder; but Sarry is of opinion that he
was still an accessory to the act, by reason of his great familiar-
ity with Beraltrd, whomn he permitted to sloff in his grocery a
great part of the time, and because he once said (which Sarry
says he can prove by a good witness) that if tie could, he would
poison half thepolicemten ht town, even if he knew he would
he hung fo it afterwoards.

Bernird i a t very notorious character, having several times
been before the Recorder for smashlng his mother's furniture,
and Laving, among the police, the reputation of a Orst-class
thief. tte has not been arrested yet. le is, we should think, a
nie specimen of ayouneg int to haveo li headquarters in a
grocery posoessiog any pretensions to respectability.
