Thirty-Fonr-th Congreas-.Frst Session.
WASHINGTON, July .ll-Senate.-The Senate pro-ceeded to the consideration of private-bills.
House.-tr. Oliver, of Missouri, from the minorityof the ansasa Investigating Committee, made a re-

port in which he says that the resolution on whichthe committee was made was simply to collect evi-dence and report it to the Houase. Ste had .no expec-tation beyond this being done; He arraigns the re-port of the majority as being altogether exparte, re-marking that many of the statements are made with-out a fact from the testimony to support them.He also states that the evidence shows that MI.Whitfield was duly elected a delegate to Congress inNovember of 185t, and while the testimony is con,flicting, and directly contradicting in some points rel-ative to the election of 1856, for members of the leg.islature, yet from the whole it clearly appears that
the anti-slavery pasty was o the minority Iinfourteenott of eighteen election districts.

The aggregate votes cast for their candidates
throughout the Territory, as they appear from thebooks, was short of eight hundred, while by the cea-oos taken in the Territory before, there were 2,005 e-gal voters, without allowance for immigration of be.-a-fide settlers, after the census and before the elec-tion. He states that there is no evidence that any
force or violence was used to prevent any man from
voting in the entire Territory, and there is no evi-dence of a single assault and battery about voting onthat day-no evidence of assailing in the slightest de-
gree the correctness of Governor Reeder's judgment
in awarding certificates of election to the members ofthe Legislatore. That Legislature was a proper law-making body, and therefore its laws were valid as faras consistent with the constitution of the UnitedStates and the organic act; and Mr. Whitfield being
duly elected in pursuance of law thus passed, is enti-
tled to his seat.

MI. Oliver reviews at great length the xistlingtrodbles in Kansas, saying from the evidence that theyare preparing chargeable to the revolutionary move-ments of those who got up the Topeka Constitution
and have pledged themselves to resist the laws at all
hazards.

TERRIBLE HAIL STORM IN CANADA.-On the 3d
inst. a disastrous hail storm occurred at La Chute,
Lower Canada., which did very great damage to the
crops, buildings, fences, etc. .- ,

The storm swept over an area of about thuee miles.
The hail was aotually the size of a butternut, andcame down with such force, as in some cases to pene-
trate through the shingles of the roofs. All the win-
dows exposed to the North were broken, and the hail
came in, covering the floors of the rooms; the depth
of the rain in the open field was fully two inches.Some women, through fear, run out, and their facesare literally black and blue from the pelting hail. Anumber of sheep and fowls werel killed, and the fields
are strewn with dead crows and smaller birds. The
greatest injury sustained, however, is the growing
crops; potatoes, cabbage, etc., are cut down as witha scythe. Many of our farmers have saflered the en-
tire loss of their crops, as they were so for advanced
that they will not recover; fine fields of wheat andcorn, that they looked on with pride at noon, were in
one hour afterward shorn of every blade. The wind
was so strong as to blow down sheds, bars, and most
all the fences in many cases, carrying heavy fencingtimber to a considerabclle distance into the filds.

ToE SOUTHERN RAILROAD CONEvT.IO.. - The
Richmond Dispatch contains the closing proceedings
of this body. As they are of interest to the city of
New Orleans, we copy the following:

The committee on fixing the price of a through
ticket between Wshington and New Orleans, reduced
the price to $48. The former price was $53. The re-
port of the committee was adopted.

A resolution was adopted, fixing the rate of speed
on tile roads, exclusive of stoppage, at twenty miles
per hoar.

A discussion, very generally participated in, took
place with regard to the express business on railroads,and the propriety of the roads taking it into their
own hands. No resolution was adopted, as it was ar-
gued that each company could control the matter to
its own interest.

A committee of threo was appointed to conferwith
the olficers of the roads north of Weldon, and urge
the re-establishment of the second train on Sunday.

A committee was also appointed to collect informa-
tion upon the most feasible plan for the conotraution
of a Southern railroad to the Pacifico, and to inquiro
into the practicability of the construction of a road
on which thle greatest possible expedition betweenthe
Atlantic and tie Pacific can be attained.

Carpt. Win. B. Phillips was appointed the New Or-
leans agent of tihe several roads, at a yearly salary of
$5,500, out of which he is to do all the advertising of
the route.

Several other matters were disposed of, when the
convention adjourned to' meet next IMay at Augausta,
Georgia. -_. _

And now we entreat you, by every consderntin of
patriotism and picty=-by the memory of our fathers-
by the blood whicih porchased our lihertis-by the
Sillhtrios deedgof Bunker Hill and Yorktown-by
the history of the past-by the 'millions, living anl
unborn, whosewelfaroe depends on the preservation of
-sur Unio--and especiall y our religimsprssperity,
so creatly increused under oar excellent faovernmcet
to "' Iolsow thl thinsi which mlc fosr penace."
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
