Some little repairs areneeded,
as well as $900 which the city owes the institution. p
The Boys' Asylum on Josephine street, in the Fourth
District, has 10t boys from two to fourteen years old.
Health good, education excellent, but sleeping ac-
commodations bad.

The Orphans' Home, near Magazine, between Sev-
enth and Eighth streets, in the same district, con- I
tains 115 children, orphans and half-orphans, of both
sexes, brothers and sisters not being separated.
The children get their education at tle public
schools, the sane as those who have parents. The
institution is highly spoken of in every respect, and
acompliment awarded to Itrs. Lowe, the Governess. 1

The St. Elizabeth Female Asylum, or House of In-
dustry, on Magazine street, contains seventy girls,
aged from nine to eighteen years. These girls are
graduates from Sister Regis' Asylum, and are here
"taught the useful and ornamental branches of
hopse-keeping, and thus fully prepared for the actual
duties of life."' . Their sewing and embroidery is pro-
nounced fine.

The Immaculate Conception Asylum and House of
Industry for Orphan Girls, at the corner of Desire and
Love streets, in the Third District, has sixty-one girls,
aged from three to eighteen years. It was commenced
in 1851, with ive iive little orphans. It isa modelofcom-
fort, cleanliness, and good management.

The St. Mary's Asylum for Boys, in tihe Third Dis-
trict, contains two hundred and seventy-two boys,
from infancy to fourteen years-who " to all appear-
auces are much better off than many who have pa-
rents in our city." The school-.rooms are too small,
and badly ventilated.

The St. Anna Asylum, or Home for Widows and
their Children, at the corner of Prytanin and St.
Mary streets, in the 'ourth District, contains forty-
eight widows and fifty children; some of the widows
being quite old and infirm. The children goo o tile
public schools,and are well provided for. The widows
are engaged in useful employments. Mrs. Barr is the
Governess.

The Home for Jewish Widows and Orphans, on
Jackson street, in the Fourth District--which was
organized in Mnarch, 1855-contains three widows
and nineteen orphans. It is an excellent institution,
in every respect, and has a good school attached.

The Ladies of Providence Asylum for Widows and
Children, on Laharpe street, in the Third District-

a incorporated in 1852---ontains thirty-eight widows

and twenty-one children. It is in a quiet, retired
spot, and in good condition. "The main building
contains the chapel, school-room, directresses' room,
n lady superior's, etc. Most of the inmates are located

in clean, neat cottages and a row of buildings which
nearly surround the main edifice ; the space between,
containing halfto to threequarters of an acre, being

f cultivated as a vegetable garden, with borders of

Sflowers, shrubbery, grape-vines, fig and peach-trees--
e thus affording exercise and indtmtry.tothe inmates."
