Of course, to ce pre rrs iuorolni II ,

we do not urge anything like a universal system of
block paving. But, we think it bught to be in-

troduced, or at least continued by degrees, the differ-
ent thoroughfares taking their turn according to'their

importance. We have one noble square block
thoroughfare-Tchooupitoulas and Old Levee streets-

extending from Napoleon Avenue to the Lower Cot-
ton Press, a distance of six miles-one of the finest

streets in the whole Union, for business purposes.
We have other important thoroughfares tlhat are

partially paved with blocks, and ought to be cosm-

pleted. Margazine, as well as Tchoupitoulas, is a con-

tinuation of Old Levee street, and is paved with

square blocks in the Fourth District. The street is

an important one, and abundantly entitled to a con-

tinuation of the square blocks from the Fourth Dis-

trict terminus to Canal street. The square blocks of

Chartres street ought likewise to be continued up

Camp street as far at least as Prytania. The condi-

tion of Camp street from Canal to Poydras is really a
disgrace to the city. The street contractors are con-

tinually patching and scraping it; still it is con-

tinually full of holes, and disgustingly muddy in wet
weather.

Camp and Magazine streets have gone far beyond
their regular apprenticeship to round stones and mud,
and are by every consideration of necessity and jus-

tice entitled to square blocks. We would like also to
see thesquare blocks of Royal continued up St. Charles

street, as far as Tivoli Circle: but tlhat is not so much

of a commercial street, and we can let it pass for the
present. -

For Camp and Magazine streets, however, we will
not abate one jot of our demand : and, with all proper
respect, we commend the system of square block

paving to the consideration of the present Common
Council, and urge upon that body the particular
necessity of improving Camp and Magazine streetsby
that system, thereby giving them that cleanliness and
easiness of passage to which their central position

and commercial importance fairly entitle them. If

the expense is too great for one year, make a com-

mencement by paving them as far as Poydras or

Julia street this year, leaving to your successora the
duty of completing the work.

The night mail train from New York to Boston en-

countered a rail maliciously placed across the track
near Long Meadow Station, four miles from Boston,
ot about 11 o'clock on the night of the 13th instant,
throwing it from the track and badly smashing the
engine, tender and baggage car, and considerably in-
juring the passenger car, in which, however, no one
was injured. The engineer was badly hurt but will
probably recover. The fireman had his head frac-
tured and leg broken. No clue has yet been obtained
to the perpetrators of this diabolical outrage.

Ther are thirty-three papers in Pennsylvania with
the names of Fillmore and Donelson at their head,
and the Philadelphia Inquirer and about thirty other
old line Whig papers are also active in the support of
Fillmore, but have not placed his name at the head of
their editorial columns.

It was rumored in Washington on the 12 inst., that
after IMr. Woodruff had concluded his remarks in the
House on that day, Mr. Brooks informed him, through
Mr. Savage, that he took exceptions to them, and in-
timated a meeting. Mr. Woodruff declined, on the
ground that it was contrary to his religious views, and
a violation of the laws of the land.

The American Executive Committee of Alleghany
county, Pa., unanimously endorsed the nomination of
Fillmore and Donelson, on the 12th instant.

There were 110 deaths in the c:ty of Baltimore du-

ring the week ending on Monday, the 14th instant, of

whom 83 were under one year, and 30 between one
and two years. Compared with the report of the

previous week, this shows a decrease of 18.

The number of deaths in the city of New York

during the week ending Sunday, the 13th inst., was

were minors.
