SWINE AND THEmP VALUE AT THE WEST.-The nnm-
her of hogs in the States of Ohio, Indiana, Michigan
and Kentucky at this time, is estimated by the editor
of the Ohio Farmer at 10,943,334, which at $3 a
head, a fair average value of the stock, amounts to
$32,830,002. If fat and sold in New York, they
would average $10 a head, $109,433,3l0. The pork
interest of the whole country is almost beyond belief,
its magnitude isso great. The census report of stock
owned by farmers in 1849, gave the number of hogs
in the United States at over thirty millions. It is
more than fifty per cent. greater now, and the ave-asge value is at least $3-say one hundred and fifty
millions of dollars invested in stock hogs.

A large cabinet manufacturing establishment, bc-
longing to Messrs. Jaques & Hay, together with all
the adjacent buildings, lumber-yards, wharves, etc.,
were entirely consumed by fire at Toronto (C. W.,)
on the 16th inst.
