At 11 o'clock a processionformed on the plaza, and
in accordance with a programme previously arranged;
marched to the provisional President's house, where
the flag of the Republic was presented to them, and
the President and Vice President elect took their
places in the procession and were escorted to theP
plza.

After'the arrival at the plaza, Don Fermin Ferrer,
the provisioal President, delivered a valedictory ad-
dress, in wlhich he said to Gen. Walker as follows :
You have been called to your present eminence by

the people, in despite of a multityde of impostures
and insidious stratagems practiced bjthe demagogues
and enemiesof progress and liberty in Central Amer-
ica, because an istinctive sense:' of self-preservation
and high aspirations gave rise toethis result of a uni-
versal and pouilar suffrage.. With sincere and heart-
felt pleasureI deliver to you the supreme'comnmnd
of the Republic, in the certainty thatyon wiltibdetow
upon it tranquility, progress and respectability.
On finishing his address he turned to Gen.Walker
Itd administered the bath 'o oflice. While the oath

was being read,Gen. Walker was-ornj isonfieea, andi
made his responses whilst in tihat position.

The oath is as follows :
-Yon solemnly promise and swear to govern the free
Republic of Nicaragua, and sustain its independent
and territorial integrity with all your power, and to
iexecute justice according to the principles of republi-

cdnism and religion.
"I promise and swear," responded the President.
You promise and swear, whenever it may be in

your power, to maintain the law of God, the true
profession of the Evangelists, and the religion of the
crucifixion.

" I promise and swear," responded the President.
In the name of God and the sainted Evangelists,

you swear to comply with thof e.obligations, and to
make it your constant guard to fulfil al that is herein
promised.

I swear:," responded the President.
And for this, the succession is committed to you

firmly by these presents; by authority of the Secre-
tary of Government, charged with the general dis-
patches.
After the oath had been administered, cheer after

cheer rose from the Americans assembled, mingled
with the Iusty iesrs of the natives.
After silence had been restored, President William

Walker delivered the following '
Inasugural Aldt e•ss.

In assuming the duties of the. Presidency of the
Republic, I feel deeply the difficulties and responsi-
bilities which the office involves. The State is
menaced by dangers from without and within, and
there is need of sleepless vigilance and untiring energy
to preserve the Government from the enemies ivhich
threaten it. In order, therefore, to administer prop-
erly a the sRfirs of the Republic, I require 'all the
assistance I an derive from the patriotism of its citi-
zens, and from the skill, eourage and self-restraint of
its soldiers. On them and on theDivine Providence
which controls and directs the coarse of states and
empires, I rely for aesistance in the proper discharge
of the duties 1 this day assmne.

The Republic has reached an era in its history not
second in importance to the day of her independence
from the Spanish monarchy. The 15th of September,
1821, was the opening of the revolutionary epoch of
Nicaragua. I hope this day maybe its close. The

treggles of thirty-five years have, it is to be hoped,
taught the people that liberty is not to be obtained
amidst tie petty feuds of contending chieftains, and
that prosperity does not result from a constant state
of civil broils and intestine commotions. After a long
series of bloody conflicts, the Republic has need of
internal peace and quiet for the development of its
varied resources. I sincerely trust that all good citi-
zens will assist me in the maintenance of that order
which is the first reqoisite of a well-governed State,
and without which all national development or indi-
vidnal welfaire is impossible.

Not only is internal order required for the ad-
vancement of material wealth and prosperity, but also
for tihe proper defence of the Republie from the ex-
ternal enemies which threaten its repose. The other
four States of Central America, without reason and
justice, have undertaken to isterfere iu the domestic
alffirs of Nicaragua. Conscious of their own weak-
ness, and fearful lest the prosperity of Nicaragua
should detract from their wealth, these neighboring
States are enviously endeavoring to interrupt our
progre by force of arms. The imbecile rulers of
these States, too, feeliog that they have foiled to per-
form their duties to the people they undertake to
goveri, dread lest their impoverished counitrymen
may finally fly for refuge to those who have redeemed
Nicaragua from anarchy and ruin. Dioved by such
ignoble sentiments, these miserable relies of a once
powerfull ristoeracy are striving to impede the mm'ch
of events in this Republic. But the inmotence of
their efforts is beginning to be made nansifest to
themselves and to tihe world; oand they are now ap-
peariig as bliud instrumoente in tlie haods of an oll-
wise Providence, wshich, out of the bad pnswioss and
unworthy modives of men, eduoes good nod improve-
mont.
iniirse relations with the nmre iowerftl ustions of
