The tiorecastle becamne an almost
impenetrable thicket, and the cabin a boautiful arbor.
The rudder post being made of white oakl, grew up
into a "live oak" tree, which aflordedagratefulthade
to the man at the helm, though he was sometimes au-
noyed by the acorus rattling upon his tarpaulin hat.
Tile toasts becoaec very impoing withb theirevergreea
foliage, and, strange to relate, the foretolpmast, which
had been carried away in a gle, grew out again, and
the altitude of all thle malsts wasi so much increased
as to render the brig exceedingly crank. The vessel
had boughs oi her stern, and the figurehead, (speaek-
ing figumtively) was as full of boughs as a dancing
master. They were obliged to prune tile bowsprit
and esome of tle spars twice a week. Tile quarter
deck wasn covered with shrubbery, and thle cooke ;

Thlrty-Fourth Congress-F'lst Session.

WASRurOTOvh, Augnst 2.-Senate.-There was no
meeting of the Senate.

House-The House passed eleven of its own and
sixof the Senate's privatehills.

The House then went into committee on the fortifi-
cation appropriation bill.

After the bill had been amended, on motion of Mr.
-Stanton, it was reported to the Hduse with a recom-
mendation to strike out the enacting clause, with a
view to its defeat. This was agreed to-yeas 60,

The point was raised that the first hbusines now
was to vote on the amedments, nt the Spealeer de-
eided that as the only thing reported to the House
was the recommendation to strike out the enacting
clause, the amendments were thus cut off; and the
vote most be on the pasoage of the original bill.

Mr. Matteson moved that the bill be laid on the
table, but the:motion did not prevail-yeas 66, nays
92.

The bill was tben passed. It appropriates $1,583,-
300, inclding S150,i00 for Fort Carroll, MaryLand.

The House then went into committee on the bill
making appropriations for the legislative, executive
and judicial expenses of the Government for the year
ending June 30, 1857.

Mr. Herbert, of California, made a personal expla-
nation in answer to the varionus charges latelybrought
against him from all quarters of the Union--from the
Paeifit as well as the Atlantic coast-impugning his
character as man of honor and integrity.
