The Bishop elaborately n
details the system by which he proposes to attain
this'end, and isnot unmindful, at the same time, of j
the duties that necessarily devolve upon him as the

head of his Church in this State, in the effort to.ad-
vanCe its benefits to all within its control. He says, a
plainly, that he desires that the institution which he I
proposes should be founded opon and governed by n
the tenets of the Protestant Episcopal Ch ,rch,but

that the benefits of such an institution should be

freely opened to the grasp of all, of whatever per-
suasion, who might desire to avail themselvesof them
on the same terms "they were dispensed to the

children of the Churchb."
Tisd, though it' is proposed that the institution

conteniplated should be under the control of the par-
ticular denomination of which the writer of the let- t
ter referred to is a faithful and ealous member, yet its c
portals are intended to be thrown open to the en-
trance and free admission of all creeds. The govern-
ment of the college is to be in the hands of those
who build it ; its benefits are to be shared by all alike. C
It is to be catholic. Southern parents who have
heretofore sent their children North in order to ob-

tain for them a classical education,becausesuch could S
not be had at the South, will be induced hereafter, in
the event of the establishment of such a college, to
send them to an institution avowedly associated with

the principles and peculiar ideas of the South.
The Bishop eloquently says: " I cannot conceive

of an agency more powerful for good, in the largest
sense, than such institutions as those now respectfully i
proposed. By their establishment, we might serve
the State by founding schools we have the means of
making equal to any on the continent, which would
be, of course, open to all, which would relieve our
owin people of the necessity of sending their children
away for that education they ate entitled to at home,
and would, while they required the highest standard
of intellectual developement, breathe that spirit of
chastened and dignified conservatism, for which the
Church is so confessedly distinguished.'

The locality of the first, of the colleges proposed is
considered in a spirit of liberality that ignores all con-
e siderations of local prejudices or interests. After giv-

ing a concise yet graphic review of the various rail-
roads traversing the States of the South and South-
d west, the Bishop proceeds : " Thus we have a system
of railroadst traversing Tennessee, Arkansas, Texas,
Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama, Florida, Georgia,

less by the strong and emphatic condemnation of the
popular voice.

Their latest revolutionary move is to withhold the b
applroriations for the civil expenses of the Govern-

ment, until Congress shall pass some measure " for

the relief of Kansas," asthey call it. They havesuc-
ceededin carrying through the House an amendment t
of this sort to the fortification bill. But the Senate,
of course, will arrest it. A committee of conference
of the two houses will have to be appointed, and be-

tween the two it is not unlikely that the bill will fail

altogether. This fortification bill was originated ear-
ly in the session, and was called " the three millioni

bill," that being the amount appropriated by it.
They have, however, cut it down to one million nine

hundred thousand. The bill, on its own merits, would

pass without difficulty. By being made the vehicle

of Black Republican venom it may be lost. On that

party let the responsibility rest.

TRAVELING CORRESPONDENCE.

CrxCIro.TI, July 31, 185.
3lcssrs. Editors Crescent-Since I left home I have

passed through the States of Pissouri, Illinois, in-
diana and much of Ohio, and have kept regularly
sounding the people upon the subject of the Presi-
dential election. I find that the Black Republicans,
Free-soilers; Abolitionists and Dislmiorists are pretty
equally divided between Fremont and Buchanan ; I
aind the National Union men, and the elderly, cool-

headed, reflecting and intelligent portion of the com-
munity, all to a man in favor of Fillmore.

I have my passage engaged in the steamer Persia,
to sail from New York for Liverpool on the 5thl of
August, and notwithstanding I feel so much anxiety
about the result of the pending Presidential election,
that unless I tind when 1 reach Washington City that
the South be not likely to vote as a unit for Fillmore,
I shall decline my European tour until another season,
as I shall feel indisposed to extend my commercial
business until I see the result of the crisis through
which this happy country is about to pass. How
unnatural and strange for the South to suppose for a
moment that Mr. Buchanan is sufficiently sate for
themn If they suppose so, they are miserably mis-
taken. As well might one expect a NIcthodist minis-
ter to be raised from a Catholic father and mother,
born, raised uip and educated in Rome, as to expect
Mr. Buchanan, situated as he is, surrounded by the
enemies of slavery, and being supported by the same,
and being among them, and having been all his life
opposed to it, to be sufficiently sound for the tarue in-
terest of the South. I would say, therefore, to the
South that if they do not intend to vote as one man
for Fillmore, instead thereof to let their prejudices
carry them away from their true interest and vote for
Buchaana, to call a Southern Convention at tire
earliest day possible, and let that delegation be com-
posed of the best men of tile American, Democratic
and old line Whigs, and for these three great parties
to lay down all party feeling and select candidates for
President and Vice President entirely from the South,
and let the South vote as a unit for the nominations.
