here last evening. Ve hada verly pleasant passge
acrbss the gulf; we left the mouth of the Mississippi
on the twenty-eighth of June, at 10 o'clock, and
croseed the bar of the Coatzacoalcos at 5 o'clock on
the fourth of July; our little band all in good health
and spirits. We stopped over night opposite the cus-
tom-house. The officers boarded us immediately on
our landing, and treated us with the greatest courtesy,
and contrary to Mexican habits, evinced some degree
of alacrity in examining our papers and dispatching us
on our way up the river, they seemed to he very glad
that we had come, and all the natives hail our arrival
with every demonstration of joy. The river we found
very fine and easy to navigate to within six miles of
this place, where there are a few snags to be removed,
which can be done in four or five days, and then it
will be one of the finest rivers to navigate for boats
drawing two and a half feet of water; and four
months of the year boats drawing fifteen fcet water
come here with ease and safety. Our force has gone
vigorously to work under our vigilant and energetic
superintendent, Col. Pratt, whose ready busineataurn
has infused into our minds the utmost confidence in
our undertaking. I write this in great haste, merely
to let you know that we have arrived in safety. I
will hereafter be more explicit. S

' If there be those, North or South, who desire an
adminiostmtion for the North as against the South. or
for the South as against the North, they are not the
men who should give their suffrages to me.

each to his own proper constituencyandthe country ;
they still adhere in spiritto the position then assumed
by them, and are now manfully battling for the only
truly national candidate in the field for the Presidency
in the person of Millard Fillmore.

The adoption of any previous test or determination
spon sucn questions, or the institution of slavery, as
is now attended by the fanatics of tile North as well
as by the fire-eaters of the South, by any national
parey, only degrades it ito a factlion, which results
in the establishment of a party for the North as
against the South, or for the South as against the
North.

As to the President of our land, we say, in the
name of God,let him be the President of our whole
nsation, one who lnows nothing but his country ; and
if we-haveany sectional feeling let us trample it in the
dust, and cast our suffrages for a national man, that
or nationality may be maintained.
