The.most destructive storm during the present cen- c

tUry, so far as property was concerned, and which t'

passed over Louisiana, was the hurricane on the 19th p

Augost, 1812. The damage among the shipping was I
immense. The U.S. vessel iEtna was sunk at the c
levee. Fort StnPhilip, seventy miles below the city,
was sbmerged and many of the soldiers drowned. t

Thue market-house, located on the site of the presentS
miarket houae in the Second District, was blown down,
andt•elanury to the crops, houses, feices and gar-
dens, though they were small compared to those of

the present day, amounted to amillion of dollars.
In the year 1815, on the 23d September, a most de-

steuctive gale passed over the sea-shore of the New 1
England States, causing great loss of life and prop-
erty of all desriptions. The tide inmniny placesrose
higher than it was ever before, carrying before it,
with the force of the wind and waves, buildings of

every kind ; detrovingwbarves, and causing the de-
structionof thedntstanding drops. Rivulets turned

into boolks, brooks into creeks, creeks into rivers,

and rigrs became a part and parcel of the sea. This

was fi the most severe storm that memory and his-

tory give asas passing over the New England States,

or rather the entire Atlantic coast from the Carolinas
t the Bay of Fandy.

In Lthe month of July, 1$19, New Orleans and its

environswas visited by a storm of wind and rain of

unusual duration. The water in the lakes rose as high
'as they have at many times since; the population

being'very sparse back of what is now called Ram-

part street, the damage was trifling compared to the
hurricaneof the 19th August, 1812. There was only
one outlet to the lake, and that was via Carondelet
canal and the Bayou St. John. On the Gulf shore,
the village of Shieldsborough (Bay St. Louis) was the

only settlement of note. At this place the gale was

severe and caused great damage. The most serious
less on the lakes was that of the United States

schooner Firebrand, which foundered at her anchors,
off Henderson's Point, and every soul of her crew,
thirty-nine in number, perished. Pass Christian, Mis-

sissippi City and Biloxi, were not then known as
villages.
The next severe gale, attended with loss of life

and property, was in 1822. During this gale, which
was about as lengthened and fatal as any, the Mobile

packet sechooner Washington, Capt. McCloud, with
thirty passengers, hound for Mobile, capsized off the
Bay of St. Louis, or ratter, it is believed she struck

on the Mesilla Bank, or Square Handkerchief, as it is
called, and was totally lost with every soul. Several
other vessels met the same fate at the same time, with
all their crews. The Coroner of Hancock county,
Miss., held inquests on forty-eight bodies, which came

ashore after the gale. During the same month an
equally disastrous gale passed over the Atlantic coasts,
causing great loss of both lives and property.

Although it is generally believed that within tropics
hurricanes are more frequent during the months of

July, August and September, yet history veems to
confirm, that Northerh latitudes are eqanlly as sub-
Cro tten tem.

Learned astronomers have, from time to time, at-
temptedto account for these periodical visitations, for
we can cal themof thatnature. We have not yet been
favored with any satisfactory solution of their cames
and severity, and can only submit to the laws of
pature regarding them.

It is an old adage that all signs fail in dry weather,
at this time it can be reversed and madeto read that
all signs fail in wet weather.

In August, 1831, another severe stCcrm assed over
the southern part of our State, extending its ravages
Eaatward of Mobile, and Westward as far as the
limits of civilization and settlements at that time.
Our city suffered considerably, so did the country
-sugar and cotton crops included. The shipping in
port suffered greatly. Among the disasters was that
of the new ship Boy, (of 400 tons) of Newport-a
large ship in those days-which was forced by the
wind and waves of the Mississippi river high and dry
on the levee, in front of where now stands the Red
Stores-between the two markets of the now Second
District. This ship was abandoned, and sold for ac-
count of the underwriters. Smaller vessels-Wrest In-
dia and Mfexican traders-were also driven on shore.
The damage among the pirogues and minor traders
was very large.

The next great gale was in 1837, which was very
disastrous and fatal on the Lake, so far as the loss of
property was concerned. The damage to the Pont-
chartrain flailroad, at the Lake, was very great.
The steam marine employed on the Lakes suffer-
ed heavily. The low pressure steamer Merchant was
totally wrecked, a few hundred yards from the pier-
bead of the railroad. The packet Columbia was
driven ashore ; and the damage to Milneburg was so
heavy, it does.not appear to have fully recovered
from, its effects to this day. The water from the
Lakes was forced into the swamps, and finallybacked
up as far as Rampartstreet, of course inundating the
entire area between the outskirts of the city and the
Lake.

Although we have had a pretty damp and aqueous
time since the inception of the present week, still
there are precedents. If our limits would permit,
we would extend our reminiseencenes bat the occur-
rences of many severe storms during the past fifteen
years are undoubtedly fresh on the minds of our
readers, and we close to-day with the hope that we
shall soon be favored with light skies and a return of
that weather which characterizes the ever genial
sunny Bouth.

The particulars of the late melancholy disaster will
he learned by reference to another column.

Letter from Plaquemines.

PARISH OF PLA.QUEMrINE, Aug. 12, 1856.
Editors Crescent : The late storm which passed

over this portion of the State proved very disastrous,
particularly to our rice growers at Point-a-l-Hacehe
and vicinity. The waters overflowed the country over
a large extent totheheightof several feet. Although
the damages sustained by the crops were much exag-
gerated at firt;yet I am of opinion that about half 1
of the growing rice was lost on the left bank of the
river. On tile right I cannot say whether the losses
amount to as much, but at any rate they must be
great.

The steamer Ceres, our packet boat, is hard aground c
on Mr. E. Lawrence's batture, right bank of the river,
forty-five miles below the city.

Since the above has been written, I have learned
from a reliable source that the sugar c:ae crop suffered
slightly in the upper part of the parish.

Little is said in public about the Presidential con-
test, but I can assure you that both parties are hard
at work.
