is crossetd by pile bridge, a cow suddenly made her
appearance upon the bridge between the tracks, and
was caught by the engine, which jumped front the
railse into the slough below, a portion of the tlrin fol-
lowingit. The iron pilot of the engine was com-
pletely doubled up. The engineer, Henry Haws, was
instantly killed-the upper portion of his skull being
completely cut from his head. When found he was
standing upright in the car, with his hand upon the
wiiitle lever. The firemanu, although buried in tihe
wreck, esOeapod without serious injury. The track
snas considerably torn up.

A most destructive fire occurred in Chicago on the
night of the 13th inst. It commenced in the Walker
House, and spread to the immense freight depots of
the Rock Island and Michigan Southern Raildroad,
which were entirely destroyed, together with several
loaded oars ; from thence it spread to the Rock Island
Machine Shop and Grain Warehouse, and Flint
Wheeler's Grain Warehouse, which were all consider-
ably damaged, being saved from entire destruction
only by the efforts of the firemen and citizens.

The imports of sugar into the United
States during the last five years amounted to 2,234,-
000,000 pounds, or an average of 446,000,000 pounds
annually. The exports amounted to 110,000,000, or
an average of 23,000,000 annually. The consumption
of foreign sugar in the United States, in the last five
years, reached 2,116,000,000 pounds, or 423,200,000
annually. The product of sugar in the United States
during that time was 1,795,000,000 pounds, or an av-
erage of 350,000,000, of which was exported about
30,000,000 pounds. The consumption in that period
of sugar grown in the United States was 1,766,000,-
000, or an average of 353,200,000, making a total
consumption of 776,000,000 pounds per year. Taking
tihe population of the United States at twenty-five
millions, and the total consumption of foreign and
domestic sugar in the United States is equal to 31
pounds ppr year for each man, woman and child in
the entire country."

TheHouse restored the proviso by a majority of

two, and voted to adhere to it by a majority of four.
A motion to reconsider the latter vote, was tabled

by a majority of one.
The Senate adjourned before the House voted on

the motion to adhere to the proviso.

MIessrs. Editors.--Some four or five years ago it

was proposed to build a railroad upon the Levee, from
the upper to tile lower line of the city. The scheme,
however, did not meet with favor, and was finally
abandoned. Moore recently we have had a plan pro-
posed for a railroad on Magazine street, which was
violently opposed by property holders on the lower
part of that street. We think it was unfortunate for the
city that these improvements were not made, believ- t

ing that our city cannot alford to lose any advantages
in the race for commercial distinction with her sister
cities.

We must not be deterred from making necessary I
improvements, because the immediate interest of a
small class might possibly be made to suffer. No
great improvement has been commenced without en-
countering the opposition of some, whose interests
might be injuriously affected. The Grand Canal in
New York, and the great railroad from Baltimore to
the Ohio river, were both strongly opposed at their
commencement. I remember that one of the strongest
arguments relied upon by the opponents of the rail-
road was, that the waggon interest would be destroy-
ed, the waggoners having had a fine business in haul-
ing goods through from Baltimore to Wheeling, at $3
per one hundred pounds, occupying eighteen days to
make the trip.

It is vain to expect to make great improvements
without finding opposition from some. The question
in regard to all such undertakings should be, will the
improvement proposed benefit a large majority of the
people, and be of general and increasing utility ? The
immediate interests of somic may suitfr, but may not
their remote interests be benelited ? It is a good rule,
therefore, to enter upon all such improvements as
promise to be of increasing utility to the whole city.

I read the following iin your paper of Thursday
morning :

" The Boston Courier predicts that horse railroads
are destined to supercede the omnibus system in tll
large cities. The editor allirms that the cnutge will
betirought about, not to gratify the hopes of mere
speculators and capitalists, but by the commot dei
mant d of the people who will have realired the sutpe-
rior advantages of the railtravel-the general omlbfrt,
speed and even motion, over that of the omnibus sys-
tem with its attendant tossing and jouncing on rough
pavemnents and unteven roads."

Now, we know of no city where the system of
horse railroad could be put in operation so easily as in
New Orleans, and we are gratified to see that our
fullo

0-- citizens of the lower part of the city are of the
olto olinion, and have already scut petitions to the
Council for the privilege of running rail cars through
certain streets.

There is a good opportunity now to make a fair
experiment with a horse railroad, running fromn Poy-
dors street to the uplper line of the city. By opening
Foucher street fronom Girod to Julia, which can be clone
at small expense, as there are but two warehouses in
the way, one of which is of but little value, a perfect
thoroughfare may be formed through Constance into
Live Oak street, now called Constance street, the only
f impediment being the cutting through from Felicity
to St. Mary's street, which caul be done at small ex-
pense. The whole expense of opening the street
would be borne willingly by a company, to whom the
privilege of making and using the said road may be
granted for live years, they agreeing to charge but
five cents for each passenger.

When it is considered that the above named streets
are not paved, except a part of Foucher street, so that
there would be but little loss int taking up pavements ;
and also, that these streets are but little used for dray-
ing purposes, we think the experiment may be very
advantageously tried here.

A track four and a half feetwide, placed on one side
of the street, would be wide enough for passenger
Sars. We have no doubt that the company could
o afford to carry passengers for three cents, and make a
e good per centage upon their capital invested; but we
r. are willing to pay them five cents for the first five

years, after which they can afford to reduce the fire
to three cents, Itro ovotvr.

rticlo, so necessary to our subsistence. The reason
this" phenomenon" was, sty our bukers, that by

n ordinance lately passed by our Town Council, it
oas icmpossible for them to make anny profit on theirnor by converting it tobrend. Othc may be a good
rose of complaint, but it is no reason why their ven-
•.ance should fio upon their customers, for the faults
fthe Town Council. It had been better and more
ourteous in them to hmwn called upon their customers
nd informed themn of this matter before causing
hea this disagreeable surprise.

At all events these matters had taken a fortunate
ern, inasmuch as we have two bakers more in town,
cld so much mol bread and perhaps in greater pro-etloueos and cheaper.

TaeE GALE IN Sr. tMARTIN'S PAnRIn.-Tho New

It has never fallen to our lot to witness or recordhe desolating efboets of such a storm as occurred on
inanday, Monday and Tuesday of this week. Aboat

o'clolck P. f., on Sunday, dark threatening eloudsversleead the heavens, 'accompanied hy a slighet
Irizzling rain which continued until nearly mideiglet,

hen the wind suddenly changed to tile Souotheast,
ed lifm a stiff breeze soon became a perfect lhurri-
:ane, and continued with increasing violence nearly
hirty-six hours, daring which time the rain fell in
orrents.

The damage done in this vicinity by wind and flood
a the crops, buildings, fences, etc., etc., is beyond;omputation. The corn is Iprostrated ; the late pl1nrted
end more promising portion of the crop is a total

.win, and the earlier planted in had conlition to be
arvested ; as it is everywhere covered with earth,
nd in many places overflowed with water. The cot-
on crop has tared little better. The cane alone seemsbut little injured and where the water does not

cover it, will doabtless do well, unless some new ca-laaity befalls it. The bayou at thisplace rose seven-

oewn feet above the ordinary stge, aond as a conse-
quence the whole of the bayon portion of tie town,
embracing wharves, lumber-yerds, warehouses, coop-

ers shops, etc., etc., are wholly or in part snbmerged.
On the plantation of Jlohn F. Miller, adjoiningaown, the damage sustained was considerable; and

on his Island plantation the sugar house and out

sorks are a mass of arins--ris large stables blown
down, and much stock killed by the fall. Onc the
plantation of H. Hopkins, one of the chimneys of
the sugar house is blown down and consideralle
damage done to his negro quarters, fences, etc.; on
WeeksIsland thie sugar works and negro quarntes
are destroyed, and one or two negroes killed ; on Hays
C Rose's sland the sugar houses of Marsh A Avery
and John Hays, Sr., are blownc down, beside great
damage done their crops. From Bayou Petit Anee
and Bayou Tigre, we have but little intelligence, ex-
cept that those sections are pretty generally under
sater; on the praries many of the frail and tempo-
eary houses of new settlers are entirely destroyed, to-
gether with their crops ; at Cote Gelee many build-
ings were demolished.

Such is a brief sketch of the late storm and its ef-
fects in our immediate vicinity. At oreseat we are
isolated tfrom the rest of the world. TThe bayou is
the only thoroughtare that we can travel ; the bridges
in every direction are gone; our roads impasssble
trom water, or barricaded with fallen timber; and
withal we have not received a mail for a week from
any quarter.

The Marksville Villager, of the 16th inst., has the
following remarks in relation to the weather :

Since oulr last, a sad and unlooked-for change has
come over the prosperous appearance of tile crope
throughout the parish. The rain began to fall on
donday and kept pouring down in torrents the whole
day and night, aided by a furious wind, blowing down
fences and even houses; the low lands were compllete-
y nlooded, leaving the cotton, which epresented so fine
an aspect on the previous day, bent to the ground,
and a desolate picture to the beholder of the sudden
and disastroos work of the angry elements.

We have not yet Leen able to ascertain to what ex-
teut this disaster may atffet the craps of the parish
n general, but there is no doubt that it will be sorely
felt in many localities.

W•EATER, CROPS AND HIEuLTrn.-On this sublject

the Macon (Ga.) Telegraph, of the 19th instant, says :
On last Thursday the "windows of heaven" were

opened, and the people in this vicinity were blessed
vith a heavier rain than we have had for a long tine.

It has come almost too late for the corn crops about
lere, but it will be of great service to the cotton and
iotatoes. (Our city enjoys its usual good health. and
it is by no means as warm as it has heretofore been
his season.
