WASrtorTo, Auglst •tl-Senate.-The chair sub- t
mitted a mesosage from the President in answer to a
resolotion calling for Col. Fremont's accounts of his
receipts and disbursements as an officer of the Govern-
ment.

Several private bills were passed. tl
The report of the Committee of Conference on the

Civil Appropriation bill was agreedto by both houses.
It gives $0,000 forthe Washington Aqueduct, settles
the Baltimore Post-office controversybyappropriating b
$300,000 for the same, and providing forthe selection
of a site by a commission, rescinding the Exchange g
building contract. The proviso that the oenotruction
of all public buildings, except for defensive purposes,
be under civil superintendence was stricken out.

The House bill establishing aNaval Depot at Bruno- g
wick, Georgia, was postponed till next session.

Mr. Toombse from the ConferenceCommitteeon the
Army bill, reported that they were unable to agree,
and moved that the Senate adhere to its diagreement
and notify the Hosethereof. He thought there was
no chance of an ageement,and was willing to let the
consequences rest where they belong.

Mr. Clayton wanted to leave the door open till the
last moment. It was yet possible there would be an
agreement. So long as there was the i lightest hope
of that result, he wanted to use eonciliation, and he
hoped the word "insist" would be substituted for
"adhere." 0

Mr. Mason msaid he was willing toadhere, forhe saw I
no chance of an agreement. He was in favor of meet- t
ing the enemy on the threshhold.

Mr. Seward thought that must be figurative lan-
guage, for the enemy of whom the Senator from Vir-
ginia spoke was the House of Representatives--a co-
ordinate branch ofthe national Legislature-thatbody
was iu no sense the enemy of theSenatet:with alldef-
erence to the Senator from Virginia public sentiment
wis, in his opinion, the friend of eonstitutinal law I
and the principles on which our Government is
founded.

Mr. Clayton maid that if the bill was lost the army
must be disbanded, as they could not be paid and fed.
In that ease it would be the duty of the President to
call an extra session immediately. t

Mr. Toombs consented to change his motion and letit be " the Senate insist." He said the argument had
been held out that the army must be disbanded if the
bill failed. Let it be disbanded, but keep the consti-
tution for the protection of the people.

The motion to insist was agreed to-yeas 39, nays
12.

bIr. Bell, with reference to the report of the Com-
mittee on Naval Affairs in the case of L. Bartlett,
which'has been understood to reflect upon his char-
acter, stated that it was not the intention of the com-
mittee to express any opinion pro or con, but merely
to spread before the country the evidence in an im-
partial manner without drawing conclusion.

The Senate then passed a resolution agreeing to ex-
tend the session till 2 o'clock, seven Senators only
voting in the negative.

After other business of no special importance, the
Senate adjourned.

House-fThe House met at 9 o'clock. Mr. Aiken,
elected to supply the vacancy occasion by the death
of Mr. Miller, of Miissouri, was sworn in.

The Speaker laid before the House a letter from
Mr. Richardson, of Illinois, saying that he had re-
signed his seat.

Mr. Simmons, rising to a question of privilege, of-
fered a resolution that a committee of five be appoint-
ed to investigate the assault on Mir. Graneer iby 3Ir.
McMullen this morning, and report their action to the
Honce on the second Moneday of December.

Mr. Cobb. of Georgia, amid great confiusion, raised
the point of order that no question of privilege was
involved, saying that the few remaining minutes of
the session should not be consumed by an inquiry
into an assalot and battery case.

The Speaker decided that it was anquestion of priv-
ilege.

The resolution was then adopted.
Tihe Speaker appointed Messrs. Simmons, Smith,

of Virginia, tetit, Edie, and Fuller, of lMaine, to in-
vestigate the assault and battery committed by Mr.
McIullen on Mr. Granger.

Tre Kseusos AVENOnno-c--At 11 o'clock, lIr
Conpbeli's motion was disagreed to. Yeas 9S,;nays
1t3. ' .

Mr. Kieelele moved morved the appointment of nan-
otlher coemmittee of conference, but the Speaker de-
clarerd the motion out of order.

Mr. Wilson offered a resolution that with the con-
currenuce of the Senate tihe time for adjournment be
extended two hour.

In tihe midst of many objections and much confu-
sion, lMr. Cobb, of (:orgia, moved a suspension of
the rules. IlIe wishecd the majority to shoe the coun-
try their last real intentions in respect to the bill.
Tie motion was refused-yeas 131, nays 6S.

A resolution was received from the Senate to exn
tend the time for adjournment two hours.

The bell was ringing bfor 12 o'clock,when Mr. Camp-
bell of Ohio, moved to take up thle Senate resolution
extending the time of adjournment. The yeas and
nays were ordered, but betfore the call commenced
the Speaker announced the House adjourned, in ac-
cordance with the joint resolution fixing the hour.

The memlbers lingered in the ball for a few minutes,
some lamenting and others rejoicing over the defeat
of the Army bill.

The Hudson Star, of the 14th instant, has the fol-
lowing account of a row, in which our old acquaint-
ance Dan Rice figures quite extensively. The Star
says :

Our city, at a tate hour on Tuesday evening and
early Wednesday morning, was the scene of one of the
most disgraceful rows it ever has devolved upon us to
record.

up a light with Dan Rice and his men. Accordingly,alter lMr. Rice had left the pavilion and retired to the
Mansion House with a friend, these persons went to
the Mansion House and commenced using insulting
and abusive language not only to Mr. Miller, because
lie would not give them something to drink, but to
D)an Rice and one or two of his men, who were in
front of tile hotel. They- were several times warned
by Mr. Miller to leave, bat they hung about for a few
moments, when two of the party, said to be Burns

ind a man in the employ of Mr. Tyuan, blacksmith,
approached a boy wshoo sas holding one of Mr. Rice's
horses in front of the hotel and noceked him down,
when they took to their heels, Mr. lice antd two or
three others folloewing down street in hot pursuit.

Mr. Rice being rather too quick on foot for Burns
was nearly overhauling him, when near the corner of
Warren and Third streets, Borne was stoipped by
Capt. George II. Powers, who was then on his way
tronc, endnls Rice came up he recognized Burniis, and
at once knrocked him down. Rlire not recognizing
Capt. Powers and splpoeing him to eo ons of tile
party, strsck et hite, wheen Pluewr clinched in with
himn, and while in this melee, belitre there was any
chance for an explanation, a party headed by John
H. Best came up and pounced upon Mr. Rice, who
was alone, anid gave him a most unmerciful flogging
-John II. lest knocking hint down and stamning
him until he plead for life. The John H. Best party
then retreated for his saloon. In a few moments Mr.
Rice's men came to his relief, ent theyt proceeded to
the saloon of said John H. Best, demanded ndtmit-
tlance, but were refused-vwhereupon they at once
hb-olku into and demolished his establishment, smash.
ing everything and everybody tehat came in their way.
All sorts of weapons were used, from a slung-shot to
paving-stones, and those who witnessed the scene
represent it as terrific in the extreme. After Mr.
Rice's party had satislied themselves, they left town,
without being successful in getting hold of the insti-
gatlrs and prime-mrovecrs in this disgraceful affair.

TRA SESSION OF CoxnSnEs.-•We learn from a dis-
patch in the Baltimore Sun, of the 19th inst., that the
Cabinet held a meeting on the afternoon of tihe 18th,
and decided on the following proclamation calling an
extra session of Congress to furnish supplies for the
army :
By the President of the United States of America :

S A i'0OCLASATION:
Whereas, whilst hostilities exist vith various In-

dian tribes on thre remote frontiers of the United
Stiates. and hilst in other respects the public peace
is serieusly threatened, Co gress han adjorned with-
out grunting the neccsuary supplies for the army, de-
priviitg the Executive or the power to perform his
duty in relation to tihe common delfense aid security,
aod an extraoedinary occasion has thus arisen for tie
assembling of the two hobses of Congress, I do
therefore, by this my proclamation, convene said
houss to meet at the Capitol, in thIe city of Wash-
ington, on Thursday, the 21st day of August instant,
hereby requiring the respective'SentoM snd Repre-
sentatives then and there to assemble, to consult and
determine on such measures as the state of the Union
may seem to require.t testimony whereof, I have caused the seal of
the United States to be hereunto affixed, and signed
the same with my hand.

August, in the year of our Lord 1856, and the Inde-

SEA SHORE COREESPONDENCE,

Msseoasirn Orrr, August 24,1856.
Dear Crescent-Leaving the good city of New Or-

leans at 4 o'clock on Friday evening last, a few hours
travel by the Creole placed me at this resort, after a
pleasant and cheerful passage.

The weather has been so delightful and pleasant,
since my advent here, the sea breeze so refreshing,
the bathing so luxuriuns, the fishing so remunerat-
ing, the oyster banks discounting so liberally, (with-
out being supposed to be out of time and liable to
be hauled up by Judge Eastis and the Board of Cm.
rency,) the enjoyments of family and social cireles so
great, that I cannot think of returning to the bricks
and mortar of Camp street this evening; consequently
money, exchange, paper, stocks, bonds and mort-
gages, lenders and borrowers of lucre, brokers,
shavers, bank directors, one and all may go to-go
any where for the next forty-eight hours-I am go-
ing to stay here for that time. But, really, Messiears
Editors, I have no disposition totantalize you. If you
were here to-day you would not think of Kansas, the
extra session of Congress, Nicaragua, Central Ame-
rica, Buchanan, nor John Slidell; you might may
something of Fillmore, but not of Charley M.Conrad.

Thehigh degree of health in the city has induced
several families to return to the city. Therefore am-
ple accommodations are to be had at the hotels at
this place. Barnes' location appears to be thr most
attractive at this moment; though Tegarden's is duly
appreciated by sojourners.

I am gratified tofind that more than ordinary num-
bers of residents from Mississippi, say planters living
in the interior of the State, have spent the greater
part of the summer at the numerous villages on the
Gulf shore. Several families from Mississippi and
Louisiana are here, and all appear to be enjoying
themselves. Many of them will, however, take their
departure in the earlypart of the coming month, as
their crops and interests at home requiring their per-
sonal supervision. Those of our city residents who
have villas on the coast will not return before the mid-
dle of October, as the most pleasant part of the sea-
son on this coast is after the equinox in September,
until the 1st November.

the persons who have relations that have been drowned
on the islands in this vicinity, I beg leave to make
the following report :

By the humane assistance of Mrs. H. O. Thibo-
deauxand Mr. B. G. Thibodeaux, and with the prompt
aid of Dr. H. Gruneberg, both as a physician and a
man, we proceeded to Timbalier Island and found Mr.
W. C. Nelson, second mate of the Manilla,who pointed
out to us two dead bodies. The first be reports as a
passenger from his ship, by the name of 3Iarcelinand
that he was a Frenchman. He had one leg broken.
The second person he reports as being a lady by the
name of Mrs. Perilloux, a French lady from Bor-
deaux,and bound for New Orleans. A gold ring was
fgund on her hand, and two medallions around the
neck. The third person we supposed to be the cap-
tain of the Nautilus. He was found on Brush Island.
He was certainly a commander of some ship ; he
was about 5 feet S inches high, with broad cloth pan-
taloons and coat, beard and hair cl:estnut color, linen
shirt with ivory buttons, and with a flannel shirt over
it. The owner of Brush Island informed me that he
had been there for eight days,.nd yet he was not
buried although, many persons were on the island
The graves of these persons have been properly
marked,thinking that the bodies might be recognized;
and friends or relations can refer to Dr. H. Gruneberg
or myself, at the Terrebonne Crossing.

Boywere seen rnrming to
and fro about the Avene, and through the hotels,dis
tributing printed handbills announcing the calling of,
an extra session; and this morning the official proc-
Iamation appears in the Union., /

The cause of this was the failure of Congress to
make any appropriation for the army. Tie regular
army bill, it is true, was prepared as usal ; bt the
Biack Republicans of the House tagkedon an amend-
ment providing that no part of the army shooltdldf
employed In enforcing the laws of the Toerritna Le-,
gislatureof Kanem . The Senate, of coue, strn eE'
out this amendment. The bill then went back to the
House, and the Hooerinosted that the amendment
should stand. Three diffeent comnittees of confer-
ence were then appointed; bot each house adhered
to its determination, and the' conequence was that
12 o'clock arrived before anyeooelndon•was come to,
and the two houses adjourned without making any
provision whateverfor the armyforthe ensuingtwelve
months.

At hal fpast 11o'clock Mr. Hunter, Chairman of the
FinanceCommittee in-the Senate, with a viewto
seeing if any airingement could be made withlthe
other house, moved that the session be extended two
hours-that is, until 2 o'clock. The motion was
agreed to,Seward and his partyvotig in the nega-
tive.

The most intense indignation at once prevailed.

These last, with ai
sickly smirk on their countenances, stole noiselessly
out of the Hall, as if ashamed, as well as they might
be, of their conduct. Groups of members, as well as
outsidem, colleckd in the lobbies and in the 'ro-
tunda, eagerly discussing the subject,.and inveighing
against the Repuldicans. It- was, indeed, an extra-
ordinary and and an unprecedented step. They had
tacked on these Kansas amendments to all the other
appropriation bifls-but they bad receded from every
one except that to the Army bill, oil which it seems
they were determined to make a decisive stand.

For the first time in the wsole history of'
our legislation an unnatural amendment was attl•hed
to the Army bill, and because the Senate would not
agree to it, they suffered Congress to adjour without
providing one dollar for the support of the army t

The question then was, how wouldthe army be
sustained? Some thought that it woukld have to be
I disbanded. Others thought that some of. the rich
bankers here or in New York would advanced the
money, and trust to a future Congress for repayment.
No'one supposed that the President would call an
extra session. 'But the President, with several'of thea Cabinet, it seems, was in one of the cmmoitte rooms

of the Capitol. A Cabinet copsultation was immnedi-
ately held-and the result was an official 'liinlama-

a tion convening Congress together again on Thureday.
I Late in the evening amid the excitement occasioned

by the Presidential manifesto, it was amusing to wit-
ness the disappointment and indignation of someof
the members who had packed up their trunks andwi ereabout to start home. The proclamation reached

the Baltimore depot just as the train was about to
start. Some of the members uttering dreadful threats,
I. got out and had their trunks taken off-while others,
more profane than patrlotic,; ore they'd be d-d
if they went back for every B t Republican out of
purgatory. If, said they, the Black Republicans

r 'chose to carry the country to a certain unmentionable
place down below, let them do it. For their part

t they were going home-extra session or no extra ses-

WRECED LIQUOns.--Supposed Wreck of the
•autnilua.-The Thibodaux Minerva, of Saturday,
the 23d inst., has the following :

By the arrival of the plcasure yacht Fortuna,Capt.
Watjou, from Caillou, we leare that all the small
islauds which margin the coast frem She month of the
Mississippi to Last Island; are. strewn with wines,brandies, etc., supposed to be a portion of the cargoof the ship Manilla, Rogers, master, from Bordeaox,
wreched of Timbaier Iland, onthe night of the 10th
inst.

The sloop Fortuna was chartered by a number of
our friendus from this place, Messrs. J. R. Verret,
Francois Lejendre, J. O. Daunis, E. E. Knobloch andA. Rossignotl Constant, for the purpose of going to
the relief of a number of our citizens who had left
here a few days prior to th storm, and for whose
afety mch anxiety was felt. Wearehppy to state,however that no accident befelthem other than a sse-

vere fright, as they had all arrived safely at CaillonIsland, which being muheb more elevated than any of
the islands on our coast, affording them ample pro-
tection from the swelling flood, Mr. Verret informs
us that all the bays, marshes, inlets and islands are
tiled with larrels, cnsksa, boxesand baskets of liqnors,
fruit, etc. On Brush Island there is said to be over
six hundred casks of wines and brandies, The bot-
tom, or at least a portion of the bottom of a steamer,
or a large vel•l of some description, has floated on
shore near "Rogue's Harbor,onthewrestend of Cial-l
Ion. The portion of the wreck found is not coppered,
but copper fastened. The parties broughtup with
them sveral large copper bolts. It is their opinion
that it is a portion of the wreck of the steamship
Nautilus.
