THREE DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

ARRIVAL OF THI STEAMSHIP AFRICA.

The Canard mail steamship Africa, Shannon com-
mander, from Liverpool on the 9th, arrived at New
York on the 20th inst.

General Summary of News.
By the Africa we receive three days' later intelli-

gence. The news is meagre.
It was rumored in England that the mission of the

Ion. IRobert Lowe, Vice President of the Hoard of
trade, to the United States, is to adjust the Central
American difficulties.

The Queen has issued an address to the army, in
which she welcomes them home, expresses her admi-
ration of their bravery and deplores the death of so
many of their number.

The suspension is announced of two London mer-
cantile firms- Pickford & Keen and Courtenay
Kingsford & Co. The liabilities of theltst namee
firm are small, but of the latter little short of 100,-
000sterling. Both houses were shippers of goods to
the United States.

Ata meeting of Mexican hond holders on the 6th,much dissatisfaction was expreseed, and a report, en
forcing their claims upon the Mexica Go Yernment,
w•e adopted. A memorialwas n allso agreedto e for-
warded through the Britishe Government to' President
Comonfort, reqluesting him to attend to the matter.
The bondholder seek the aid of the British' Govern-
ment to enforce their claims, and suggest that if aid
Be not granted, the Americans be invited to purehase
the bonds, and to make Mexico pay up in cash or
territory.m

The tiommittee on Spanish American bondholdera
have publihed an opinion obtained from Dr. Philli-
more, on the position of the debt of Venezuela. The
case submitted recouhted the terms of arrangement
between the Government of Venezuela and the bond-
holders in 180d. and the subsaquent violation of the
decrees which, in conformity therewith, set aside cer-
tain revenues for their benefit. It is also stated that
the amount of the revenues misappropriated is 583,-
910, while the arrears due to the hendholders are
i66,9J8, and concluded by reqneatiSg an opinion asto the best means of enforcing their rights. In reply,Dr. Phllcimore pointao dt that the question is thus
raised whetherthe interference of the British Gov-
ernment would be authorized by the principles of in-
ternational law, and after announcing that there can-
not he the least doubt that suoh is the fact, and that
reprisal might he resorted to, he advises the hend-
holders to lay their case at once before the Secretary
for Foreign Affairs, and to reouest the"intervention
of the British tGovernmenton toieir beualf. '

The English papers generally take notice of the
near prospect of a telegraph between Eorope and
America-that is to say, they now egin to believe in
its possibility. A description of the new Hnghe's
Telegraph is also going the rounds of the British
press.

The Sultan has subscribed 1000 megidie (about
.l,500) to the Nightingale fund.
The Maritime and Land Insurance Company of

Brazil, have established a branch agency in London,
for insurances in connection with the Brazil and
River Plate trade. They aie represented by tMaud,
fcGregor & Co.

Affairs in Spain.
Our accounts from Madrid are to the 3d inet.
The termsigranted to the insurgents at SaragoSsa

were not yet knows at MIadrild. It alppeara, however,
that Ueneral DUlce delivered passports for prance to
all who applied for them. The siege train which
reached Guadalajara on the 31st ult. had obeen order-
ed back, and was expected at Madrid on the 3d. The
battalion of Chasseurs forming its escort had already
returned. The troofps marching upon Saragosa had
been ordered to retrace their steps, and those ewho
joined in thepanauncinesnto had been sent to the
Basque Provinces and Navilrre, where they are to be
roorgonized. Most of the officers had. abandoned
them when they revolted. Gen. Dole, whose health
had not improved, was to remain lt Sarago.a only

Alcaniz, and Barhaetro were tranuil, and obeyed
the Queen's Govrerment.

A dispatch from the Capltin-General of Catalonia,
dlted 29th ult.. mentioned that the number of victims
of the resurrection buried down to that day in the
general cemetery, and in that of theu hospital,
amounted to 279. Columns of troops were still tcoer-
ing the mountains, and a few companies of infantry
had been embarked in the Santa Isabel steamer, for
Villanueva, where the parties of rebels had shown
themaelves.

The Expansa states that when General Espartero
heasd of the submission of Saragossa he demanded a
passport for Logrono. He also applied for an au-
dience of the Queen to take Her Mlajesty's ordera, and
was to leave on the 4th or 5th.

The Spanish Government is, it appents, preparing
an administmtive programme, which will sholrtly be
corried into execution. The country is noe divided
into twelve capstainies-general, and forty-five inten-
dances, whch takte the name of their chief town.
Among thle reforms in contemplation is, it is said, the
creation of ninety sub-intendances, which will cor-
respond to the subt-prefectures in France, and the
object of which will be to introduce into the most
distant parts of the kingdom the energetic action of
authority.

A dispatch dated at Madrid, August 0, states that
the Carlist chiefs are at the head of the bands of the
insurgents, which still traverse the province of Cata-
lonia.

Affalrs In Italy.
The municipal council of IRavenna has followed the

example of that of Bologna, and voted an address to
the Pope, praying for a removal of the Austrian oc-
cupation. It is stated that many other, if not all tile'
imunicipalities of the large towns are likely to adopt
rimilar resolultions. The assembling of the other mu-
nicipal eouncils is soon expected,

The American Commodore Breeze left Gibraltar
with thie United States frigate Congress, for Spezzia.

The news lately received from Vienna, respecting
Naples, has leen conirmned by a dispatch from Baron
Breaier, the French Mlinisterat Naples. King Ferdi-
nand has anonnred his determination to mitigate
the severity of Ihis home policy. Various acts of
clemency are stated to have been signed by the Kiing,
on the 28th of July, and more are expected to follow.

The eote of King Ferdinand, in answer to the re-
preseontatives of England and France, was so indis-
creet and ofibnsive, that it enabled Austria to take
high ground, and insist on a total change or leave
the King tothe consequences.

AtaTlrs in Raissla.
The accounts of the state of the crops in the inte-

rior of Russia are excellent,
Thie Rtsoian authorities in thie Crimea have every-

where resumed their fselions, but a great want of
hands is felt in the government of Taurida (Crimea)
for agricultural and manufslcturing purpose.

Ge. MIouravielf resigns, at his own request, the
superior command of the Caucasus, and has been up-
pointed member of the Senate. He is to be succeeded
in his command by Gen. Prince taryatinski.

GnAO•D TLEonERAP LNE.--We learn from the
London times that a prospectus has been issued of a
company to completethe long-expected telegraph
communication with British Indian territories. It is
to be called the European and Indian Junction Tele-
graph Company, with a capital of 200,000, in 10
shares. The line selected is the same as that for the
Euphrates Railway-namely, from the port.of Selucil
on the Mediterranean to the head of the Persian
Gulf, following the Valley of the Euphrates, and it
will connect on the one hand with the Austrian sys-
tem of telegraph, which is to be carried to Seleucia,
and on the other by a cable to be laid by the East
India Company from the Persian Gulf to the Indian
port of Kurrachee. It will, therefore, supply the
only link necessary to enable messages to be transmit-
ted from London to any of the several Presidencies.
Direct pecuniary support is expected from the Gov-
ernment and the East India Company, together with
a concession from Turkey, and no call is to be made
until these arrangements shall have been completed.
One half the shares are to be allotted to the sub-
scribers to the Euphrates Railway, and the other half
to the public.

The sub-marine telegraph cable was successfully
laid on the 19th inst., by the steamer Telegraph, from
the Great Point of Nantucket, to Ilonomoy Point,
Cape Cod-a distance of fourteen miles. It was ex-
pected to be in working order in two or three days.

We learn from the Charleston Courier that Mr.
Alexander Carroll, one of the editors of that paper,
died of bilious cholic, in that city, on the afternoon
of the 21st inst. Mr. Carroll was a native of Enug
land, and had been identifed with the South Carolina
press since 1849.

WHEnAT TRADE ION SAV ANNAa . - The Savannah
News, speaking of the wheat trade in that city, says:

This branch of trade has sprung up within two
years past, and already forms quite an important item
in our exports. The lirst receipt reported tlhis year
was a lot of 50 sacks, on the 5th of Jone. Since that
time to the 15th inst. the amount received is 56,832
sacks, all but 1,800 of which was by the Central Rail-
road. The receipts up to the same period last year
wern i ,25rsale ks. The fist was alot of 14 sacks on
the 27th of June. All of this wheat is shipped to
Northern ports, principally to New York. The re-
ceipts by railroad for the first half of the present
month are 36,644 sacks against 30,678 for the same
time last year.

Quite an interesting ceremony took place- on the1Oth nIlt, when the American Minister, Coi J. H.
Wheeler, presented his credential as American Minis.
ter, and officially notified Gen. Walker that the
United States had recognized his Govemoent. A
large party of American ladies and gentlemen asem-
bled at Col. Wheeler's hnuse,and together with the
Colonel,were esceorted to the mansion of the President,
by an escort of soldiers and the National B•nd, who
were headed by Don. Fermin Ferrer..

Arriving, the Minister and those who accompanied
him, were usbered in theC pleence of the President.
Col. Wheeler then delivered an .addre,in which be
said that he hailed tie determination of the President
of the United States to estallish'relatlbies '.ith that
government as a-harbinger of tranquility, and ex-
pressed sincere bopee that no event wofld ever occur
to interrupt the'armony which always exidotbetween
sister liepnblis. Be aidi that if;the transit across
the Isthmus was importafi to other nations, it was a
material element of national integrityand hovereligty
to hi goesarmenta In p onluion, he said'a
" Beeeasured, Mr. President, that nb edffrtiahall be

spared on my part to advance the welfare of both Re-
publics, and to discharge my important trusts in a
manner agreeableto you and satisefactory to my Gov-
ernment.

President Walker in reply said, that it was satt e ac-
tory to bear such sentiments expressed by the repre.
'sentative of the United States, it was gratifying to
perceive in that Government a full senseof the im-
portance of maintaining law, order and security upon
the Isthm ns.

The desire of seeing Nicaragua enjoy rights and
privileges natural to their own conntrymen, was no-
thing more than be had expected from.the compat-
riots and heirs of such men as Waslhington, Hamilton
and Jackson, who, had they lived in ancient times,
ewould have worshipped a tutalar divinity under the

name of justice.
I am confident, said he, that the United'States only

require to have our ciaims presented in order to ren-
der •l strict and impartial jastice. And we confi-
dently hope and anticipate-that if other powers seem
disposed to disregard our rights, your Government
will not be an nmoved sleeatotor of their acts.

After the coeclasionfthese addreeaes, the party
returned tothe residence of Cl Wheeler, where they
were hospitably entertained.

President Walker, by decree on the 14th ult, ap-
pointed the following gentlemen memberi o his cabi-
net : Seretary of State, in the ofie of Relations
and Governmfent, Mr. Perain Ferrer; Sub-Secretary
of telations, Mr-.John L: Richmond ; Secretary of
War. Gen. Mateio Pineda ; Minister of Hacinend and
Public Credit, Gen. Manuel Carraseous.

The Government have ordered that all who export
coined silver, bullion, or jewelry ot of the IRepublic,
pay.a duty of ten per cent. Gold is allowed to be
exported free of charge, either in bullion,"dst, or
coined.

A dity of twenty-five cents per bottle is fixed on
all ardent spirits brought from a foreign eountry ;
and foreign tobacco, whether in leaf, mannfatured
or sanuff, seventy-five cents per pound.

By decree the Government, on the 22d ult. ordered
that a loan of two millions of dollars should ib negd-
tinted upon the public credit of the Republic, and
the security of a certain tract of land in the Depart-
ment of Miatagalpa ; the said loan. having twenty
years to rna and bearing interest at the rate of 7 per
cent per annum, payable in the city of New York.
er. Appleton OalCsmith was appointed special com-

missioner for the purpose of negotiating this loan.
On the 21st nit., a decree was issued levying a tax

of twenty cents per ton on all vessels entering the
Pacific ports, excepting coasting vessels, which were
to pay ten cents per ton ; also establishing certain
other.regulation to be observed by vessels entering
the Pacifi ports of the Republic.
Mr. Aplpleton Onksmith has been appointed resi.

dent Mlinister in Washington for the Republic of Ni-
caragas with full power to appoint Consols to all the
different ports of the United States.

Fraysinx, sailed from
San Jonan del Sur on Manday, July 27th, being the
first Nicaraguan arriad vessel that ever went to sea.

Senor Salizar was immediately brought to the city
of Granada and lodged ia th Guard-trouse. All the
attention and respect were shown him which his on-
fortunate situation would allow.
Shortly after his arriva at Grnada he had an in-

terview with Gen. Walker, wliich lasted ibut a few
minutes; when it was ended he returned to Ihis place
of confinement, and was made aware that 5 o'clock
P. I. of the same day had been determined upon for
his execution.
His interview with CGen. Walker took place about 8

o'clock A. M. During the remainder of the day he
was attended firithfully by Padre Vijil and other
fathers of the church, and he devoted himself with
great devoatness to making his ipeace with God. As
his final hour approached, the Holy Sacrament was
administered to him, when hie was taken to thie Flaza
-the place of execution-and being plaed according
to r•quest in tihe same chair in which Corral war shot,
he rwas placed against the walil at the precise spot, and
after having asked pardon of all present for whalt he
had done to their injury-tlhe file of men fired on him,
and Ie was, in a momnlt, a corpse.
In appearance Salizar was about a medium height.
Ie wore a heavy black beard, without a mustache.

His hair was slightly inclined to cuirl, and the confor-
mation of his face indicated a slight mixture of negre
blood. He was said to have possessed more.activty
than any of his political associaltes. and this, with
cosiderable intelligence, and an ambition which was
bonndlers, always placed hian at the head of his
larty.

The army of the State tlnd fidlen off to five hundred

Gen. O'Donnell, the Prime Minister of Spain, is, as
his name indicates, of Irish descent. His family pro-
genitors came to Spain about the middle of the last
century. His father attained the rank of Colut
d'Apispol. Leopold was his second son, and the
Count obtained for himt a place in the army as Sous-
Lieotenant. In the war of the Sueession, in 1833,
hle.was rapidly promoted, and finally attained the
rank of General df Division. His family all took
sides with Don Carlos, he alone chooing the cause of
the young Qoueen Isabella. Two of his brothers lost
their lives in that war. O'Donnell rendered the Re-
gelt Q teen Christina intaduhble service by his
military skill, and always stood high in her good
graces, but was forced to leave the country in 1840,
whilen the reaction came. He came back to Spain
with Narvaez and'was made Captiin-General of Cuba.
On his return from Cuba he was chosen member of
the Senate and made General-iu-Chief of the Cavalry.
Mlurillo's Cabinet Ilot him out of favor and he joined
the opposition. Now ho is again in power, anod
neither friends nor foes seem to knowt what to expect
from him.

chains are extended down to meet the copper, a com-
plete lightning conductor is established on every side
of the ship. Hemp is brittle when the'tanr contained
is very old, and extremely juicy in a very hot cli-
mate-neither of which evils exist to the same extent
in the wire-rope rigging, although .paint: and some-
times tar is employed on the latter. as an additional
protection from the weather.
