So much by the way of preliminuary. "The Lou-
isianians temporarily residing "'in Washington, can
put their hands to much better business than that in-
dicated in the above expose. In fact, so far as the
welfare of the South, the interests of Louisiana and
the perpetoity of the Union are concerned, the sooner
they abandon the use of secret political circulars to
effect purely partisan purposes, the better.
The foregaoing circular is not partieroallyimportant

in itself, further than that it unveils the system of
tactics bywhiechthe Buchanan leaders hope to site-
ceed-the meansthey are willing to adopt to seaure
succesr-and gives assurance to the belief verywidely
entertained that they rely more upon secret, under-
hand agencies, than anything else.
The above is but a sample of rnmerdus private cir-

culars that have been put forth since tie adjournment
of the Cincinnati Convention. Mlost olf these circullars
are sent directly from Washington under cover of the
frankse of members of Congress. Stary of them are
cecompanied b notes onil the back or fly ipage of the
circu!ar, enforcing the fallacies set forth in the printed
portion, which mare intended to inculcate the idea
among tre Southern people that tir. Fillmore has
little orno strength at tihe North-that the contest
is really hetweeo Fremont and Buchanan-and that
it is indispensible the South should go unanimously
for the latter to defeat Fremont.
Here am confessions of weakness it would not do

to publilsh in tno newspapers, or promulgate from the
stormp. Hence the resultto secret circulars. What
do they amount to ? Let us calmly eontider. Why
that IMr. BuchaUan is so weak at the North that his
ehances are wholly desperate, unless hie canrries the
undivided South-ther struggle in that section being
mainly between Fillhnore and Fremont-not between
SBuchiana and Fremont ! With the whole Soluth MLr.
B. might succeed in picking up a suflicient number
of Northern votesto secure his election ; but, with a
divided South, the authols of these circulars know

t the prospects to he utterlyhopeless.
t Therefore, they have conningly and deliberately

set thlemoelves to work to deceive the Southern peo-
ple by represeonting Buchanan as the only man who
could defeat Fremont in the-North, when the expo-
sure of the very means they used proves conelusively
Sthat Mr. Buchanan is hardly kllo•ani in the Northern
race at all, and that lie must receive the unmiouslm
support of the Sooth to render hisa hablccs eve pro-
bable !

Lot the conservative men of the land tear these
facts in mind, and govern themselves accordingly.
Let them stand by tihe Union and the champion of
the Unlon--by the Constiitutlon and the inflexible sup-
porter of tho ConstitUtion-by sound republican con-
servatism, ahd the leading exponent of that conserva-
tism now nlive--Mlillard Fillmore-and all will be
well.

DEtivotIN s .' TOrE WOOD 
" CASH

."-There can
be hntlittle doubt that the word cash is derived from
the Italian cassa, the chest in which Italian mer-
chanta kept their moncy, as do at the present time
the Spaniards in their caja, and the Fortuguese in
their cara, and the Prech in their caisse.

The application of the word cash to money is alto-
gether Eng lish, it not having a corresponding term in
any other European language.

Cash having been so inconsiderably adopted instead
of cassa, (chest,) entries in the cash book (it should
be chest book) are made in English counting-houses
in this umneaningway: " Cash Dr." and " Cash Cr;"
whereas the chest, and not the money, is Dr. for what
is put into it, and Cr. for what is taken out.

Great mischief has too often arisen, as is well
known in bankrupt courts, from the misuse of the
word cash, in which large deficieucies often aplpear,
ant which would not 1e the ease if the word chest
were used as it ought to be. Instead of tile cash ac-
count in the ledger, it should be chest account ; but
we have yet much to learn inEngland regardingmer-
cantile book-keeping. [Notes and Queries.

ANOTHER RtAILROAD IN tGEOnoRG.--The Bruns-
wick Htemld, of the 20th inst., says that the citizens
of that place have, in public nmerting, authorizedt the
Councilto subscrihe $1000 towards defraying the ex-
penses of a preliminary survey of the rmute of a
rilroad from Brunswi,'k to Macon.

KANSAS AFFAIRS.
By T nXrTIONAh, LINO.

Sr. LouIs, Aug. 27.-We have advices from the
borders to the 25th. Several hundred men would en-
ter Kansas oh the 22d. Four hundred of Lane's men
weie posted at Kansa river to hnterceptrelieffoeces.

Gen. Richardson, with a largi body of Territorial
militia, had gone to the northwest to cut off Lane's
retreat.

Fivehundred men were under arms at Lexington.
Gov. Price, of Missouri, expects orders from the
President to take the field with the militia. Gen.
Smith has declined interfering wi t e Missourians,
while they confine their operationso Lane's forces.

Cnicao, Aug. 27.- Eighteen Missourians at-
tacked Tucker's Mission (20 miles from Kansas City)
and commanded the persons there to deliver up their
horses and leave the Territory. The demand was re-
fused, and the Missourians were too weak to en-
force it.

Companies of Missourians are concentrating at
Leavenworth, Westport and Kansas City.

Quaker City (near Westport) was sacked by Geor-
gians on Friday. The inhabitants escaped.

Congressional.
WAHINGTOoN, Aug. 

2
7.-Senate.-Weller's bill was

tabled by 28 to 11.
The House agreedto adjourn sine die to-morrow by

310.to 76. [This is a palpable mistake. The vote
probably stood 110 to 76. It is very questionable
whether 200 members of the House are in Washing-
ton.-Ens.] Wheeler moved to instruct the Commit-
tee on Ways and MIeans to report a new Army bill,
without a Kansas proviso. Lost by the casting vote
of the Speaker. A committee of conference ap-
pointed by both houses.

WaSHINGTON, Aug. 2.--Snale. - Crittenden
introduced a bill amending the Kansas-Nebraska act.
The bill, as amended, places the Legislative power in
the hands of the Governor and Judges instead of a
Territorial Legislature ; Congress to have supervisory
power. A debate followed, but no action was had.

The Troubles l IKnansas.

From our St. Louis exchanges we learn that the
troubles in this distracted Territory have at last ar-
rived at a polut which is truly alarming to every lover
of peace and the permanency of the Union.

Gen. Lane, at the head of about four hulnndred Free-
Soil vagabonds, who have been hired with the money
subscribed in the New England States, has invaded
the country and is carrying fire and sword before him.
Murder and robbery are the order of the day, pillage
ruling paramount.

The few pro-slavery individuals who are in the
Territory have either been made prisoners, driven out,
or murdered, it being tihe expressed determination of
Lane's command to exterminate all Southerners.

Brown, one of Lane's subalterns, leads the van
when murder and robbery are to be committed. On
tihe 7th inst., with a band of three hundred men, he
attacked a colony of Georglans, principally composed
of women, children and slaves, burned their houses,
robbed them of their clothing, cattle and provisions,
and drove them out naked into the wilderness. On
the 12th, the same party attacked tile town of Frank-
lin, robbed, plundered and burned the place, took
away all arms, broke open and robbed the Post Of-
fice, and seized an old piece of cannon which the cit-
izens had for their defence. In this affair, six of the
inhabitants of the town were killed, and one lady, a
Mrs. Crone, knocked down and insulted.

On the two following days these lawless scoundrels
committed various outrages upon debfnceless settlers;
and on the 15th a large band of tllem attacked Col.
Treadwell's South Carolina settlement, in Douglas
county, and pointing a piece of cannon at the village
demanded their immediate surrender. These settlers
seeing that they were greatly outnumrbered, attempted
escape ; they were pursued, and as they were on foot,
it was not expected that they would escape being
murdered to a man.

The St.Louis papers teem with letters from leading
Southern men who are in Kansas, imploring aid, and
that hastily, " lest they be all murdered."

From an extra of the Fort Leavenworth Herald,
the St. Louis papers learn that Lane's myrmidons, to
the number of 800, had attacked and taken Lecomp-
ton; they attacked the guard of United States troops
that had the State prisoners, Robinson and others,
who were awaiting their trial for treason, in custody,
when the troops laid down their arms and delivered
up their prisoners without firing a gun.

We also learn that large bodies of Missourians were
marching to the relief of the Southerners, and that
some fearful encounters were expected to occur, as
no quarter was either asked or expected when the
two parties met.

it is also reported that Gen. Smith has refused to
assist either party, and says that the militia of tIle
country must fight it out, as it is a quarrel in which
he cannot take part.

We shall await firther intelligence from there witll
the greatest anxiety, bhving not a doubt but that ere
this the Missourians have gone to the assistance of
their Southern friends and a bloody battle has been
fought.

ToIE WHEREABOUTS OF COL. IlFuORD'S KiANSAr
EMIIRANTS.-A report having become current that

nearly all of Col. Buford's party of Kansas emignmuts

had returned, Col. Buford contradicts it in the tbllow-

ing letter to the Charleston Mercury, of the 25th in-
stant:

.•Iessrs. Ediltor: A few days ago,there appeared
in the columns of a Southern paper, an extract fiio
a letter to the elesct, that out of' the three hundlered
emigrants taken by me to Kansas, all had returned
except about fifty.

If, as we are bound to suppose, the writer was a
friend to the common cause, and desirous of promo-
ting it, he was certainly indiscreet in communincatig
ficts so well calculated to dishearten our liietlds ailnd
prejudice their cause. And in that event, his infor-
nmation possibly may be as much at fault as his judg-
ineit.

When we reached the Territory, in the latter part
of last April, my company was disbalndcd, and dis-
perse over tlhe Territory, wherever they chose to go.
Some two weeks afterwards, when the Lawrence
troubles beske elit, a part of my emigranlts re-asseim-
tbled in tile marshal's posse. After these diflisulties
were over, I again disbahded and dispersed them as
before.

With the exception of some half a dozen, that I
was told had returned, my informaiotion in respect to
them is, that they still remain in the Territory. It is
tnlre that some, Oil account of butsinei being interrpit-
ed in tihe 'eerritory, and the season being too far ad-
vanced to select and plant chlais, took temporary em-
ployment in thle border counties of Missouri, and per-
haps sonic its ttie Santa Fe trade; all, however, still
regarding tile Territory as their place of residence.

I do inot believe that any one poosesses any truer or
more delinite iuiormation of their whereabouts than I
have above stated. Respectfully, etc.,
