At one time it was seriously feared that
the vessel and all on board would be lost, esuch was
the force of the wind and the waves; but fortunately,
and by. the good management of her commander,
Capt. Hiera, the danger was escaped, and she came
safely into port.

The house of Mr, Rufus Rhodes, of East Pasca-
goula, was destroyed by fire !ast Wednesday night.
One of Mr. Rhodes' children, an infant, was seriously
burned by a spark falling on its dress. All the furni-
ture the house contained was consumed by the flames,
which was supposed to have been caused by an in-
cendilary. Mr. Rhodes' loss, we understand, will not
be severe, as most.of the property was insured.

PFose CAnvrHAGue Ae.-The brig Monseratte, from
Carthagena let ult., arrived at New York on Satur-
day the 23d. She brought the employees of the New
York and New Granada Canal and Steam n Naviga-
tion Company. The correspondent of the Herald
states that the dredging machine of the company,
which, together with its appurtenances, cost $20,000,
has been seized upon by creditors to satisfy claims
amounting to about $8,000. Biishop Revollo, one of
the founders of New Granadian Independence, died
on the 28th July, at the advanced age of ninetyoone,

There was quite a destructive fire at Cincinnati on
the night of the 24th. The pork warehouse of Messes.
Wilsoo, Eggleston & Co, was destroyed, together
with several small stores adjoining. The loss of
Messrs. Wilson, Eggleston & Co,, amonuted to $25,000,
on which there was a fuallisurance.

had been furnished for them by the religibus young
ladies of Haverhill, for the purpose of redressing the 0

wrongs against Abolitionists in Kansas. These inagi-
nary wrongs had been rung through •ll their changes
from the pulpit and the press. But as these men
drew near to the scene of war and outrage, and began
to take a cooler and honest view of the matter, they
found that they had been grossly deceived by the
freedomeshriekers, and that the true cause of offense
had originated with the Abolitionists. Then like
honest men they were willing to return home without

fighting in an unjust cause. Parker then became
furious Against them, denouncing them as the veriest
cowards; which is not to be wondered at, as these re-
turned soldiers were ready to expose the deceptions
that had been practiced upon them. They could
tell to their friends the truth as they had heard ii,
from those upon the spot, Who knew well, that the
first troubles in Kansas originated with the Northern
land speculators in the Territory, who had their com-
peers in Congress. "Truth is mighty and must pre-
vail" against all the labors of the Abolition fanmatics.
The great mass of the people now begin to under-
stand the tricks of demagogues. It is now apparent
that the land speculator wished to secure as many
primitive claims as possible in the new Territory; a
game which they had successfully played in all the
new States.

The people of Iissouri had a desire to secure some
of these fine lands, and availing themselves of the
privileges of the pre-emption law, settled upon some
of the choicest lands contiguous to them. They were
soon molested in their possessions by land hunters
who acted as agents for Northern companies. When
the Missourians resisted them, and called upon their
brethren for assistance to protect their rights, they
were all denounced as border ruffians, a cry which has
well served the purposes of Abolition editors and
priestly agitators. But there is now a rebound in
public opinion, and the Black Republicans are begin-
ning to be aware of it; and hence the desire to de-
plore in advance the attrocities that are now being
committed in Kansas. But the people will hold this
party to a just account, and willvisit them with a ter-
rible retribution for their many deceptions. The re-
coil comes prematurely for them, and there appears
to be no little confusion in their ranks at present.
Here is an extract from a late number of the New
York HIerald, which discloses what is to be the line of
operations of that paper :
Thus we have the melancholy fact that Kansas is

still the scene of intestine bloodshed, and that the
war has recommenced. The public were flattered
with the idea that the dificulties there would quiet
themselves, and that the danger of further disturb-
ances was past.
In the same number from which the above extract

is taken, there is a labored article upon the condition
of the blacks in Africa, evidently inserted to hood-
wink the South. The gist of the article is to show
the downward tendencies of the negroes in the scale
of civilization, where they have been left to govern
themrselves; and that a state of vassalage is the only
condition in which they have made any progress in
civilization. All this is guilding the pill which they
wish the Southern people to swallow with Fremont.
Whether Greeley, Beecher, Webb & Co., will thank
their brother of the Herald for his plan of "fighting
upon his own book" remains yet to be seen. It is,
however, evident that the party seem sensible that
the affairs in Kansas now begin to give them no little
trouble. They now find themselves in the condition
of the Irishman who had discharged his old fowling-
piece at a flock of ducks, and who had been kicked
over by the discharge. As he recovered himself, his
friends assured him he had killed several of the
ducks. "Yes, faith," said Pat, "I believe it for the
murthering oold muskit is after killing from both
end."

The boo wornl has also made its appearance, and its
ravages are said to be terrible on some plantations.
The weather is most intensely hot and dry.

The DeSoto Columbian, of the 23:d, has the follow-
ina :

Tire weather still continues hot and dry-the health
of our parish is good. The caterpillars, wrhich made
their allpearcelne ia liw days since ill our neighbor-
hood, are doing but little damage. This is, el'haps,
owing to tile fa, t that the fields are too lilt fir rom-
fort. Our planters are now bsily eingageid piekiig
cotton. On sere falms, 150 to 2(10 lbs. lper hand is
daily gathered, and from the best information we can
get, a thir crop of cotton will be made in our parish.

The Port Gibson, (Miss.) Ilerald, of the 29th says :
The armry volrm is in our county. It is, so far as

we carn learn, confined to a few plantations, but will
undoubtedly spread. A few days of cloudy weather
would increase their ravages, whilst the continuance
of the present dry and hot weather will limit them in
their operations.

The Reveille, published at the same place, on the
28th, lsys:

There seems to be no doubt of the appearance of
this dreaded foe to the cotton plant in our county.
We have had several stalks of cotton brought to our
office, exhibiting the wornmin its different forms, and
showing very great destruction. We hope it may not
extend its ravages, for the prospect is certainly not
flattering for ane abundant crop should the worm be-
cone general.

POINT CLEAR CORRESPONDENCE.

PoINT CLEna, August 20, 1856.
Dead Crescent: Having timiliarized myself with

the chief New Orleanewatering place,Pass Christian,
I am hree on a flying visit to Mobile's chief sea-shore
resort. Arriving in Mobile, I:found that city so very
like Ndw Orlnts, in respect ict dullness, dustiness ai t
Aistreshiugly g'ood lielth, that I could not stop there a
long. Besides, I fell in with some old chums there,
the first evening, who "took me around" after a tl
fashion they have in Mobile. All I can state of that
round is, that on the following morning I found my-
self in a strange room, which proved to be in the ji
Battle HDao u; andthat, upon asking the clerk for an
explanation, he informed me that-I had returned late e
at night witil two friiend ; that I was " four or five d
hours high; " and that I had called for a bed with
three rooms in it.

This sort of thing; I concluded, would never do for s
a person on a recuperative tour; so I spent the se. I
cond eveningtwith a friend out amid the pine hills, c
twelve miles from the city, where I luxuriated in full
upon the-fare that is to be had only in well-cultivated i1
rural districts, and the chief charm of which consists t
in its very complete'difference from anything that d
love or money can procure inna city. To come in con.
tact with the country girls, too-plump dark-skinned I
and solid-lshy on first acquaintance, but so confiding t
and captivating afterward -girls who, when they a
marry, will leave their husbands no vestige of a hole t
of ever becoming widowers-was another novelty
which of course I duly appreciated. The airwas cool
and bracing at night as on the sea-shore, and thenoc- a
turnal music, entirely destitute of two strains that are
its chief element about New Orleans-the deep bel-
low of the bhull frog and the sharp twang of the mos-
quoito. It was, in truth, a delicious halting-place, and r
I could have anchored there for a month easily.

After supper, hearing that a party -a regular
country breakdown-was to come off "close by," and
that it would be perfectly free, the invitation to all
the vicinity having been left by word of month at the
crow-roads, I determined to go; it is good policy for
a city greenhorn to "make the most of it" when he
is out in the woods. So, in company with some of
"the boys," and the orchestmra-to-wit: an old nigger
with a fiddle in a bag-I started. We went about a
mile and a half through the woods byan old deserted
road, fetlock deep in sand, full of holes and ruts, and
blockaded at intervals by fallen trees-the loveliest
path for twisting ankles, stumping toes and barking
shins that I ever I blundered over of a dark night.
We finally arrived at the " ball-room." But that it
had a good roof, I would have sworn it was the build-
ing immortalized by the "Arkonsaw Traveler." A
log cabin of the most primitive description, with the
chinks of the logs all open, a puncheon floor, two of
the corners occupied by snow-white but postless beds,
the other corners by wooden benches, flanking a large I
fire-place hi which pine-knots were blazing-the only
light in the cabin, but amply sufficient-and sending
their smoke up a log chimney not half as high as the
cabin, nothing between the roof and the floor but a
few naked logs, a porch of loose planks on each side,
and a bench on the back porch with a bucket of
spring-water and a tin dipper, make up the complete
picture of this unique temple of Terpsichore. The
host, his wife and his daughter appeared to be the
roughest and the happiest of all human beings.

It was after eight when we arrived, and "the
cump'ny hadn't arriv." In a short time, however,
whoops resounded through the neighboring forests,
and parties of the country bucks appeared from dif-
ferent directions, swinging pine-knot inuterns--soloe
with store-clothes on, and their hair combed, and
others in their native tow-linen and jeans. But, sad
to relate, not a lady accompanied one of the parties!
This was easily explained. The previous week, a
party had been announced at the same place; the
"gals" had " slicked up " and attended; but Dick
the fiddler failed to arrive, and so they all had to go
home in disgust, without shaking their heels once.
This time, of course, they staid awhy for spite ; at
least it was so understood. In this exigency, a con-
sultation was held ; the result of which was that two
of the sprucest bucks of the party, Jim and Bob (I
didn't learn their names,) were deputed to go around
" the neighborhood," and notify the gals that Dick
was on hand with his fiddle, and that they would have
a chance to shake and shiver to their heart's content.
" But, " said Jim, " the gals is all gone to bed now.'
"Well," said Bob, "spose they art We can wake
'em up mighty easy, I reckon. We'll fetch :erm if
they're fetchable! " and offt they started.
During their absence, Dick was induced to draw

forth his fiddle and give a concert. The liddle ap-
peared to be a female, from the manner in which
Dick in his-pride had decked it with blue ribbons.
The old darkey shouldered his instrument, and pro-
pelled, using his left foot for a baton, and bringing it
down faithfully and flatly to time. IIis perfirmance
of "Leather Breeches," "Zip Coon," " Itacaken-
sack,o " " Lukey Soapsuds," " Ripty-doodlc-doodle,"
and other rural favorites, was so inspiriting, that the
boys couldn't stand it, and got up a stag-dance.
They went it " in a manner beautifull," and fairly
made the old cabin rattle ; a reel of eight taking up
all the room, and the others having to stand outside
and look through the cracks.

At hill-past ten, Jim and Bob returned disconso-
late, with " narry gal." Said Bob, " We've rampoo- I
zled the woods for five miles round, and woke up
more'n a few, but d-n the gal would come !" The
disappointment, however, was ameliorated bya few
more stag-dances, and then all hands " rampoozled "
their way to their respective homes. There being
neither omnibasses nor gas-lights on the road I had
to take, I hardly think the party paid for the trouble
of getting there and back. It was officially announced
that thatthat wld be the last ball of the season at Hicks'.

Having returned to the city, I last evening came
here to Point Clear. A little arrow-like, bijou of a
boat, the Southern Star, that skims the waves like a
sea-gull, made the distance-twenty-two miles-in
about an hour and a half. She had, as she has every
evening, a gay crowd of Mobilians on board, who are
enabled to spend every night at the Point, if they
feel like it, without interfering with their business ;
the boat returning after breakfast each day.

The Point I lind to be a delightful place. The
hotel is large, elegant and well-kept-being a branch
of the Battle House in MSobile-and is crowded with
the fashion and beauty of Mobile and its vicinity.
The building stands on a tongue of land so narrow,
that it has the Bay in its rear and the Gulf in front.
It is thus a perfect strainer of sea-breezes, and the
bathing is almost at the door. I do not wonder that
the Mobilians brag of the place.

t lst night the weekly soiree came off. It was
crowded and brilliant, and the most unalloyed enjoy-
ment seemed to prevail. Of couMie I did niot neglect
so fair an opportunity of leholding tle belles and
beauties of Mobile. Those whose beauty and general
Sattractiveness were greatest, to my judgrment, were
MAl. S---tt, and her sister, Sliss B-- e. I had the

pleasure of seeing, in one quadrille, a young lady, her
mother, and luer grandmother ! Tle gns dmotlher
lappeaed to be about sixty; wass becominglydressed,
with a neat cap over her gray hair; and participated in
tihe festivity with a sniling benignity anid grace of
movement that blended very pileasingly. Tie grand-
daogulter was sweet sixteen, lively as a cricket, aind
prletty as a tulip. Tihe connecting link--daughter to
one and nmother to thle other, was fit, fIir, and appa-
rently less than fobrty-neiatly dressued in white, with
a stlack belt, and diamond car-rings anl neckllace;
lier hair lbeing pult up plainly but lpretty. I am thus
particular in describing this ludy, becaue sile com-
mended herself to miy notice by her grace in tlhe
dance, hier vivacity ill conversation, and the deference
that was paid to hler on every side, as if she were
queen of the ball. By asking who this lady was, I
proclaimed mysielf an utter stranogerl; for she proved to
be thie fauous Ilelle and leader of the tion, MIadame
Levert, of whom I had read so much and had such
curiosity to see. She cannot now be called pretty,
except iu shape; iut the intellect that blrightened her
beauty in her youthful days, still oshines, in her mian-
iers anld convesation, with undiinmed brightness,
anld compels th hold her way as a belle.
But I am stringing out too lengthy to-day. Heiglh-

ho! I hate to tear myself away from Point Clear,
but must do it.

The treaties signed between Clarendon and Herran,
the Plenipotentiary from Honduras, are-

First-A general treaty of amity and commerce.
Seeond-A provision for a convention for the ad-

justment of all claims of British sabjects in Hondpras,
ahd foi the extiii•tion of any Indian' osquito titles
within the telrrtpryiecognized as partaining to Hon-
duras.

Third-A convention for the restoration of Bay
Islands to the sovereignty of Hlondams. The latter
stipulates, on behalf of the people who have estab.
lished themselves there under the British occupancy,
certain rights and privileges.

The ground upon which the restoration was made,
is the importance of preserving neutral the route of
the proposed inter-oceanic railway through Hon-
dats.

The same letter also states that it has been agreed
between Lord Clarendon and Mr. Dallas that Grey-
town shall return to the sovereignty of Nicaragua,
and that the limits of Belize shall extend southward
to the Sarstoon river.
