The boat leti•fter dark, with usele playing aeld fire-

works whizzing from stem and stern,illuminating the a
harbor and giving the greatest eclat to her departure. tl
When fairly under way, a ball commenced in the d
lower cabin, and was kept up till nearly eleven
o'clock.- In a short time after that, all had retired to
rest, in the blissful anticipationof a frolic in and
around Pensacola and the Navy Yard <the next day. t
The swellin the bay caused the vessel to roll some-
what, but no one apprehended anything worse, and E
all composed themselves to rest.

Just as I was about sinking into obliviousness, I
was aroused by the increased rolling of the vessel.
It was the first tige I was ever "rocked in the cradle
of the deep," and the stomaohic sensations, I must c
confess, were anything but pleasant. With others it
was worse; and not a few might be seen sticking
their heads from between the curtains of their berths,
and paying that tribute which .old Neptunme exacts
fron all who are not accustomed to the hillocks of
his watery domain. For a little while this state of
things continued, to the great merriment of the
negroes passing' through the cabin. Soon matters "
grew more lively. A heavy sea struck the steamer
with a startling shock, and caused her timbers to
crack and groan from one end to the other. The pas-
sengers, orthoseofthem who were not sea-sick, began
to leave their berths, and pitch about in trying to
get their clothes on. Whilst so engaged, ano-
ther sea struck, with the same alarming effect. I
The fright on board was now general, for the
steamer not only pitched and cracked as if she would
break, but rolled till her guards dipped the water al-
ternately. A third sea rose completely over her bow,
washing away the bulkheads and springing the star-
board guard, and inundating the deck aft to the gen-
tlemens' cabin. The sights and sounds on board about
this time were decidedly alarming, The chain-box
on the forecastle broke its fastnings, and after pitch- 1
lng about and smashing the cabin stairway, bolted
overboard. The piano in the ladies' cabin also left
its place,and pitched from side to side, adding to the
terror of the ladies. Thejingling of glass and smash of
crockerywastobe heardoneveryside; tablesand chairs
were knocked intopi; and the bar was knocked into
a cocked hat. The gentlemenpassengers were either
lying around recklessly sea-sick, or staggering and
tumbling about in their frantic efforts to get their
clothes and life-preservers on; and the screams of the
ladies and children could be heard in their cabin.

Outside, nothing was to be seen but the white crests
of the breakers as they came roaring on. The pilot's
bell-rope hitched in its fastenings, and the engineer
was left to await verbal orders; besides which, he had
to assist the engine past the center with his lever, al-
though all steam was on; such was the force of the
sea against the wheels. Nearly everybody on board
thought that a wreck was at hand; some apprehend-
ing that the steamer would break, and others that she
would capsize. I shared in the former belief to such
an extent that I determined to hang to the last to the
post on the lower deck, by whose friendly aid I was
able to keep my feet and see what was going on
around me ; keeping my eye at the same time on a
bundle of bed-slats lying close by, with a view to con-
tingencies. I own that I was considerably scared, but
still did not lose my presence of mind as others did.
The clanging of the tin life-preservers disgusted me,
and I left those to use them who would. One fellow
actually put on three pair of them, and put a fourth
pair around the neck of a little bull he had on the
lower deck! Several rushed, sans culottes, into the
ladies' cabin, and one crazy fool heightened the panic
by shouting that the tiller-rope had broken. Alto-
gether, it was the squalliest scene ever I participated
in, and several old navigators, who were on board,
appeared to be as badly scared as the green pas-
sengers.

About fifteen minutes after the steamer was struck
by the first heavy sea, the tumult subsided; for the
boat had turned about and put back. The night was
very dark ; and it appeared that, after passing Mobile
Point, the boat had ran suddenly into the breakers,
which were rolling in from the westward, extraordi-
narily high, and chopped up by the northeast breeze
that was blowing. As tihe boat advanced the break-
ers became worse, and Capt. Heirs. concluded he
would be wrecked if he kept ahead. It was therefore
necessary to wear around and put back; a thing ex-
tremely perilous in such a sea ; but the risk had to
be run, and Capt. H.'s coolness and skill, and his
boat's great strength, survived the test. It was dur-
ing this turning around amid the breakers that the
scenes above described took place. The boat, beyond
a question, very narrowly escaped destruction; and
it was with peculiar sensations of comfort, and mer-
ry-making over their recent fright, that the passen-
gers found themselves back in the bay and at anchor
in Navy Cove. Capt. Heirn's conduct was admirably
cool and collected during the struggle with the break-
ers, and he appeared, altogether, to be a man " you
can bet on."

Next morning it was found to be utterly impossible
to leave the bay, and so it was left to the passengers
to decide whether they should return to the city or
cruise around the bay. They decided on a trip to
Blakely, a landing on a bluff above Mobile, on theop-
posite side of the bay-and which, itis said, was origi.
nally designed for the site of what is now Mobile.-
The afternoon was spent there, and in the evening we
returned to the city, in the gale before alluded to-
all disappointed in not going to Pensacola, but very
well satisfied to return under the circumstances.

The Cuba is the largest and staunchest of all the
mail-line steamers, and (so her captain says) her ex-
traordinarily stout frame and bracings enabled her to
weather what would have wrecked either one of the
other boats of the line. She is, however, considerably
strained and loosened in her joints, and will have to
go into dock for repairs.

Four of the jolly Continentals of New Orleans were
of the pleasure party, and if you wish further partic-
ulars, inquire of them.

Later from Texas.

By the airival of the Mexico we have Galveston
dates to the 30th, and from Indianola to the 20th nit.

The Mexico brought over eight emigrants for Nicar-
agua as passengers.

The Galveston News, of the 30th, has the following
in an article about their city :

The drouth, of which so much has been said and
written, still continues, until rain water, even for
drinking parposes, is becoming a rarity. The gar-
dens are entirely destroyed, and the trees present a
fall-like appeoarhnnce. The memory of thant celebrated
personage, the "oldest inhabitant," has been ap-
pealed to and failed to remember a season so remark-
able for its extreme dryness.

The same paper says: :
From every quarter our exchanges come teeming

with fearful accounts of the short crops, especially of
corn, our great article of consumption. When we
take into consideration that the last year was far from
being a productive one, and that this follows consecu-
tively, producing but a small proportion of the de-
mand, we confess that we do not see anythiug prom-
ising or cheering an the future to the enlarging wants
of oneur increasing and needy population. It is not
feared that so great a want and scarcity will prevail or
to cause riots and bloodshed, as in some parts of Eu-
roie, and yet we cannot avoid recommending great
economy and care in the rse of this, our main pro-
duct for food, especially through the Southi, where
the drouth so universally and extensively prevails.

We have been informed by gentlemen traveling
from the interior of our State, that the prairies pre-
sent the appearance of deserts, all the grass having
died and become white, crisp and dead for the want
of mrain.
Wecannot urge our friends to exercise too much

caoution and discretion in preserving and using the
grain now on hand' for we cannot conceive anything
but distress and want before us, unless some favorable
change takes place in our behalf.

The Houston correspondent of the same paper gives
the following items:
Oarrailroad enterprise is attracting thitheir the

commerce of an extensive and valouable region of
coretry, whlich has heretefore sought an outlet for its
products through Red River. Houston is now re-
ceiving costributions to her commerce from a region
from three to four hundred miles north. The inter-
vening section iso rapidly populating, and it will be
readily perceived both Houston and Galveston will
be beneitted.

The work on the second section of our Red River
Railroad has been commenced, and the contractors
think they will have it completed by January next.
The Tap connecting with the Harrisburg Railroad
will soon be finished. On both the above roads the
cars are now constantly running. The extension of
the Harrisburg Tap to Columbia, is confidently anti-
cipated, and at no distant day.
Our city continues healthy. We entertnin the most

sanguine hopes of immunity this fall from yellow
fever. Business is improving. New cotton commands
readily from 10b to 11 cents per pound. The crop is
being rapidly gathered. The quality of this year's
cotton is very superior.

A new paper, called the "Union American," anti-
Democratic, is expected to make its debut in this city
to-morrow. I learn its first issue will be on a small
sheet, but it is hoped it may be enlarged and im-
proved.
The Indianola Bulletin, of the 29th, says:
New cotton is coming in pretty freely. We noticed

several wagons, each heavily loaded with the raw
material, pass our office this week. We learn that
the crop will be a fair one, notwithstanding the great
and unprecedented drought that has afflicted us. In
the interior we hear that tolerable crops of corn have
been made. We trust this news is true, and that
there will be a proficiency to supply in part the home
demand.
The Galveston Civilian, of the 29th, says:
The Legislature has adopted an act supplemental

to the act for the improvement of the rivers of Texas.
This last appropriates $50,000 to the gulf and its
waters; and the same amount to the Colorado, Trin-
ity, Brazos, and Sabine each, and $20,000 to other
streams each. If the amount asked exceed the amount
in the treasry, an equitable adjustment is to be made
by the executive and heads of departments.
Soule University, at Chappel Hill, is already in a

flourishing condition, under President Halsey. The
institution has now about seventy students, and the
number will doubtless increase. The location is one
of the most elegible and beautiful in Texas.

The San Antonio Reporter expresses the opinion
that there are now more new buildings in course of
erection in that town than ever at one time before.

In consequence of the shortness of the corn crops,
and the prospect of high prices for flour during the
coming season, some of the planters in Burleson and
other counties are determining to go to the north-
eastern part of the State to purchase wheat, as it is
spoken of as being abundant, and at amoderate price.

The Gonzalez Enquirer, says :
We learn that the worms have been entirely killed

by the severe drouth. Not one, as far as we have
learned, can be found on any of the farms. The ex-
cessive heat is more than their delicate nature could
stand. Well it's an ill wind that blows nobody good.
Emanuel Head and Samuel Idead, his son, says the

ytouston Telegraph, are undergoing an examination
before Justices Reeves and Anders, on the charge of
the murder of -- Underwood, whose body was
found about six weeks ago in Buffalo Bayou, some
twelve miles below this city.

TiEl AnnY W\osi IN THE COTTON CrO.- We last
week briefly alluded to the presence of the army
worm on one plantation; since then we have learned
that il appearance is pretty general throughout this
edonty anid the Parish of Concordia, La. This, added
to the rot, nwhick is prevailing to a considerable ex-
tent since the storm of two weeks since, will have
the tendency of cutting short the crop in this neigh-
borhood. The Vicksburg Whig also announces the
appearance of the worm in Claiborne county, and
gives generally gloomy accounta of the crop.
