The craft and cunning so peculalnr to the'-Indian

When wholy exhausted,
the Otoes and toe Omahas propoeed a peace andpremised to evacuate the country. The Pawnees were
inm condition to readiy assent, and thereupon theconict ceased. It was the lst battle between the•e•tribes; both where whipped and both were satisfied.

hetella looked for her in vain. - The Otoes and theOmshlas moted-to the distant country of the Platte.
The Pawnees settled upon these hills. Herothey re-mained.uatil the Iowns and Kickapoos rcame in. They
then migrated teyond the Nemaha and had frequent
battles with the Iowas. It was in one of these thatthe famous White Cloud lost an eye, and for the last
of them, in violation of the strict injunctions of theGovernment, he was displaced from the chieftainship
by Col. Vaughan; which degredation broke his brave,probud'heart. ,

This finually became the country of the Kickapoes,
and Peter Cadue, their interpreter, built his hahita-
tion here. It was the resort of all the friendly trises,
who came here each summertime to drink the healing
waters; and for many years after, in the still hoer of
night, a female form of strange and wan appearance,
could hbe seen hovering around thde spring, wringing
her hands and giving evidences of deepest woe. She
