beyond a doubt; for Fillmore will divide the North
with Fremont.

A similar union on Buchanan will not affect that
result, with any degree of certainty; for it is ques-
tionable whether Mr. Buchanan will carry a single
Northern State, and a division of the South between
Fillmore and Buchanan would probably throw the
election into the House.
Which alternative, men of the South, do you pre-

fer? In less than sixty days you will be constrained
to a choice. You can ensure the election of Fillmore
by union. You can hazard the success of Fremont
by division. And in no event can you elect Mr. Bu-
chanan by yourselves.

For the present, we clip the thread of our remarks,
reiterating what we have before stated that, if Mr.
Buchanan was as strong at the North as ,Mr. Fillmore
now is, and Mr. Fillmore as weak at the North as
Mr. Buchanan now is, we should consider ourselves
bound, as loyal Southern men, to vote for Mr. Bu-
chanan, in order to defeat the Freesoiler Fremont,
and thus save the Union. A simtilar obligation rests
upon the Bachanan Democrats of the South,and they
should not be unmindful of it, even if their party as-
sociations are hard to break and their party partiali-
ties as powerful as a second nature. We all owe a
fealty to the South and to the Union v-Icich is para-
mount to party; and if we are honest mnen and tith-
ful patriots we will not flinch in meeting the require-
ments that fealty imposes to the follest extrent.

General Haskell, one of the most eloquent states-
men of Tennessee, was greeted on his recent visit to
Nashville with a recepilion by the Americans of that
city which would have flattered the proudest hero in
the world. The Nashville Patriot says :

It was indeed an outpouring of tile masses, sponta-
neous, overwhelmning cnd majestic in numbers and in
spirit.

LrTTER ON KANS.S ArE.'AIRS.--We are indebted to
a friend for the following extract from a letter dated
St. Joseph, (Mo.)

I expect
to leave here for Kansas myself on Tuesday, unless
my partner, Dr. Catlett, goes : it' he goes why I will
have to stay and take care of the practice. I will
now try and tell you the most reliable Kansas news :
for you will get it through the papers atd it cannot
be relied upon. Itr. Woodson, the Secretary, is not
taken prisoner, as has been reported, nor have they
(Lanesa men) taken or attacked the United States
troops, or taken Robinson; but Gen. Lane, the Aboli-
tioeist, has taken Col. Titus prisoner and fifteen or
twenty of his men. Lane's men are killing the Pro-
slavery.men oil; and Lane swears that there slall not
be one Pro-slavery man left in the Territorv. The
Governor of Kansas will not interfere, or has not yet,
and or friends over there call on the Missourians to
help them;d t and there a great mny going over to
settle in Koantaa and make it their homes, who nervr
intended to go there at all-they will drive all of
Lane's men out of the Territory. I think it will lead
to civil war. But are we to stand still and see our
friends butchered by a set of rascals and not protect
theml' s it possible it will comne that we must
fight or brother; but whose fault is it? cho anoutswers,
tine Prosident of the United States and Governor of
Kansas! I don't know but tlhat I would just as
leave die ltheore as any other place, in the delence of
the hlelpless. I hope you will be pleased with this
news aoel excuse me for writing so much about KtIa-
sas;but I am as much excited as any one here.

Tine LAw Or RnILntoAtS IN Onto.--IIn the case of
Perkins vs. Stanley, recently tried in the Muskingum
Common Pleas, Judge Scarle held that, in Ohio, a
railroad can own no property but such as is essential
to the prosecution of its busitess, and the prosecution
of its business is its only mode of paying any of its
debts. .toch more is this true with regard to a credi-
tor who advances money to build and equip the road
upon the ftith of a mortgage executed at the time of
the advance and before the road is either built or
equipped. The road, its equipments and its revenue
are pledged to the creditor. The revenue is to be
semi-annually accumulated to pay the semi-annual in-
stalments of interest, and the mortgagee has his lien
upon it, as fast as it is earned.

ThIe road is to be run to earn revenue, and any at-
tempt to seize the road or its equiipments, or its emate-
rials for repairs, or its tolls for freight and passengers,
is fiatal to the rights of the mortgagee. Nor does the
assertion of tilas principle enable te reail'oad company
to set its crditos at defiance. Whenever its credi-
tors are of opinion that its aflhito will be better man-
aged by a Court of Equity than by the directors, we
may expect themn to apply for the appointment of a
receiver.

CINlcINATI.--The city of Cincinnati seems to be
over-run by burglars. The Daily Times, of tie 30th
ilt., has the particulars of two attempts to rob
houses in thlat city and vicinity, which were made the
night previous ; in both of which, however, the
thieves were lhistrated by the imnates being woke up
and treating them to a little powder and lead. The
Times says:

If a few more of the villains who are nightly phu-.
dering our citizens are served ill the same manner,
there will soon he an end of burglaries. It behooves
our c'tizens to arm themselves for these desperadoes.

The petticoat extensions of the day put money in
the pockets of the poor. A cord maker at Newbury-
port, Mass., las sold $2,000 worth to a single dtaler
in this dless cord in Boston within the last four
muonths, and all the manufacturers have been unable
to supply tile demand for tile extension of these won-
dcrlil skirts.
