TnE STORU I T I INTERIOR Ol u FLORuDA.u-The
storm which did so much damage throughout the
Southern States did not pass over Florida without
leaving terrible marks of devastation in its course.
We have before us the hMariana Patriot, of the 2d
inst., which has a gloomy account of the ravages
committed in that neighborhood and town.

Speaking of the damage down in the town, the
Patriot says :
Trees, outhouses and fences were swept down, and

our boautiful town made almost a complete wreck.
lfajestick oaks and strongly implanted mulberry
trees, which had for years stood as ornaments to our
village, and which lhad braved all former gales, were
oitlher rent asunder or uplifted bIy the roots.
Two of the chimneys of the court-house, and others

about town, some of them newly built, were blown
down ; but we are glad to say none of our dwelling-
houses were materially injured and fortunately no
lives lost.

The surrounding country, says the Patriot, we are
afraid suffered severely. We have heard that Gen.
bilton, Messrs. Wynn, Battle, and James L,. Robinson,
had their gin-houses blown down, and lMr. F. R. Ely
lost his sugar-house and a number of other houses,
and had two yoke of oxen killed. Dr. i. A. Sanders
had two mules killed.

Thie roads are impassable, from the quantity of logs
across them, which will prevent us from having re-
gular mails for' some time. Neither the Northern or
Western mails left at their regular timle on account of
the storm.

We understand that the new Methodist Church at
Greenwood was blown down during the gale, and
that the Chipola river had risen very rapidly since,
from ther ibumere quantity of water ftllon.
The crops are completely ruined in the county.

Cotton and corn have been blown downr and beaten
in the ground. One gentleman had only a boll of'
cotton open left standing on his plantation, and
another had one-third of hris corn buried in the sand.

in irepse by an unwonted attack of good health.
The .Howae Association, however, has h'd a deep
and dreamless sleep, anil even the Charity Hospital,
that is generally so wide awake in the summer-time,
'has been yawning all along as if it wished to go to
sleep, bnut'as afraid to. Health isindeed a blessing,
and the citizens of New Orleano esould esteem it a
particular pride that, for its population, the city has
ths s•is sn er been the healthlest in the Union. The
runasayys-mny of whom, we doubt not, find that
" preserving the health by too strict a regime is a
wearisome malady"-are daily returning, and seem
glad to be back. . It is a good month before the usual
season of the city's waking up; but, as we have al-
ready intimated, it has not been able to go entirely
to sleep, and, like an individual who has suffered the
same discomfort, is preparing to get up and shake
herself earlier than usual.

We have had, it is true, a great deal of very hot
weather, and ourlittle cousins tihe mosquitoes have
been more affectionate, if possible, than in former
years ; but these minor discomforts we have been able
to stave off, by the blessing of Heaven, which sends
us shade with its sunshine, and of the unknown but
never-to-be-sufficiently-ppised individual who in-
vented bobbinct. Now, the heat is moderating,
and the evenings are deliciously cool and invigorating.
Last evening was so pleasant that we could not re-
frain from idling arounid and taking a general survey
of things. Business seemed on the increase; but if it
is not on the increase, then we are at a loss to know
why tihe drays adfd carts are so thickly and industri-
ously on the move-why the gaps in the shipping
are so steadily filling up-and what is meant by the
freight-piles and people-streams that enliven the levee
throughout its length. Yes, business is rapidly on the
increase-that's a fixed fact.

The building and repairing operations which have
been going on steadily all summer, as they do ev'ery
summer, now appear to be progressing with an extra
rush. We purpose soon to give a sketch of what has
been done in this respectthis year, and we are cer-
tain that it will surprise, everybody abroad, and a
good manyat home-those who pursue beaten tracks,
and never see all the city.

The evening turnout of yesterday was particularly
large and pleasant to behold. Smoking and rumina-
ting idlers of high and low degree, with chubby
children and apple-faced nurses, congregated in the
squares-in Lafayette Squanre, with its sycamore
shades and grassy lawns, and in Jackson Square, with
its fantastic shrubbery and flowers, and its great iron-
seated circle with the bronze Old Hickory in the mid-
dle; the gaiety of the promenades and the noisy
gambols of the children contrasting so oddly with
the silent gravity of the old hero, resting rampant,
gaunt and grim, alike unmindful of the pleasant
sights around him, and the music of the neighboring
bell, made of cannon that he wrested fromthe booty-
and-beauty-hunting Britishers. For observation and
rumination on a pleasant evening, Jackson Square
is, we think, the best spot in the whole city ; and not
a few portly and philosophical looking old gentlemen
repair thitheri daily, to look at the present and think
of the past, whilst cooling their protuberant dinners.

The ladies, too, were out in seraphic array--gliding
along Camp street, where the pretty young men stand
in the doorways, or along Canal and Chartres streets,
where already the dry goods kaleidescopes display
t the gorgeous and pocket-killing fabrics of autumn.
And along the levee, the scene was pleasant and
variegated. Pleasure parties airing themselves on the
ferry-boats and idlers swarming at the landings:
Sother idlers mixing with the busy throng at the wharf

of some departing or newly-arrived steamer. ti-fc'h-
Sing the repairs going on in tihe levee, heavy loinber

and the pile-driver being objects of absorbing inter-
est-or crowding wherever anything, no matter how
trivial, was to be seen or heard.

It is so seldom that we stop on our oars, and drift
along with the evening tide of humanity, that when
we do so, we enjoy it in the extreme, and wonder
thact we do not indulge in the luxury oftener. Such
was our feeling last evening, and the result of our

round is the opinion already expressed-that the
Crescent City is waking up. May her nap in sum-
mers to come be as short and restless as it has been
this summer.

FOREIGN CORRESPONDENCE.

LIVRPrOOL, August 22, 1850.
Editors Crescent : This week has been again dull

in cotton, in fact, although the circulars do not quote
a decline, you could not sell without taking off 1-16
to ld. There is no life, iand spinners really seem to
be independent of Liverpool for the present. The
sales of the week are only 47,000 bales, of which
39,150 to the trade. The quotations are for Orleans
Middling, 6 5-1 ; do. Fair 7d. Stock of American
this year, 633,480 ; last year, 372,850; all kinds this
year, 772, 200; last year, 564,130.

The weather has been showery, and grain has got
a lift up; but there is no danger of the harvest.

In general news, we have the arrival of the Queen
2Mother of Oude at Southampton with a fill train of
ladies, eunuchs, servants, etc., et.,etc. They had
half of one of the steamers from Alexandria to them-
selves, having their own cooks, butchers, etc., and
have taken a whole hotel; have removed the filrni-
ture, and will thus be enabled to live in oriental seclu-
sion. Oude is a kingdom in India that John Bull has
annexed, or appropriated, or taken under his protec-
tion, or stolon-the last is probably the right expres-
sion-and the Queen Mother and heir apparent come
to England to appear against the Governor General
of India. She has 80,000 with her, besides jewels
innumerable, all to urge her suit, but I think any one
may guess what the result will be-the money will be
spent, the.jewels gone, she will become a pensioner
ont the British Government, and the revenue of her
country will duly find its way into the coffers of the
Honorable East India Company. C.

Later fronlll Ilnnatn.

M•essrs. Castillo & Ilarrispe, consignees of the
brig Adams Gray, which arrived at the quarai:'iae
on Sunday last, have kindly sent us full files of fla-
vana papers to the laist ult. These papers contain,
however, very little news of any importance.

The late gale seetms to have been as severe in ifa-
vana and the neighborhood as it was in this vicinity.
IHappily, however, it occasioned no loss of life,as with
uis. It commenced rather earlier with them, as it had
spent its fury by the afternoon of the 30th- The riv-
ers overflowed on the island and caused much damage
to the crops of cane and corn, while the wind and
rain did equal damage, not only to the corn and cane,
but to the fruit trees. The principal railroads were
much damaged by the falling of trees across the tracks
and the washing away of the embankments, which
had seriously hindered travel on them.

In the city of Havana much injury was done to thle
trees which ornamented the public walks and llaza,
during thet prevalence of the gale. Business was
suspended and the streets deserted, owing to tile
danger from falling tiles and trees and the frequent
lightning.

At sea there had occurred, so tfr as heard frtom,
but one accident. The Spanish ste;naer lsabel had
been completely disabled, owing to her machinery
having been damaged whilst oil' Mangles Altos. For-
tunately, no lives were lost ono tclOe ocnsion. Astistallce
lhad been sent to her, and it was believed that the
steamer would be saved, although she had an very
narrow escape.

At the time of the sailing of tihe Adams Gray, the
Governor-General was at Puerto Principe attending
the Fair.

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THE STORM AT APALACHICOLA.

The Town Almost Completely Submerged.
SEVEIRAL LIVES LOST.

Wehave kindly been furnished by Messrs. Post &
Mel, commission merchants of this city, with a copy
of the Apalachicola Commercial Advertiser, Extra, of
the Istinst., from which extract'thefollowingaccount
of the ravages of the late dreadful storm at that
place :

We have barely time before the depalrture of our
mail this morning, to give a brief statement of the
gale of the 29th and 10th ults. For several days
preceding the 29th we had strong easterly winds, and
on the morning of that day the water had nearly
reached the top of the wharves, and continued rising
up to 12 noon. During this time the wind
veered from east to south-east. The water when
highest was about half way hrm the edge of the
wharves to the brick stores on Water street, whilst iii
some places it was quite up to the side walks. Our
citizens commenced early to move themost perishable
merchandise into the upper stories, and there was a
general stampede of all water crcft. By nine o'clock
at night the wind had hilled and the waters resumed
their eusual level.

About one o'clock oe tile morning of the 30th inst.,
the wind began to blow violently from the south-east,
and by three o'clock the water was up to the e top of
the whalrves and wis rising rapidly. At noon the
water had reached the side walks. Thle wind gradlunally increased during the afternoon, and by dark
bles with the greatest violence. At 7 P. of1. the
waters were rusihing into the stores on Water street.
The water was at its maximnum height about thlree or
four o'clock on the morning of the 31st, and forom that
time up to 10, were receding rapidly, with the wind
from south-west and west. Thiew arveschavereceived
comparatively but little damage, though thle wooden
wharvesare destroyed. The water wasdriven backinto
the city nearly up to the Mdansion House side waik.
Commerce street was submerged to the depth of three
and a half to four feet. Market street was partiaclly
covered, the water reaching about two-thirds the way
across the street in front of the residences of J.. G.

cuaan and H. W. Brooks, Esqs. Tie stores of S. 1M.
Nichlccou and N. Baker are uinroofed. The Apa-
lachicola Exchange, and the building occupied by
eIelKenzie & Elton have their roofs partially cl', anl
in a damged condition. All the stores eon Water
street from J. B. Hill & Co's. down, have their roofs
torn up and lying in confused mnst--doors, sash, etc.,
onthe lower floors are uneinged and scattered about
thecity. As regards the violence of the gale, it
aproximates nearer to that of 1851 than ony other-
the gale was more protracted than that of i1851,though thle wter was not quite so high. i[itchel's
press building and warehouses have their floors all
torn up. Petry's iron house is a wreck. The water
was between four and four and a half feet deep at the
highest point in the stores on Water street.

Sinclair's warehouse on Comnerce street had a deptll
of about four ftet over the toors. Somei sevea or
eight small houses at the extreme foot of Water street
are destroyed, whilst several of them 'have changed
their location entirely. Austin's ways are destroyed.
Sleaop arah, on the ways at the time of the gale, is
now high and dry in Irish Town. Chimneys cnu-
merable have teicr tops blown oil A large number
of china and other trees in tile upper part of the city
are torn uip by the roots, and so completely stripped
of their leaves as to have tie appearance of having
Sleen devoCred by caterpillars. Prostrate fetces are
the most conspicuous objects in this picthure of de-
strction. Tle Ridewalls eil Water ansd Cohmmerce
streets are destroyed, also the greater part of tile
beach walk. t mitchel's picrery platform is entirely
stripped, nothinglseing left lbut the upright posts; the
pickery building is still standing. Ic conseqruenceof
the barometers, etc., the loss ol lerechediso on Water
street is cosparatively small. The drug stores oflII. F.
Abell and J. I. Griffin are much injured, butthe stocki
generally was saved by novinig.

umpss' store had a depth of nlearly two feet over
thie loor; tile goods were saved by tearing aw;ry tile
ceiling and stowing thie goods abovre.

The Pee Dee warelhouse lhs its roof slightly
damaged, floors torn up s is doors generallyo'mlch in-
jured. Union warehouse sstacined but little injury.
Bucknam's press and warehlouse damaged sliglhtly.
Steamer IHarriet was lying ctl the wharf malingcs some
change in her machinery, by order of sctensambolat in-
spectors, on tile afternoon of tlie 29ti, and cold not
get up stern. Ca.t .hlarlhacc, horever, succeeded
in hauling her alongside of schooner Allie cDay, lying
in tile streamn , and the steamer was towed i51 to the
mouth of Scul's Creek where sle weathered it out.

Steamoer Harriet arrived this morning all sale.
Schooner Allie IDay is whore in the neighborhoodl of
Saol's Creek, abost two hundred yards firom the river,
in the woods, aid can only be got oil witi great labior
and expense.

Sclooner W. R. Petties front Nsew Orleans, with one-
third cargo foir this lelace, (lled saifely Iefobre the
gale) end the remainder for St. Mlcrlis, was driven
past the city on the night of the 3(lth, and pcseed
very near the wharves, dragging three anchors. She
cleared the wharvest in sight of the city anud went up
into the wuods higil and dry, about two hundred rods
from where the schooner will hloat. Tile oails were
blown to plieces after they were maide fast. Pilot
boaets wents up tie river and are safe. We lave no
reliable inlbrmation froml the various liglters ; rumor
says several of them are in tile roods. rearlcs are en-
terltained for tie safety of the people lt thle light-
iliocies. We learn thl•t thie gale rwas felt up et Ilicoes
Blou: The cargo on hoard ilce W. P.. P'etties is ucin-
jured, and tle vessel hlas made no water.

We have ijut heardi from St. Vincents ilotnd-one
family consisting of mean and wife and four children
are drownced. \re Ihave no iparticuluis.
