State Penitentiary. Mr. McH. telegraphed to his
brother in St. Louis to look out for the party, and
that gentleman caused their apprehension immediate-
ly on their arrival at Cairo. Wise was put in irons,
and he and the negroes brought back to Baton Rouge
on the steamer Jamies Montgomery. The negroes
were husband and wife, one being the family coach-
man and the other being mrs. McHatton's body ser-
vant. They not only paid theoorwn passage np the
river, but paid Wise's passsagealso. Wisc's mother is a
fortune-teller in Baton Rouge; and we learn that it is
probable that she, and other females in that town,
will be implicated as being engaged in the business
of sowing discontent among the slaves. Be this as it
may, Wise's prospects of a prolonged sojourn at
Baton Rouge are extremelyflattering.

The Baltimore Riots.

We published some days since, under our tele- sl
graphic head, a short account of a riot which took p
place in Baltimore on the evening of the 12th inst.1
We have since received full particulars of the affair, i
and are sonrry to state that it was much more serious m
than we had anticipated. The Evening Patriot, of
the 13th, contains details of the fight, from which we 01
learn that it was one of the mostbloodyand disgrace- h
ful riots that has occurred in that city for years. The r
Patriot says :

The riots took place on Light and Warren streets,
between tie Rip llaps Club on one side and a party
who had congregated at the Seventeenth ard
House, kept by James Clark, on the other. It appears
that the Wampanoag Club had been escorted home
i•y the Rip Raps, and had passed Clack's house, which
is the Democratic head-quarters for that ward, when P
they were fired upon from the house, and from what
has sobsequently transpired, we should imagine that a'
great preparation had been made there for some mu"
derous demonstration. From what We-can learn, it
appears that when the Clubs passed Clark's in the
morning a man was observed at one of the windows cc
with-a musket in his hands and in tihe act of firing
into the processions, when police officer Brown ap- h
proached him and said, "If you firea that gun I cannot si
be responsible for the safety of the house, for it will
be torn down." This remark had the desired effect, ti
and no attack was made at tile time, more probahly
from the fact that all tihe Clubs were together than
from the remark of officer Brown. Betweenthreeand
foor o'clock, as the Rip 1ops were passing Clark's h
alone, they were ittacked by parties in thehouse with
pistols, guns, rifles, bricks, stones, etc. Tihe sudden
and unespected attack of co-rse caused a generalf
fight, which lasted upwards of an hour, during which
time some twenty odd persons were wounded and one
killed outright, -
