Some years ago there were shipments of Louisiana

sugar to England. The experiment, however, did not

prove successful, and we think it will be a long while

before we shall have a redundancy of the article to

repeat the shipment. Yesterday we gave the state.
ment of the Liverpool tobacco market; the day before

we published a review of the cotton market.
There was considerable activity on the steamboat

landing yesterday. Arrivals of boats from the West

are of daily occurrence, sometinims two, three or moree
all folly-loaded with the rich products of the West,
coming to the best market on the continent for sale,
shipment, prompt returns in coin or its equivalent.

The receipts of cotton up to 6 o'clock last evening
were 5,072 bales. For thecorresponding day last year
they were 5,102 bales.

The ship tHoghton cleared yesterday for Liverpool,
having on board 1,677 bales cotton. This is the first

clearance for that port since the 9th inst., and makes

the export of cotton to England since the 1st inst.
2,803 bales. The staple moust be moving faster than

this to Liverpool, or there will be short stocks some-
where near the first of December next.

We laid before our readers yesterday the telegra-

phic advices by thesteamer Indian arrived at Quebec.
We suggest that dealers and others note the geports of

breadstoffs. Somebody has got to lose a trifle on

shipments from this side; but marlk the figures regard-
ing cotton, it is said to be firm, but not a word of the

advance of a farthing on fine cotton, which tai private

advices by the Arabia quote.

OtNE of Bictlu.xxxs's VotFs.--The f'ollowing reso-
lotion was introduced by the lion.

tories, when adltmitted into tle Union as ta tes, will
be exclusively enttiled to decide thie t•eitLion of the
existence of slavery within their respective limits for
themstelves.

THE INAUGURATION OF THE FRANKLIN STATUE

In BosoN.--The inauguration of the statue of
Franklin, which occurred in Boston on the the 17th
inst., was truly a grand nffair, surpassing in some of
its most imposing details the great civic event of the
introduction of the Cochituate water.

The procession, embracing nine divisions, was es-
corted by the First Brigade of Msssachusetts Militia,
including the Boston Light Artillery, the National
Lancers and Light Dragoons. The procession was
over two hours in pagring a given point, and repro-
seoted nearly every mechanical trade and manuiticture.
Among the special attractions was a new and beauti-
ful locomotive and tender named Benjamin Franklin,
mounted on trucks and drawn by eighteen horses; a
sugar-grinding mill for Cuba, drawn by twelve horses;
the House and Morse Telegraph instruments; the
electric tire alarm; Franklin's old Printing Press, on
which was being struck off and scattered to the
crowd a tio-simile of his newspaper, dated 1723 ; im-
mense structures on wheels representing school-rooms
filled with scholars at the desks, and a vast number of
other novel and interesting features made up one of
the grandest displays ever witnessed. The M•Isonic
Fraternity, the Firemen and rMechanics' Association
and numerous other charitable societies of Boston, and
Mechanic and other societies from the adjoining
cities and towns, were out in fill force. Also the
Franklin Medal Scholars, Children of the Public
Schools, etc. The procession reached the site of the
statue at the west front of the City Hall, soon after
3 o'clock. tere several thousand took possession
of the temporary seats and platform, while other
thousands tilled every standing place in tihe vicinity.
The drapery which had hithlerto concealed tihe statuee
was then radsed, when it was greeted with thunders
of applause. The exercises consisted of music by the
band, singing by the iupils of the Public Schools,
prayer by Hev. hi. Bladgent, addresaes by Malyor
Rice, M[asonic Ceremonies of Inauguration. &e.

The oration was then pronounced by lion. Robert
C. Winthrop, and occupied an hour and a quarter in
its delivery. It was listened to with close uttention,
broken only by repeated oitburta of applause.

The hymUn of Old Hundred was sung by the vast
audience, and a benediction by Bidshop Eastburu
closed the inauguration.

The number of strngers and citizens that thronged
to witness the pageant, was greater than ever Ietfre
seen in this city The side-walks and balconies, the
entire route of the procession, were crowded. Many
buildings and streets were handsomely decoreagd.

Times of tie 17th inst. puhlishes the following ex-
tract from a private letter, dated Rio de Janeiro,
July, 186N :

The people out here, the Ameican citizens more
particularly, are loud in their outcries against her,
aml demand that she be rent off' the station. We
feel outraged and insulted by her presence, mainly on
account of somue things of a shocking nature which
hLave lately come to light, and some which have lassed
in this and other places out here before the eyes of
all--the vessel is consequently shunned, and is a "hyc-
word": amongst the various squadrons, and here in
Rio and everywhere else she bls been.

There is sulch strong and general feeling against the
rvesel, o maneey strange rUd outrageous stories circu-
lating regarding her, lthet she is decidedly " rueder a
cloud" out here, and we, as citizens of the United
States, actually pray that she may soon be relieved
from the station.

It seems the vessel has been sent home by the Corm-
modore, and arrived at Norfolk a few days since, and
we understand thate court martial will be convened,
giving a full expose of the matters referred to in the
foregoing extract.
