The receipts since last Saturday up to 6 o'clock
last evening were, by the Laurel Hill, from Bayou
Sara, 841 bales ; three upper river boats, 310 bales;
Southern Belle, from Grand Gulf, 2,263 bales; Prin-
cess, from Vicksburg, 3,407 ; Capitol, from Morganza,
1,575 ; Linda, from Leflore, 68 ; Virginia and Falls
City, from Memphis, 1,232 bales. Total, 10,517 bales.
For the corresponding days last year the receipts
were 13,258 bales.

The late killing frost accounts have had great effect
on tobacco. Sales have been made of Kentucky leaf
at 15 cents per pound, which is the highest figure
ever obtained in this market ; far beyond the great
speculating period of 1825, when it went up to 10
cents, and cotton three pounds for a dollar, or, per-
haps, for middling 25 to :0 cents per pound. In
Western produce there is a good business doing, and
every description sells readily and at good prices;
and,.if freights to foreign ports do not rule too high,
we shall have a heavy increase of Western trade,
particularly when the railroads fiom the West to the
East are blocked with ice and snow, of which, the
telegraph indicates, there may be an early interrup-
tion from these obstacles. Thousands of barrels of
