,earfifty per cent of the entire value of the two great
staples. In 1842 theo whole value of the produce of 0

all kinds received at New Orleans was :$53,000,000.
Coipare this amount with the amount of the season
just closed, and croakers and agitators, with the de-

sponding, if there are any of this latter among us,

can decide whether our city is retrograding.
'In i836,1837,1838,1830, and 1840, the average

line of deposits of the Canal Bank was from $126,000

to $150,000. The canal was not making any returns,
nor did it till after 1843; in fine, it had been and was
thef a real mill stone to the working and movements
of the bank. In fact, the bank was in a state of col-

lapse. The incalculable benefit and advantages to s

accrue from the canal, began to be manifest during
the eventftl year of 1837, at which time it was opened
for business. The results to the bank did not redound
to its good-it was not receiving the least return or a

equivalent for the immense outlay. The public at

large, the coinmercial,agricultural interests, the navi- 1

gation of the lakes, the social relations of other dis-

tricts and other States, were the recipients of the
vast good and benefit derived from the completion of
the canal and basin.

The year 1842 brought into existence the famous
law reviving the charters of the banks, for our Legis-

lature had previously declared that every bank in the

city had forfeited its. charter and privileges. Still

they were suffered to go on from 1837 to 1842, be-

coming every year more hopelessly involved, paralyz-

aing the energies, corruopting the morals, and setting at
defianice laws and statutes of the land. The Legisla-

ture and the Execntive of the State 'could not har-

monize on a course for the relief of the people. The

notes of the various banks were estimated and sold
for coin at from 10 to 50 per cent. discount. Public

meetings were hold to deliberate on the monstrous
and gross perversion of credit, justice and faith,
which led to a forced compulsion to coin payments.

Two of the banks, the Bank of Louisiana and State

Bank, commenced to redeem their issues in specie,

but could not receive deposits of the notes of other

hanks only to be returned or paid in kind. It will at

once he observed business could not prosper or move

on under such'state of alitsib--two or three banks

doing business legally, and a dozen more illegally and
unjustly.

The generally vitiated position of the currency, the I
growing depreciation of all interests, commercial and

social, required strohg measures to aid in redeeming

the general credit of the country. This was felt by
the Legislature of Louisiana. Several of the most
prominent financiers contended that a return to coin

payments on the part of the banks could not be ef- 1
fected without the aid and co-operation of a national
bank, and some managers seemed determined to wait

for the incorporation of one by Congress.
It will thus be seen what a state of chaos and con-

fusion the general financial and conuecrcial interests

of our State were in it the time of the pass5age of the
Bank act.

The act itself was severely denounced, being con-

sidered arbitrary and unjust. Old financiers, old

bank managers, asserted that-no banking institution

could move or work under its provisions. Results,

however, have proved that they were wrong in their
views, hasty in their conclusions-no statute has con-

ferred more good on Louisiana than this Bank act.
The bank act, as before remarked, fouid the Canal

and Banking Company in an insolvent and apparently
hopeless condition. A maj.iority of the stockholders,
at a meeting to decide on accepting the act, deemed

it advisable to accede to its provisions. As entire

change in the Board of Directors was considered re-

quisite, which resulted in making Mr. Wm. A. lasquet,
one of the largest stockholders then and now in the
bank, President of the Board. lie found the allsirs of

the institution in such desperate circumstances, that

he retired after a brief administration. The current

report of the day was that he was discouraged at the
position of alisirs. In fact, there was not an in-
dividual stockholder who felt disposed to lake the
respousibility of relieving the bank or to bring it out

of the cloud of insolvency which hung over it. I
However, at the solicitations of Northern and resi-

f dent stockholders, and the desire of the Board of 1ii-

rectors, Mr.Olendy Bhurke, then occupying the highest

commercial position in our State, with a great array

of friends, strong credit, and large social influence,
accepted the Presidency, and it was sut a short pe-
riod before the Bank, the community, one and all,

began to feel the results of his administration of its
afttitirs. Intead of confining the business of the Bank

to tihe contracted office on Magazine street, with one

or two clerks, the building where it is now located

was purchased friom the Commercial Water Works,
there removed, and ill a short time the good effects

of Mr. uIurke's administration were manifested in the
increase of business of the Bank; growing credit, oe-
Shancement of thile value of the stock, ltogetllher withll

an entire revolution in the management of the canal

and basin of the Company, which resulted inl a revenue
- of 4 per cent. on the $1,000,000, denouoinated in the

dead weight of the bank as public impilvementas; and

really and truthful can the outlay be called public
improvements, and are such as were never undertaken

and completed by y any nking association in the

country.
