Wednesday (October lot;,) was an era never to be d
forgotten by the citizens of thecapital of our good old
State. The great day has passed, and I will now at-
tempt to describe-with little hope of doing justice-
one of the most enthusiastic and brilliant demonstra-
tions ofithe season-unrivalled in beauty, dignity and
warm-hearted Americanism- by any of out kindred
Sttites.

The crowd began to assemble at an early hour in t
the afternoon. The streets were filled with dashing
ho•semen and handsome eqoipages, and the side-
walks thronged with the bright faces and happy
smiles of the fair sex from all parts of this and the
neighboring parishes, who had come far to join in
heart-felt admiration and devotion to their own, their
dear, their native land.

At 5 o'clock the Clinton, Jackson and plains
delegations drove into town, headed by a hand of
music and escorted by G;rand Marshal H. M. Pierce
and his aids, Messrs. It. Matta, -- Monteatll, P. Hen-
dtrsomand Thos. lgirker, (at thiO.s age) who met
themtwo'miles from tobwi: .

A dark, cloudy day was yesterday, with a little rain
occasionally, just sufficient tokeep all on the 1ook out
for heavy showers. The arrivals of vessels, steam.
boats and returning citizens, since Saturday bavebeen
large. The receipts of cotton for Sunday and yester-
day, up to6 o'clock P. AM., were by the Linda, from
Alexandria, 528 bales;, Yazoo Belle, from Greenwood,
Yazoo, 822 ; Scotland, from the coast, 120; W. N.
Sherman, 763; Capitol, from Bayou Sara, 1,11 ;
Southern Belle, 1,684; Swamp .Fox, from Rodney,
1,712; Kate Friabee, from Memphis, 524; Linden,
from Ouachita river, 420; Woodruff, 318 ; Camden,
from Jefferson, Texas, 527. Total, 8,53,, which, with
the Eclipse, Republic and Louisa'a cargoes on Satur-
day, with 314 bales by the Jackson railroad, makes
19,702 bales. There weretwo loads, the Princess and
Magnolia, amounting to 7,000 bales, due to-day, bint
in consequence of the grounding of the two boats,
they must come in our report when at hand. The
receipts for the corresponding two days last year,
were 14,760 bales.

Importamtt from Northern Moexico.

By the schooner Chrysolite, Capt. Aeekerly, which
arrived on Sunday, from Brazos Santiago, we have
received copies of the Matatmoros Libertad Extra, of 3
tihe 16th and 17th ult. From these we learn that the
troubles which for some months have been threaten-
ing Nuevo Leon with civil war, had at last reached
the culminating point.

The troops of Nuevo Leon who adhered to Gen.
Vidauri, have been defeated while attempting to in-
vade the State of San Louis de Potosi. The rattle
took place at a town called Matahala ; it was a total
rout.

Several other divisions of Vidanoi's army have been
defeated; one mider command of Col. Martin Zayas, I
at Villagrave, and another consisting of 500 teen,
while attacking the town of Slier.

The Libertad Extra says :
The troops with which Don Vidauri wished to openr

the campaign, have been destroyed by toe defenders
of the government. The ex-general in chief of the
army of tie North witll surely ntot triumph in Tomau-
lipas, for the people of the-State defend it writh hbn-
very. in defence of liberty and reform, which the Ex-
ecrtire of the Rlepublic wishes to establish in conformu
ity with the plan of Aytla. The people of Nuevo
Leon :tnd Coahuila will not continse to spill their
bri.od to carry out the caprices of one whose only aim
is absiolute dominion on tile frontier. This we hope
from their good sen e, and the convictions that peace
and order are tile first necessity of the country.

The sime paper also publishes the details of the
capitulation of Vidauri's partisans after their defeat
-at Mier. Vidauri' s troops were to retire with their
arrms, on condition of not serving against the (lovern-
ment on any future occasion : the prisoner were.ta•
he liberated, the dead buried, and the wounded at-
tended by the governlmenf sargeons.

By the arrival yesterday morning of the United
States Mrail Steamship Black Warrior. (apt. Bulloch,
from New York via Havana, we have dates from the
latter place to the 3d inst., fsons which we extract
the tillowing itemnt

A forged check o thile Industrial Bank at Havana,
for $10,400. was paid by that bank a short time since.
It was presented by a m1ere youth, who succeeded irn
escaping with the money, although his residence had
been ascertained and searched.

Tihe passengerr of the Biriti-hs mail steamer T.ay,
whose wreck we have previously noticed, arrived at
ilavasna on the 2 ith, on the lBritish steamer Ampnhion.
They reported the Tay as being a total wreck, nothingrs
being saved but a few sails and boats, the passengersg |
baggage even being lost.

The schooner Mary W,. Capt. Thomas, from Rl, I
bound for New -Orleans, was totally lost off Carpe
Cosriente, o0n the night of the 29th August. The cap-
tain, his wife and the crew barely escaped with their
lives, as the vessel sunk in deep water, two minutes
after she struck. They landed in an unninhabited part
of the Island of Cuba, and after suffering many hard-
shilps arrived safely int Itvana. They speak in the
highest terms of the kindnes, which they received l it
the hands of the people in the towns through which
they passed.

Yellow fever had almost entirely disappeared from
the Island, and business was rapidly improving.

Winn and Chauncey, +the American seamen who
had been sentenced to the chain gang, had been sent
to the Isle of Pines.

The American Consul at tHavana publishes in the
Diario de la Marina the rates at which tobacco will
be in future received into Miexico.

reinforcements the French had received in the in-"terval.aind they weerd driven he wuith' loss. It is
said that an expedition ogainst the Kabyles will at
once take place. Any operatious that the French
have contemplated against the ift:l pirates are for the
present postponed.

Count Berkenhofflfit is expected, wil arrive in Mfa-
drid shortly for the purpose of armouncing to the
Queen of Spain the accession of the Czar to the
tin'one, as a tirst step towards the establishment oft
diplomatic relations between the courtsa of St. Peteon-
burg and 'tMtadrid.

It is stated that Gonzales Bravo is to he appointed
Miaimter of Spain at Washiagton.

There is nothing new politically from Spain.
Accounts from the Canary Islands mention that the

state of siege was proclaimed there oo the ith, on
receipt of orders to that effect from' the home Gov-
eriment.

The Spailni Government had received dispatches
from the Captail-General of Cuba, dated 12th of
Angnst, announcing that the Island continued to en-
joy trauquility, and that its sanitary condition had
improved.

Details of the Czar's coronation at Moscow are re-
ceivedand correspondents afitbm the pageant tohave
been on a most extraordinary scale of splendor.
After the rerenmony was pertfrmed, as important
ukase was issued. iy which an amnesty was accorded
to the lpolitical offenders of 1C26 and 1531, and, in
other respccts a foundation has been laid for great
practiclI reforms.
The Suisse journal announces that tie Federal

Council had replied to the note presented to it by the
Prassian representative, M. de Sydow, in relfrence to
Neufchiatel, ill which' note the Prussian Government
reserved its right of sovereignty overtbe canton. In
reply, thile Iederal Council declareso that it cannot ad-
mit the right claimed by Prussia, for tie reason ol-
ready sexpiressed in the uegative reply of the Federal
I)ireetory of the 1st and GtIlh of IMarch, 1545, and the
Council expresses regret thaf events, in every way
deplorabe, silould have given a motive 'for 'the re-
newal of this protest.

According to the same joornal,;.I de Sydow had
an interview witlh tl. Stompfii, President of the Fede-
ral Coiuncil, from whom he demanded that thile prison-
er shourld he treated with kinidness, and that the juo-
dicial iuqairy and trial should not'be too hastily eon-
ducted, as sclh a course might complicate still more
the diplomatic ruelation of lPrussia witi the confede-
rmtioi., and Iighlt Create fiesh difficultlies. 1. Ster.
