The evil of the day is sectionalism, and the countrycan find no response until this dangerous spirit isn r-bhaked by thvoice of the people, animated as theywere in the days of'Washington, bIy a holy love foritlie Union, and determined to withold their canti-dence from Lhose who do not regadu its preseo-atipaas the•arsoociunt obj'ctdf th veir lee.
If the South claims the election of a mSn to thePresidency becau se he is favorable to Southern-n' •terests, and thie North one becanue hlie is favorable toNorthern interests, there is an end of our federal syrs:tem. This was not the sentiment of parties in thedays of Washington, Jetberson, Madison and Jackson.It is our pnrpose, as patriots, by whatever name wemay be culled, whethcr Union-loving Whigs, Ameri-cans, or Democrats, to eradiccte the influenace of thissentiment friom the pubilic councits, and restore thatwhiclli will give ius a President fbor the whole people Iand a government that will respect alike the equailrights of all the sections of our land, Without regardto latitude or diversitied ifterests.

The National. Itellgenncer has the following in-

teresting description of this institution :
The bIilitary Asylum on the north side of the cityis one of the most interesting and noteworthy of the

public establishmento of the District. It occupies asite once the property of Geolrge W. Riggs, Esp.from whom it was purchased by the Government. It.elevation and distance from any watderore renderit particularly selubriosa,and tht outlook from it inevery direction is exceedingly fine. The area of theproperty is stated at two hundred and eighty.fieacres, of which seventy are under cultivation. 'Alarge edifice of native marble, whose white towermay be descried firom almost every spot for milenaround.peering oat from amidst the taick nmbrngeordfoliage, o near completion, and will contain abount
thirt},-four sleeping rooms, sufficient to accommodate
two hundred and fifty inmates. The other rooms arevery large and airy, and the dining-room is especiallyso. At present, the inmates of the asylum to thenumber of seventy-foor inhabit the mansion firstowned and built by ar. Riggs. Besides the new mainbuilding, whrich can be extended without marringtheportion now erected, there have been two large andtastefuil mansions of the same material as the asyluTm,occupied by the ofliersm in charge of the establish-ment. In one of these Col. 3I.fil. Payne resides asgovernor ; Dr. Benj. King, secretary and treasurer,
and temporariy in charge of the sick, occupies the|other. Mlajor Larkin Smith, deputy governor, livesin a dwTllin on the same estate, hbut more distant.The old soldiers have a perfectly eay time at this-'sylum, doi•.ggtty, much as they please, workipgor-playing at will. They are of course subject to.properregulations, and may render themselves liable by mid-condoct to have theirmonthly pocket money stopped,
to coniinement and even, by. judgment of the execs-:'tire commitment, to ejectment. Workshops are pro-
rided, where they may ywork at their trades, and any-of their prodocts of industry which maybe of use in•the military service of the country are hougbt by theordnanceand artermter' department at fair rates.
The persons who are.-entitled to the benefits of 'theasylum are, frot, those who may have served.inthe -United States army faithfolly for twenty years; soalso soldiers and members of the marine corps wonnd -Sed or disatiled by disease coutracted in the MexicanI war. Soldiers who may have contrihbuted to the fundsof the asylum under certain regulations are also in-cluded. No provision is made for the wives andchildren of pensioners, as no such prevision Is ontem-plated in the law, but to invalids, such as' can prose-irte a trade or handicrft, faeilities- will he wordedor so doingp. Good character, at least asinge 'admit-sion into tt service of the United States, is deemedessential to an enjoyment of the benefits of theasylum.

This stablisliment is distfant from the Centre-Mar-ket just three miles, and is most conveniently ap-proached by Seventhl street for the eastern part ofthe city and Fourteentlt for the western. It is notsnorprisig tlhat it is a favorite- place of visit in themild seasons of the year.
