FOUR DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

ARRIVAL OF THE ARAGO AT NEW YORK.

The United States Mail steamship Arago, Capt.
Lines, with French and English mails to the 24th
alt, arrived at New York on the morning of the 8th
inst. We condense from our exchanges the following
summary of the news:

The Journal de ConstLantlinople says that a serious
conflict had taken place at Trebhzonde. Eight Torkish
sailors tore down the Russian flag from a merchantship. They threw the Russian sailors inthe sea. The
Russian consul had demanded the dismissal of the
captain of the port. The sailors who made the attack
were publtcly bastinadoed.

The Germanjournatls are full of conjectures as to
the course Praussia will pursue with regard to Neuf-
chatel, but it is certain that no step will be taken tan-
til it'ls seen what is the final treaniment of the prison-
era in the hands of the Swiss Confederation.

The intelligence from Naples is becoming more in-
teresting. The knowledge of the withdrawal of the
English and French Legations, and of the sending
thither of a naval squadron, had produced a fall in the
funads oaboute per cent. The Times corre-pondent,
although he coneders the above statemeit unfounded,
considers, also, that it may probably prove a shadow
of coming events, especially as regards the interrup-
tion of diplomatic intercourse with the Neapolitan
government, which it was thonght will ansuredly take
place. It was generally thought that theappearance
of French and Eglish ships m the bay would cause
an inasurrection, npd the kamg Was taking ever)' pr.
caution in anticipation of rebellion against irs gov-.
ernment. It ls said that the place 6o rendezvous of
the English and French forces is Ajeccio. This naval
movement, together with an announcement of the at-
temated evasions of Russia in connection with the
settlement of the Besarabianfrontier, the British fleet
had been ordered to remain in the Black Sea, had an
effect upon the money market which caused usinessa
to be very fiat. A. report was also circulated of pro-
bable difficulties with Austria, whose military agents
in Lombardly, Tuscany and FParma, are stated to have
thrown intoeprison thirty-one officers and men of the-
Biritish-Italian Legion, on their return homt after
their discharge from Malta.

Mr. Jerome Bonaparte, of America, and his son,
says the Journol du Havre of the 20th ult., are ex-
pected in a few days in this town, where apartments
have been taken for them. Mr. Jerome Bonaparte is
about to embark oniboard the Argo for the United
States.

Intelligence from Constantenople via Miarseilles
states that Austria wishes to occupy the Principali-
ties until the month of November.

The failure of the Royal British Bank continues to
absorb great interestin England On the 20th uelt.,
an angry meeting of the shareholders was held ih
London, at which it transpired that the loss to me
made up was 210,487. On the testimony of the ac-
countaut, it wam shown that the account of MSc It
Brown, the member for Tewkesbury, nd rentil re-
cently a director of the hank, exhibits a debt of 70,-
903. tr. Jon. McGregor, member for Glasgow, and
founder of the concern, $7,3t2. Mr. Cameron, late
manager; 23,000, the utmost worth ofthe securitiea
against which is 3,000. nMr. Mulleus, late solicitor,
7,000 ; one of the auditors 2,000. Other person.
connected with the bank had also devoted to their
own uses various sums, making in all a total of 121,-
000. Some works in Wales had involved a sum of
100,453, hut they were considered to be at leasn
worth 40,000. According to the balance sheet, thie
entire liabilities of the bank are 539,131, while the
aneits, taking the Welsh property into consideration,
are estimated at 328,04tfor the whole. The prospects
are worse than at first expected, which will he further
exaggerated by the costs, which will probably be in-
creased by the Court of Chancery.

Intelligence from Madrid steatesthat a severe en-
gageme•t took place on the 9th Septemler between
the garrison of Melella and the Moors of the envi-
rons, in which the latter had suffered a serious loss.
The Spanish troops had ninety killed and seventy
wounded.

Tie ball at Moscow on the ltth lit. is described •y
the correspondents of the English journals as-a most
brilliant affair. Lord and Lady Grauville, and other
members of the English embansy, were present.
French cooking and French fare were the arrange-
meat of the cuisine department.
Later intelligence from South America has been

received. Little btuinets had aken place sintce last
advices. St. Vincerts had suffered immensely
from cholera, also the islands of liadeia and Porto
Santo.
Tihe Times publishes an unusually severe but highly

justifiable article upon the conduct of tie directors of
the Royal British Bank. It considers that such
" crimes" should be visited with penal servitude for
life, and that there is more reasons for pity for the
highway robber, the lurglar and the pickpocket, than
for a class of men such as those whoie are connected
with the downfall of the Royal British Bank.

Tihe Emperor of Russia has confirmed the organic
sltatntes of the three steam navigation companies des-
tined to facilitate trade throughout the ports of the
south of Rossia and the Mediterranean.
Toe Te.s•s- WeITIe Hoxnras.-The Liverpool

Albion publilshedi a copy of a communication from
Don Leon Alvarsdo to the Governer of the Republic
of IHonduras, advising him of the conclusion of the
negotiations with Eeglald, and specifying the terms
of a treaty. The letter is dated "Legation of Ion-

i dras, London, September 15, 185tl, thirty-fifth anni-
versary of thle independence," and intliates that the
negotiations with Englatnd are concluded. Althougl
claiming the Bay Islands, IHonduras was willinlg to
leave them free to the enterprise of the w-orld, on
condition that ler sovereignty were recognised, and
the hMosqnito territory were returned to her. The
United States accepted these conditions, and England
staw in them a means of getting out of a disagrees-
ble qoestion. Thle anmbassador then announces that
the treaties are concluded. as lillows :

1. The restitution of the sovereign rights of Hon-
durns over the islands of Ruatan, Bonncca, etc., and
declaring them free territory, governed by its proper
mueicipality.t

2. Acknowledges the territorial limits of Honduras t
marked in the map ty the 'on. George Sqaier,
say from the river Waos o Segovia to the riverr
Negro. t

A tribunal of reference, composed of one citizent
of Htonduras and one British, if necessary, an impar-
tial third of any nation, will lix the houndary, in-
demnify the Inosquito Ildians for the lossed which
they stflter, and adjust all claims whatsoever.

3. MIemorandum of tihe basis of negotiations.
Senor Minister: True wisdom teaches that a na-

tion should march with the circumstances of the day.
Honduras enters a new political life : her steps should
therefore he to declare :

I. That she knows no enemies or parties, and for-
gives all past offnes ;

2. Cultivate friendly relations with all who will ac-
cept them ;

:To avoid all compromises, offensive or defec-
sive leagues, so common in America, and so disas-
trous ;

4. To fcros no league, diet or confederation;
5. Invite all her neighbors to regulate territorial

limits, and to examine the claims nade by Copan on
the iort of Florida, and that in six or eight months
the titles should he exhibited ;

6. P'roibit or abolish from the public press all pol-
Sities, give regulations lor edraetion, etc.

The Election Riots In 'Baltmore.

We extract from the Baltimore Patriot, of the 9th
inst., the annexed account of the riots which dia-
graced that city on the 8th. As may be seen at a
glance who were the

riginators of the disturbances,

the foul charges made bq certain journals will recoil
open themselves:

We are pained to record the disgracefalproceed.
inn of yesterday. The deeds of blood andcrowdy
hom are withont a parallel In the historyof or city,
and filly go to show what anu awfalrespomsbity
upon those leaders of the Democratic partw hohavedaring the atle canvass urged apontheir followers the
necessity of going to the polls armed to the teeth.Various attempts were made by the Democrats early
in the day to take peossaion or the polls, and in someof the wards this was quietly submitted to, hat no ac-
tual outbreak occurred until about 10 o'clock, when a
couple of collisions took place in the 12th Wad; be-
tween the members of the New Market Fire Company
and the American Clubs, which resulted in the former
bheing driven away. In the afternoon the two parties
again met, and at two points a. general hattie took
plae, in which revolvers, muskets, carbines and all
available weapons were bought into use.

At the Lexington marketand in that neihhborhood,
a desperate light took place about four o clock, be-
tween the members of the New M•erket oFire Com-
puny anod the American Clubo s r r rijg under thenames of Rip Raps and Plugtlglai:u sch was the
state of aftlhirs that reaidents•;etosd thei. stores,
and no person was seen on the streets except those
engagedin the conflict. In thi"'flght two persons
were killed, aml tw ovewemnded; it -ismatpr pro
there area great many more, who were taken loff y
their friends.

Abeut the ane time the above fight was going on,
there was another desperate encounter in the neigh-
borhood of Centre and Calvert, Ionnment and y adi-
son and Calvert, and between these points and Wa7h-
ingtou's Monument. This fight wasbetween some of.
the uptown American Clubs and the Democrats from
the Eighth'Waar.

The bannister of the porch in front of the house on
the corner of Centre and Calvert streets, was pero.
rated by six uballs; allof them striking within a space
of three inches. Two balls entered the front dope of

r. Win. Loney, and two struca the marble upright
of the entrance. Thdre is hardly a hense in the
neighborhood that does not hear some impression of
the ight. For two hour thi was continued, when
the Old-town men, receiving additional supply of men
and arms, drove the others from the field.

A party of foreigners, each armed with revolvers,
were seen to rush down St. Pnul street towards Cen-
tre, howling and shouting out at " the d-d Know.
Nothings." The impression of bullets can be found
on the houses in the vicinity of the fight, particularly
along Waterloo Row. The house corner of Msonu-
ment and Calvert streets, belonging to Hugh MoEI-
derry, Es., shows the imprint of nine bullets. Large
piece of the marble were knocked off the front steps.
The front door of the house occupied by Mrs. Earnest
has two bullets in it.

The Seventh Ward was also attacked by a party
from the Eighth Ward, and after somesevere fighting,
in which numbers of shots were fired, the attacking
party was driven off. Many other affairs of minor
importance occurred, which we have not time to men
tion to-day.

We extract from the Evening American of the 9th
the followihg, which contains more particulars :

There were also a number of lights at the polls of.
different wards, but none we believe that were pro-
ductive of mortal or serious injuries.

At the First Ward polls, a boisterous sort of order
was preserved, and beyond some blacked eyes and
bruiseed faces no damage was done. The Americans
maintained control throughout the day.

The Second Ward was quiet in the moruing but
disorderly aInter in the day. The Democrats had pos-
session of the polls throughout the day, and the im-
mense increase of the Democratic vote, whilst large
numbers of American voters were driven off, shows
the use they made of it. A difficulty occurred after
the closing of the polls in which a uumbel of pistols
Here fired. butohudy was seriously injured.

The Third WarFid'polls were the scene of consider-
able fightinug throughout the day. Klntves and pistols
were frequently drawn, hbt Sut used to the serious
damage of anybody.
At the Fourth Ward difficulties occurred early in

the day growing out of attempts to put in illegal
votes. Several Germans were severely beaten and
driven from the polls.

At the Seventh there was also considerable fighting.
Mr. Alexander Gifford, the Democratic candidate for
the First Branch, had his head cut and was bruised
about the body. After the polls closed, a figh

t 
oc-

curred in which pistols were freely used and several
persons shot, but we could not learn if any were
tftally hurt. A lad about eleven years old named
James Elliott received a pistol ball in the head.

The Democlats held complete possession of the
Eighth Ward polls throughout the day, and used every
exertion to prevent their opponents l'ronrvoting. The
result is seen in a decrease of the American vote and
an immense increase in the Democratic, a large num-
Iber being undoubtedly illegal. The vote is the larg-
est by 300 ever. polled in the ward, whilst at least
two hundred Americans were prevented from voting.

Is the Eighteenth Ward there was considerable dis-
order growing out of the immense number of voters
in the ward and the limited time for voting.- Each
party struggled to make their way to the polls, hbut
the Americaus being in superior strength generally
prevailed. Thepassage of the bill dividing the wards,
defeated by the recsanit Democratic members of the
City Coumcil, would have prevented this difficulty.

'The other waurds were generally quiet.
The city was in as uproar until a late hour last

night, but no collisions, as far as we could learn, oc-
carred.

Cowaunrt.Y ASSAvLT.--About eight o'clock last
evening as an omnibus containing the reporters of t
two of the city papers was returning from the First I
Ward polls with the returns of the election, a boy on
thie step shouted for Swann, when a volley of pistols
was discharged at the vehicle at the corner of Balti-
more and Gay streets. The driver of the omnibus, a
man named James Dunningan, received two pistol
halls in one of his legs, occasioning him very serious
injury. Several balls struck the omnibus, shattering
the windows, etc. The parties inside threw them-
selves on the floor of the vehicle at the first fire and
thus escaped injury, swhilst the driver, thlough wound-
ed, whipged up his horses and soon got out of reach.
The fact that tie assailant- d sd not know whlo iva in
tihe omnibus, but were willing to sacrilice the lives of
unoflfending persons to revenge the taunts of a boy,
makes tile act one of the worst of the many outrages
committed during the day and night.
