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Sugar and Cotton-General Itemns.
The most important feature in domestic matters,

yesterd;ay, was the receipt of two hogsheads of sugar
of this season's crop, from the plantation of Judgeluting, parish of Plaquemine; being the first re-ceived in this market this seaen. Last year the firstreceipt was on thie 10th of October; in 1854, the
4th ; 185, the th ; 1852, the 9tnh ; 15, the 19th;1850, the 17th of October. The general opinion still
prevails that the exlent of this season's clap will not
exceed 120,000 hogsheads, thogll some hold out for150,000 hogsheads. The stocks of New Orleans sugarin New Yorlk on the ilth inst., was 10,665 hogsheads.
The stoeksin Louiaville, Cincinnati and other places
in the Wesit, are very light, and the Western dealerswill undaubtedly have an opportunity this season to
learn whether sugar (in hogsheads) will hear trase-portation from New York or Boston over railroads,
subject to some half dozen tranlhipments.

The European mails by the Persia caine through
yesterday. The private conrespondencedoes not seemto confirm the depressing intelligence as conveyed by
the telegraph. We are fully satisfied that accounts
are regularly made up in Liverpool, with parties else-
where, to operate on Southern cotton marhkets. Wereceived by the Persia a communication, from which
the l'ollowing extract is made:

We have every reason to believe that the above let-
ler gives a true account of the position of the cotton
market in Liverpool. We begin to believe strongly
that the oft-repeated accounts of a stringent money
market in London are more for effect than otherwise.
