UPa tlh, tilcitoll a'nd another Irish-
man, who were priyisg billiards, ran out and comniened beet-

still lying ill the lrceet, inscensibler. It wase then that Philip Ltng,
the dlewcceed, starled ieros teo help Duschi l)riicoll at the time
wce abet entering ae houe, awhen his wife met him at the door
and Ianteild hm it large b ie-knifeti , ech eming, "Kill thed-d i)teIh is t no h-sc i? Deolhc slipped the knitfein hie,lee ec, m ed epproached Leng JIt as he ws pproeehing Duostieh.
Lung, seeing tile knife, btcked oci, DIriscoll following im,and when Ing's further retreat we prevented by his bhackingt
agiinst the w ieel of a dray, Drisceoll plunged it into itis ebdo-
ipn. 1)riseoll then ran back and secreted himself in his house,and nihen the poliee cunleater hIim, his wife tried to put them
on a false scent ; but soon afterward he was diceovered and er-
re-ted : and hitts wife was arreted nSect moruing so oon al her
ceomlicity in the affair n•s dlsecovered.
