LOUISIANA COTTON FACTORIES.

Two or three weeks ago we alluded at some length
to the project entertained by some wealthy planters,
having in view the establishment of a large cotton

factory in DeSoto parish in this State. We spoke of
it in the most favorable terms we could command, and
brought argument and data forward to prove that it

would be profitable to the stockholders, advantageous
to the parish, and generally beneficial is its results

upon the prosperity of the State.
As we have before remarked on numerous occasions,

there is nothing the South so much needs to make it

the most affluent and prosproous section of country
on God's earth as a diversicfiation of its capital and
industry. Our capital is mainly concentrated upon a

single pursuit--agriculture-and our industry and
most of our available labor are principally appro-
printed towards the development and advancement
of that pursuit. It is truea more laudable pursuit, or

one more congenial to the mind of intelligence and

refinement, never employed human faculties. WAso-
Inroxo well and truly said in one of his admirably
practical elfisions, s" agriculture is one of the noblest
and most healthfiil avocations of man." But fabrira-

tion is an indispensable Ihadmaidoen to iagriculture.
Withoout her the inhabitants of the earth would soon

return to the primitive state, a description of which

has been handed down by biblical history and tradi-

tionary legeuds. And commerce, navigation, and a

thousand other thillgs, too numerrous to recapitulate

in a brief newspaper article, are necessary to the

proper growth of both.
But these i truisms, the practical application and

correctness of which will not begainsayed biy any man

of ordinary intelligence, and all we have now time

or room to say in regard to them is to ask the simple
question: How much better oft' would Louisiana be it'
she was as far advanced in the pursuits we have re-
ferred to as in agriculture ?

But, to return to the te Soto enterprise e we have so
highly commended, and which we wish so much suc-
cess. In the last Mansield Columbian we enjoyed
much satisfaction in perusing the following. That
there isto be an extensive cotton filetory in North-
western Louisiana, is now " a fixed fict." Here is
what the Columbian has to say on the subject:
