DECEASE OF AN OLD CITIZEN.-One by one of
those who have been recognized daily for the past
forty years in the busy pursuits of commerce and in
the social circle, are being removed from among us.
We have now to chronicle the death of Samuel Chal-
mers Bell, cashier of the Canal Bank of this city.
Mr. Bell departed this life at his residence in this
city, on Saturday night, the 8th inst., after a linger-
ing illness of several months duration, in the 71st year
of his age. He was a native of Philadelphia, and ar-
rived in this city in the year 1812. In the year 1819,
in connection with his brother, Robert Bell, (now a
merchant in Liverpool, England) he embarked in the
dry goods business, in which he continued for some
years, and then engaged in the cotton factory busi-
ness. On the organization of the old Union Bank in
1832, the office of the assistant cashier was tended
him, which he accepted, continuing in the office for
four years, when he was called to and accepted the
cashiership of the Mechanics' and Traders Bank,
which he held until 1847, when lie received the up-
pointment in the Canal Bank, which h hhe eld until his
death. In all the various relations of fhther, friend
and citizen, Mr Bell was a good man. His general
intercourse with the community as it were, wass not
attended with that freedom which often attain the
short lived popularity of the world. Urbane, frank,
and courteous in his deportment, lie was regarded as
a gentleman of the old school, of whicth there are so
few rpmaining. Connected by marriage with the old
and aucient family of Amedeo Longer, lie leaves a
numerous circle of connections and relations, with a
large and interesting faemily, wit whom awe may be
permitted to sympathise in their bereavement.

THE UNION.
We are among those who have never allowed a

thought to harbor in their bosoms for a moment that,
by any contingent or remote chance, the Union of
these States could be brought into jeopardy. We
have cherished that idea with a singleness of heart, a
fervency of purpose, and a devotion of soul, as strong
and all-pervading as our natures were capable of
And, until within a very few days, we laughed at
those who hinted at the bare possibility of disunion.

We are sorry to say that the settled convictions of
a life-time have received ;t stunning shock, and that
we have no laughter now to tender as answer to the
disunion prounmcinmentos of the more impulsive
among or Southern brethren. Recent occurrences
are so significant, so portentous, that no room for
merriment can possibly be found. They afford matter
for serious, grave reflection on the part of our sound-
est thinkers, our clearest-headed men and our wisest
statesmen.

It is evident, from all the information received, that
Col. John C. Fremont, the candidate for the P'resi-
dency of the freesoilers, abolitionists and haters of
the South generally, has received the electoral votes
of a large majority of the Northern States, anud the
primary votes of an immense majority of'the Northern

people ! Almost as a mass, the North has gone for
him, and gone for him, too, on a platform the carry-
ing out of the principles of which would inflict im-
measurable degradation upon the Southern pcople--
would reduce them to the level of serfs--would de-

prive them of every real vestige of manly equality.
strip then of respect at home and abroad, and render
them the laughing stock of the governments of the
Old World.

These are plain words. Well, the times require
plain words. No wanton alarmns and no hilse pro-
mises of security should be heard from the sentinels
on the public watchtowers. None shall be heard from
us. We mean to tell the whole truth, as we under-
stand it, boldly and sincerely.

What are the circumstanles that now surround
the Southern States, and what are te prospects the
future holds out? A brief reference to the past and
present will show. Four years ago the abolition free-
soil party in the North was in a small, in filet a con-
temptible minority. There wasnota Northern State
they could call their own. Their leaders were compara-
tively modest in their assumptions-that is, modest
for abolitionists. iHow stands the case at this writ-
nug? Why, in a struggle for the Presidency they

have swept nearly the entire North; have blotted
the American Union party out of existence; have
wellnigh annihilated the Democratic party; have
elected a majority of Congressmen; have carried
State Legislatures that will reject conservative and
national Senators-Gen. Cass among the number ;
and now unqualifiedly avow that not another slave
State shall ever be admitted into the Union; that
they will surround the slave States with a cordon of
free States, and that if the South attempts to vindi-
cate her constitutional rights, either by seceession or
otherwise. that they will coerce her into obedience;
compel her to reain ill thile Union. and conlstrain her
to submission to such federal laws as they may see
proper to insert in the general statute book:

In the foregoing few lines is a faithfll poltraiture
of what the Black Republicans were. what they are
now,and whatthey propseto do ill futire. We have
mnade no mistake. We know what we have taid;
and have neither extenuated nor exaggerated.

Now reader manlk : If the sentimen at at tie North
is so strong and embittered against the South, as to
enable the freesoil palty, nelder the pressure of ad-
verse circeulstances, to rise ill four years froml tile
depthb of defeat almost to the topmosst heights of vir-
tory, what may we not look for in the next four
years? Why, if this Unionl exists that length of
time. Senator W\illiam lt, Seward, of New Yortk, will
be elected President of the Unlited States! We have
not the smallest doubtin the premises. itdeed, had he

iun himself this time, instead of rneing hiis wretched

toui Fremont, the lprobabilities are that hce wolld
lave carried the entire North. if the inl'tlll!ent
could accomplish so nlch, whllat could not tilet im!ster
of the instriument lave aceomplished ? Il thllisnter-
ropgtory there is fetd efor profound reflection.

We huve done oar duty ill spreading tie rtwts as
they are before our readersd . l on kuow we deplore
cheir existence ; hbut as they do exist, and as they
nenace os with dalnger, they mllst be inti. The
litieulty must be grappled with anl iron nerve and

ilautlesl heart, Let this be done at the start, and ll
peril may pass away. Thlere is sound truth aI d phi-
Iosopiy in the poet's iddea of pelking the liower of
afety fronl the thorn of danger.

In conclusion, we will quote a para-raphli from a
letter written by the oun. Thomas I. BLentto to the
Mereantile Library Asoeiation of Bto , advising
them of his acceptaneo of theih invitation to deliver a
course of lectures in thle Libsary hail, the cosnhg
vinter. Tihe pariagrlaph is full of wise and just exllre-
ions. It meets our views exactly ; and. if the veteran
