FROM NICARAGUA.

Full Aereounta of thie Battles.

The steamship Telemsee, Capt. Crowell,arrived in
port last evening. She brings intelligence of a very
interesting description. We are obliged to her atten-
tive purser, Mr. Lot M. Scammon, for the subjoined
memoranda, and for a file of the NrAaraguenre up
to tile 25th ult., from which we shall make as copiorns
extracts as our limits will permit. liere ithemtem
rands :

Arrived steamship Tennes•ee, John .. Crowell com-
mander, from San rJuan del Norte, with freight and
pessengers, to Messrs. IIarris, Morgan & Co.

The Tenneoree arrived outward on the 2d inst. Tile
steamship Texas arrived from New York with 650
paR.engers for California, on the 4th inst.
The Sierra Nevada arrived at San Juan dl Sulr on

tile 2d inst., with 700 passengers for New York and
New Orleans.

Tihe Tennessee left San Juan onl the morning of the
5th, and the Texas for New York on the same day.
The news from Nicaragua is unimportant. The re-

ports broulgiht )y the Telenne•ee on her lat voyage are
fally corroborated.
Gen. Walker's position is growing still more favor-

able, and the prospects are, that peace will be
speedily proclaimed.

The Transit route is in excellent order, and has
now every facility for the conveyance of pafssengers,
with the otmost sipeed, comfort anld rafety.

ment of this attack will be appreciated when we state
that not one man was lost in gaining this strong
point.

I)uring the morning several prisoners were taken,
but they could not tell accurately the strength of the
force that had been fighting with them. tBtt col-
lating all they said, we caeme to the conclusion that
there were somewhat over two thousand five hundred
men defending Massaya. The American forces were

etlween nine and ten hundred.
In order to make our position clear, it may be as

well to state that there are three plazas in Massaya-
two small ones, and one very large. In the centre of
each plsza stands a lchrch, and,las may be supposed.
the edifice in the largest plaza is much the largest of
the three.

The thrbe plazas and three churches are so nearly
in a :'it line, that a street running past the ends

echiscies weold g'i throoghl the middle
er'chnrch. A cannon ball fired out of the
r o'either side of the central church, would

t nd of either of the smallerones. It will be
applarent from this, al.othsfiat guns planted at tile
small churches would strike the center of the large
church. The distance from the large church tothe
lower smallone is about four hundred and seventy
yards: to the upper small one-the one which Gen.
Walker now held in lpossession-is about eight hlPn-
dred yards. There are aiglst.blocks of buildings bie-
tween itand thelarge fash t Thee blocks are about
one hsndred yards square, and ore surrounded, for
ithe most part, by thick adobe wallts.

All the streets, so far as eould be ascertained, at
their iuneture with the large plaza,were strongly bar-
ricaded. The principal one-that leading front the
church we so bravely won in the morning-was de-
tended by at least one cannon. Iln the afternoon,
n-when our men got so that they could see behind it,
they said there were three. We had no cannon, and
hadi only, in tile shape of heavy ordnances, two mounll-
tain howitzers.

After the imen had eaten breakfast, the sapperssand
miners were set at work in cutting through the walls,
so as to allow an approach of our howitzers towards
the central plaza. Thus by cutting through tile mid-
dle of a block, the scannon of the enemy were ren-
dered entirely useless, whereas we were enabled to
throw our ,shells into their midst in perfect security.

While one portion of the apipers and minena were
cutting a road through the block--which was inl a
straight line with and between the two churches-for the howitzers, and the First Rifle Rattalion which
accompanied it, another detaclhment of them were

Sengagcin opening a way through the bhildings and
va'rds on the oppoaite side of the street, for tile ad-
svane of te Infantry. When all things were ready
the Ililles adeaneed in the way assigned then, and the
Second Light Inlant'ty asaul ed thle lt fensive aross
tie stre't. Both worked their way steadily foirward,
driving the enemy from house to house, from block to
block, neither at any time losing an inch of ground
they had gained. Col. E. J. Snta ers, and Liet. Col.
Snnlmel Ashton, led on and directed their men with
the utmost coolness and judgment.

Tile voice of Sanders colld be heard sharper than
the whistle of a Minnie. and louder than the report of
its discharsge. The Second Light Ifhotry, under the
direction ofl' ieut. Col. Mclntosh aud iMajor Ileuseu-
bury. showed unexcelled Iravery. They did not per-
nit ithe Rifles to progress fLater than they did, and in
one istanceethe comany commanded by Capt. Direux
was one whole block in advance. This Captain and
his comipany fought so fearlessly, and so bravely,
thot lie was moire thus once surroanded by tile enemy,.
iand wol id nst alandona Isis advanced plsitin Iuntil
the General had issued positive orders for him to with-
draw.

The First Rifles. having tle charge of tihe howitzers,
:ltnrtraveliug il tile mo~ t dlirect route, were watched
by the lookers on, with great interest. As the howit-
z.r, conmnanded by Captaein Swartz,threw a shell into
the enemy 's ranks, theyrushed in and tookpos,-es-ion.
They thuyls lght il day. 'Th ene sncnlywere lying
dead i all direc-ions, buL. wnsderful to relate, •se
lo.t only two men, and lo e of thle wer e (killed ib
being suo close to the enemy that theile lirting of one
of our owe hlirao took efiet upon him.

piledl up in dozens ; they were lying on the streets,on the dor-rstepsl aid in tile out-houses. They were
killed in large nnmbers in the bushes; whole bungo
loads were killed while they were endeavoring to es-
cape by the lake, and intelligence is every hour ar-
riving of where tens and twenties of bodies have been
discovered in the yards. The guardhouse is already I
nearly full of prisoners, and others who have been en-
dear-ring to escape, are being, while we write, con.
tineally brought in.
Among the wonndled we regret to announce John

Tabor, proprietor of El Nicanaguense, whose leg has
been broken alnve tile knee by a musket ball, and
Major A. Gillis. We have not had time to collect a
listof all the killed and wounded. This will proba-
bly appear officially.

The victories of atasaava and Granadahave put we
expect, a ptcried to the fighiog in Nicragua. Those
who attacked Granada were not natives of this coan-
try. They boasted during the night that they were
San Salvadoriann and Guatarnalians, and that being
such, we mnight as well lay down our arms at once, as
they were unconquerable.
We blush to add that there were white men among

them whose voice indicated that the United States of
North America had been disgraced by giving them
nativity.

The march to Mas aya, spending the night without
sleep, lighting all neot day until morning, marching
hack, and gaining isuch a splendid victory at Ganada,
is, prahably, the greatest test of American endnronce
and bravery that has ever occurred.

In the same paper of the same date, there is an ac-
count of the horrible murder of four non-combatant
American citizens at Granada, by the enemies of Ni-
caragua, which we are compelled to omit.
The Nicaraguense of the lbth, says further:
Oc ENEatiEs DlsPEasri;i.-Intelligence, on which

we can rely, brought into (;ranada this morning,
states that the remnants of the Allied forces are pre-
paring t- withraw from 1fas.sava. They are sending
their sick forward to Leon, and taking other prelirni-
nary steps for a speedv evacuation of Massaya. This
is now, with them, a inatter of choice if delayed a
few days, we are under the impression it would be-
come a stern necessity.

The Nicaraguense, of the 25th, contains many in-
teresting items, of no immediate moment, however,
which will be duly attended to hereafter.

Foourteen Days Later from California.
By the arrival last evening of the steamship

Tennes.ee, from San Juan, we have received
San Francisco papers up to the 20th October. The
news is generally interesting. We extract from the
Summnary of the news of the preceding fortnight con.
tained in the steamer edition of the Bulletin, the fol-
lowing items :
STATEn--Since our last steamer edition several fires

have taken place.=One occurred in Iinnesota, Sierra
county, which destroyed nearly ttle whole town.
Fourteen buildings were also destroyed at Gold Hilti,
abont thirteen miles from Nevada. Several buildings
near O(I.s Vlalley, on the Nevada road, were also
burned the next day. IOn the 7th October, a destruc-
tive live orctrred at Placerville, by which property to
tile aoount of over $50,000 was consumed. The city is
being rebuilt in very substantial style. Brick build-
oRig ahleady occupy a large portion of the district
forterIv burnt over.
Durito g the past fortnight rain has fallen in dif-

ferent parts of the State. and snows now cap tile
mountains of tie Sierrra Nevada. On the Stht Octo-
Ier, snow to tile depth of eight inches fell at Bear Val-
ley, Nevada county. On the Feather river many
miner-, were driven from their claims, and several
wing l dams and tltme< were carried away. Copious
showers have also fallen in tile southern portion of the
State. The weather has been much cooler through-
out the State. Ice ant inch in thiickness was brmed
near Plaoerville, at Grizzly Fltt. Our miner, thr-
itners and sttck raisers are well pleased. A table pub.
li~hed showing the unumber of rainy days in each of
the past seven winters gives an average of aboat
G1 day, per year.

The Election llhots In Baltllllore.

The election in this city was unufrtunately attended
with a most deplorable amount of bloodshed and rci:-
ing. Pistols, gun,, knives, etc.. were freely uned by
all parties, and the most determined spirit wa+
evinced. We condense from the Baltimore Patriot e .
the 5th inst. the annexed account of the atdir :

Our city yesterday was made the theater of the
most prolonged and desperate rioting. Armed aad
organized associations. belonging to both poliri, ,c
parties, resorted to the fire-arms with which thet were
liberally provided, and tought with ferocious and dar-
ing recklessness. Individual combats and minor
aflrays occurred at a number of the polli. but the
nost serious took place in the vicinity of the second
and eighth rward polls. The particoldrsand result o c
these disgraceful encounters were with great difticulty
gathered last nighlt, but wNe give such details at our
reporters were able to collect.

THE RIOT AT TIEm SECOND WAR.D.
During the morning there was considerable ill fee:-

ing displayed at the second ward pollt. but up to
3 o'clock, no disturbance occurred. At that hour a
furious tight broke out, said to have originated fonnm
a stone being thrown into the crowd surrounding the
window. Pistols were immediately drawn and ireed
byv both parties. The Democrats, headed by Gcorge
Kionig. drove the Americans from the polls and uip
High street. The alarm was carried to the ounrth
ward polls, and a strong body of Americans started
from there. In the vicinity of the second ward po11ls
they were met and driven back. Further reinforce-
ments were then received, and the war renewed. .
good proplortion of both parties by this time wrere pro-
vided with mtiskets, whilst others used pistols. and
others skirmished with knives and clubs. Both par-
ties fought with determination, and in many instant es
exposed themselves with the most reckless disregard
of danger. The battleground was spread over por-
tions of Fuoawn, Stile%, Exeter and High streets, and
Eastern avenue, and the spectacle presented was a
terriblle and revolting one. As either party gained a
telporary advantage, men ewould be seen rnnuing
with otthers shooting at them; the wounded nwere
liclnlihg oft ind being cuarried iaway by their compan-
ion, rwhilst otleers begrimed with smoke and powder.
and in some cases covered with blood, still kept ilup the
light, now liring singly and then again in volleys. In
tie surrounding neighlborhood the utmost degree of
excitement and consternation prevailed. Clhildren
were hastily gathered, the hounses closed and tle oelcu-
tants inl ncincy instances sought their garrets and cel-
lars tc be out of harns wav.

The )emocrats were tilallv overplowered, driven
away from the polls, and retreated still tighting dnva

Eastern avenle. Ill the neighborhood of the Cause-
way they agaiin laide a staned, and there a guerilla
warflare, crr-ied cn frone the allevys and street corme-o.
continued ibr more than an holur. Of tile number

nounded in this riot it is almost imnpossible to, g.ve
uill or correct list. They were generally carried alway

ble their friends, and even when traced, every etltet
was made to conceal their names.

The Patriot here cnames some fourteen person,
aionig whiom weere several wonmen and children. -lwho
were known to have been cwounded during the dight
in this neighborhood, and says that the tiring was
continued at intervals until dark, and there were
pronlhaly Iany more wounded whose namles could eot

be learned because of the excitement that prevailed.
AT TIIHE BELAIR MARKET.

About 3 o clock in the afterenoen a report was
brught to the police, stationed at the eighthl ward.
that there was fighting at tile sixth ward, and assist-
ance was asked to quell it. Thle police started, and
with them several hundred of the crowd assembled
around tile polls, who iil a eow moments were armed
withlt mukets. and acctoupanied by two gangsof l •os.ey
each diraggicng small bra-s caennon on wheels. Tihey
ip u:sed along tile side ,' the gelair market, and t,:-
wards Orleans street, wihen they were nmet ,by a con-
ctr-e, of equally as wild and inlluri.ated lmen and
yi tho auced with nluskets and pi tols. A tiglhr
then commeneedo the eighlt ward Democrats takeine
-heiter in tle n.-rket l,e c, and tle sithtl h and seventh
ward Amlericani iring 'roln thle fish market eand the
corners of Orleans -tceet. They finally tallied on the
eighth ward party and drove thileml up through tile
inmarket a.ic lnlpanicd b perfect volleys of musketery
anld the occalsinai di-charge of a swivel. The fligt-
ing tlhroutgil the market wa-s continued with but litte
inter'nssiVon up to diark, when both parties rtiesretired.
