REPlREHENSIBLE, DISCRIMIATaON.

A few days since we quoted an article from the
Granada El .Vicaraguenre, of the 25th ulnit., giving a
history of the postal arrangements between New
Granada and the United Ptates, of the treaties in re-
ference thereto, of the determination of the govern-
ment of the former to terminate the operation of
those treaties on the 20th of next month, and of their
intention to levy a tax of two reals per ounce on all
American mail matter passing through their territory,
while English mail matter is to be exempted from the
weight of such onerous burthens. According to the
estimate of the Nicaraguense, 34l,429 pounds of
American mail matter have been transported over the
Panama rolte within the last six months, which
would pay, at the rate of the oppressive exactions
proposed, more than one million oix hundred and six-
ty thousand dollars per annum.

We denounced this unjust duty in befitting terms;
and we shall continue to denounce it. It proposes an
oppressive taxation, such as our government should
not submit to under any circumstances. It is relpug-
nant to the amicable relations that have heretofore
existed between the two countries; it is contrary to
tihe spirit of their treaties ; and there is no color or
shadow of right, usage or international law or comity,
that can be brought forward in justification. It is a
downright arbitrary, uncalled-fbr procedure, having
nothingcelse in view than the extension of British in-
floence. commerce and trade in Central America, and
the consequent depression of American influence,
commerce and trade in the same country. If this
view of the case be not correct, why this outrageous
discrimination in favor of England and against the
United States? Here is a question that must be sat-
isfactorily answered before a proposition for argument
on the other side is tenable.

In view of the fact that American citizens have
beenrecently plundered and murdered in Panama,
simply because they were American citizens ; in view
ot the notorious imbecility of the government, and its
complete powerlessness lbr good ; in view of the mor-
tifying fiet that there is no security for American
passengers, property, treasure, mails or merchandise
across that Isthmus ; and of the prejudicial discrimi-
nation in favor of English interests as opposed to
Amlerican interests, we called upon the Post-Office
Iepartmnent to abandon the 'anama route and
adopt the Nicarasgua route, which is shorter, cheap-
er, safer, and better in all respects.
That it is shorter, a glance at the map proves.

Hence we argue that it must be neces.arily cheaper,
both as regards time and money. That it is safer no
intelligent man can doubt; for Nicaragua, now being
under American control, would of conrse protect and
encourage Americans instead of plundering and mur-
dering them as they did at Panama. And that it is
better, the great and growing mutuality of interest
and sympathy between Nicaragua and the United
States, clearly demon-trates. Gen. Walker's govern-
Inent will impose no such ruinous exactions upon tile
transptortation of American nlail matter as is about
tro be imposed by the weak and inimical authorities of
New Granada.
In consideration of these bfats and many more that

could be educed, and will be if nece.sary, we strongly
urge the Post-Olfice Department to ignore the Pana-
lma rounte and fix ulpon the Nicaragua route. Tile
public interest. dignity, and the security of the citizen
and his property, alike demand the adoption of such
ra comle. Ilviies, tile tremlendous tax, on the eve of

being levied, will operate as a prohibitory tariff
against Alneir,rtn mail matter, and force our people
to cse BLriti.hrsteamers and tdBritish mail bagr . Is
it not tie duty of the government, through its various
department<. tr do all that can be legitimately done to
encouragye American steamshipl conparies, stimulate

nAmerican enterprise and hi-ter American industry.?

Summary of Mexican News.
SBy the arrival on Saturday night of tie seatnahip

Calhoun, Capt. Rathbun, from Venr Cruz, we have
received papers to the 11th inst., from which we ex-
tract the following items.
Jose Ruiz Murillo and Mannel Diaz de la Vega

have been exiled from the Republic on account of hay.
ing been engaged in some conspiracies. They left for
Havana on the British mail steamer.

The Vera Crzr Progresso makes loud complaints of
the mail arrangements from the capital, there having
been several failureci following in succeoion lately.

The same paper, in itsissne of the 8th inst., has the
following intelligence from Pueblo:

On the night of the 28th ult,, thegovernment troope
commenced hostilities by taking p the requoiite psti-tions to impede the flight of the "pronunciados.

The four hlndred men taken prisoners by Gen.
Moret were disarmed and conducted to Mexico, inder
escort of one hundred men of the Zoluonga Brigade.On thie following day operations were resumed
against the town with great vigor. The rebels, who
it is said are much disheartened, had abandoned alarge portion of the city, and had concentrated on themost central points. Complete disorder prevailed
amongst them, and they had been even fightingamong themselves.

This, we will remark, must be received with can-
tion, it heing the governanent accoont.

Another paper hat the following. Il true, the state
of affairs is really sorrowful to contemplate. We wish
President Comonfort the fullest succsr. If he failsthere is no hope for Mexico, bat anarchy, impoverish-
ment, rain and epoliation.
Mxico is in a chronic state of revolution. Pronton-ciamentos are the order of the day. The spirit of re-

volt seems to have been excited by the church party,
asoisted y political and military desperadoes whosechief object is to enrich themselves at the expense of
tie community. For the particular of these revoltswe refer to our correspondence. Senor tlaarg, theMinister of Gfibermacion, addressed a letter to the
(overnors of the States, on the subhject o:tbe• any.prontnciamentos that are springing up throughoo t
the country and crying out lustily for religion and the
charter. ite speaks with bitterness of the treachery
of the men in revolt, and says that the result of
another succesfol revolution wnill cause the dismem-
berment om the Mexican nation, and create a numberof small independencies, which mast sooner or later
fall a prey to some powerfll foreign nation.

The Eoxtrordinary, of the ;th lnit., comments open
this letter and makes this significant admission
" The destiny of thie world is onwards, and the spirit-

ed and energetic people of the North-east are eve -v
year drawing in formidable anaty on tie frontiera of
Mexico, and should no national quarrel arise between
the United States and Mexico, and the church party,or any government acknowledging their iretensions,come into power, nothing is more certain than that
iMexico will e a ripe harvest or a powerful filibust-
ering organization.

The United States Minister, tuon. John Fowroth,
arrived at the city of Mexico on the 21st nit. He
was officially preoMnte to the President on the 23d.
In delivering his credentials he made a short address,
in which he stated that the United Statres entertained
tihe most friendly feelings towards Mexico, and ex-
pressed a hope that the two republics would in future
Ie connected by the strong ties of amity. To this
President Comonfort replied that the government of
Mlexico was inspired by the kindest sentiments to-
wards the United State. anod that be woruld nlways
be found ready to co-operate in marintaining tihe
Ileacefl relations now existinrg betwreen the two
countries.

Three hundred laborers were actively engaged in
the city of Mexico in constructing the gas works, and
it was presomed that the city would soon be lit
throughout with gas.
Tile artisans of the capital have formed a reviment

of Nationual iiGuards, noomlering 1250 men, and is com-
mawded by CoL Comonfiort. The uitmost enlthousiosm
for thle preservation of the goveramoat as it is, exists
among tiem.

It was reported at Vera Cruz tlhat a pronnnciamento
had been declared arcitn-t (;argo at Tampico, in
which the Natisonal Guiard had joined. A Ip nuoncia-
-aento is also reported to lave t.ken place at Ignala,
and another at celayr. T•re-e distcubances are said
to bie so on foot byrthe clergy. w-ho re said to be a
tile bolnttiri of all the con.spirocies lwhicl have been
discoverei of larte.
The steamer Guenrrer had returned to Vera Cruz

for repairs. It will bIe recollected that she went in
pclrsuit or- tle rounaway steamer I)emocratn some time
since. lShe encountered this eve-•sel about twenty
miles fronr tihe island of Piedra, and after a short en-
gagement wras forced to haul ot' and returno s as bove.
Scour Almonte, Minister to England, left Vgea Creo

on the British mail steamer, dSolent, onr, the 5th inst
The Spanish Ex-Mlinister, Alvarez. and General Ghli-
lardi and mily also leflt on tle same vressel.

Tihe Mexican Extraordinary, of the 25th nit., has
the ifllowing letter from La Paz in Lower California.
It is dated Sepltember 20th, and gives ar account of
a tornado which had visited tiht place:

Before we had time to repair the dlamages susstained
by the storm of the 13th of October, tos., we havebeen visited by another luricane, which commenced
blowing viueotly on the l;th inst. and continued withcrabated fury uctil the 1bth. Duriu all this time the
rain fell in great cuantitics.

1Many houces that escaped last year are now gone,
amongc these tile wrilers horuse is numbered. Atthis time our city is a heap of ruins, and where we
are to live is nore a matter of serious qouestion.
Tihe sea drove into the lower part of tile town, nearthe beach, and the hots of the poor peoplehaveagain

been rwashed down- Thie lamelnts and cries of the old
men, women and children during the storm, were
he rt-redinro.

Fronl St. Dollingo.

The St. Domningo city correspondent of the New
York Times, of the Sth inst., writes the annexed
letter.
We do not know what amount of credit is due the

letter. We cannot accept it save with large allowan-
ces. Sir. Segovia, if we are not much mistaken, who
is named as Spanish Consul-General, once represented
his government in New Orleanrs in a similar capacity,
and was known and respected as a faithful, gentle-
manly and able officer. It is difficult to believe that
his removal to a different place of duty would lead
him to the instigation of acts not only wrong in them.
uelves, but calculated to bring about the very conse-
quesces he. as a dutiful subject to the Spanish crown,
deires to avert.
But, if the statements of the correspondent of the

Times be founded in fact-if the outrage upon our
consul and Itag, as represented, has been committed-
-- then our governnment cannot take too speedy or too-
severe measures of redress. The national honor wil
require more than simple explanation and apology.--
We must have unqualifted satisfaction for the past
and complete security for the future. Nothing less
will answer the purpose.
